female figure sitting on a dome. Hora-
dada, very near the shore, shows an arch
at its base, the result, doubtiess, of wave
action.

The Isiand of Corregidor rises ovar 600
feet and has a light at the summit visible
for 36 miles; it is about thres miles long
and is snid to have a populatiom of over
W people. Though the native part of
San Jose de Corregidor is not specially
atiraetive, the arrungement of roads and
display hospituls and  fortifications
forms a picturesque view, From the road
to the fort the channels are visible on
hoth sides, and Caballo Island to the
west, The “Hooker,” U. S. traosport,
is still on the reef where she struck be-
tween the two,

A large stone monument, commemors-
tive of some Spanish hero, stands in
rather a toppling condition in tha valley
to the west of this road. We l=ft San
Josa at 443 p. m., and kept shead of
the Luzon to Manila. We were passed,
however, Ly the large Jupanese steamer
“Kasuga Maru,” from Yokohama, as a
greyhound passes a poodle, and she ac-
tually disappeared befora reaching her
anchorage in a distance of 25 mjles, as-
sigted somewhat, it is true, by the declin-
ing day.
