Picketts Virginians

WHO BORE THE BRUNT OF THE CHARGE AT GETTYSBURG

The North Carolinians Went Farther and Lost Three Times as Many as

Virginians

After our army had recrossed the river
and had assembled at Bunker Hill the
report that Picketts Division of dead
men had drawn more rations than any
division in the army excited a good deal
of good natured laughter Among the of-

ficers

discussed why it was that some of Petti-
grews

Brigades marchiug over the same
ground at the same time siiouiu nu vt

suffered so much more than Gen Pick-

etts

This question was never satisfa-
ctory

¬

answered till after the war The
mvsterv was then explained by the Union
General Doubleday who made the state-
ment

¬

that all the artillery supporting
Webbs Brigade which being on the
right of Gibbouss Division held the pro-

jecting

wall excepting one piece was
destroyed and nearly all of the artillery-
men

¬

either killed or woundedby the can ¬

nonade which preceded the assault
Of course there were exceptions but

the general rule was that those troops
who suffered the most themselves inflict-

ed

the greatest loss on the enemy and
were consequently the most efficient

Col Fox says The history of a bat-

with the figures which show the
losses By overlooking them anindcfinite
and often erroneous idea is obtained By
overlooking them many historians fail to
develop the important points of the con-

test

they use the same rhetorical de-

the pressure was strong or weak the loss
great or small the fight bloody or harm-
less

As it was the custom in some com-

mands
¬

to report every scratch as a wound
and in others to report no man as wouna
ed who was fit for duty the most accu-
rate

test for courage and efficiency is
the number of killed In the eight bri
gndes and three regiments from Virginia
in this battle 375 were killed and 1971
wounded That Is for every one killed
five and 25 hundrcdths were reported
wounded In the seven brigades and three
regiments from Xorth Carolina G9G were
killed and 3054 wounded That is for
every man killed only four and

appeared on the list as wounded

If it be a fact that from Gettysburg
to the close of the war among the dead
upon the various battlefields compara
tively few representatives from the Vir¬

ginian infantry were to be found it is
not always necessarily to their discredit
For instance even at Gettysburg two
such brigades as Mahones and Smyths
had respectively only seven and 14 men
killed It was not for them to say wheth
er they were to advance or be held back
Their duty was to obey orders In the
same battle two of Kodess North Caro
Iina Brigades Daniels and Ivcrsons
had between them 24G men buried upon
the field Here we see that the eight
regiments and one battalion which formed
these two North Carolina commands had
22 more men killed than Picketts 15 And

Vfct Virginia history docs not know that
They were even present at tins battle

- Now for a brief recapitulation The
left of Garnctts and Armisteads Bri-
gades

¬

all of Archers and Scaless but
that all means very few neither of them
at the start being larger than a full regi
ment a few of the 37th and the right
of 1cttigrew s own brigade took posses ¬

sion of the works which the enemy had
abandoned on their approach Pettigrews
and Trimbles left and Picketts right lay
out in the field on each flank of the pro-
jecting

¬

work and in front of the receding
wall and from 40 to DO yards from it
There they remained for a few minutes
till a fresh line of the enemy which had
been lying beyond the crest of the ridge
approached Then being attacked on both
flanks and knowing how disorganized
they were our men made no fight but
either retreated or surrendered Archers
Scaless and Pettigrews own brigade went
da far and stayed as long or longer than
any of Picketts Daviis Brigade while
charging impetuously ahead of the line
wes driven back when it had reached a
point about 100 yards from the enemy
Lanes the left brigade remained a few
moments longer than any of the other
troops and retired in better order

NO KEFLECTIOXS

Now it must not be inferred from any-
thing

in this paper that there has beet
any intention to reflect upon all Virginia
infantry Far from it The three regi ¬

ments in Steuarts mixed brigade and Ma ¬

hones Brigade were good troops Per ¬

haps there were others equally good But
there was one brigade which was their
superior as it was the suierior of most
of the troops in Gen Lees army And
that was Smiths Brigade of Earlys Di-
vision

These troops in spite of the Rich-
mond

newspapers and the partiality of
certain of their commanders had no su-
periors

in any army Never unduly elated
by prosperity never depressed by adver-
sity

they were even to the last when en ¬

thusiasm had entirely lied and hope was

ments are taken together the wonderful
law of averages makes these proportions
rules about which there is no varying

A MANS WEIGHT TO KILL HIM
There is an old saw which says that

it takes a boldiers weight in lead and
iron to kill him Most people bclicic
that this saying has been taken with
grains of allowance but it was shown
during the wnr to be literally true In
the battle of Murfrecsboro the weight of
the 20307 projectiles fired by the Union
artillery was 225000 pounds and that of
the something over 2000000 musket balls
exceeded 150000 pounds and their com ¬

bined weight exceeded that of the 2319
Confederates who were killed or mortally
wounded

In the Union armies deaths from
woinds amounted to 110000 and from
disease and all other causes about 250000
a total of about 300000 For deaths in
the Southern aimies only an approxima ¬

tion can be arrived at Probably 100000
died of wounds and as miinvmore of
disease a total of about 200000 which
added to the Federal los makes about
500000 This number of soldiers drawnup in battle airay would make a line 112
miles long

It does not require much courage to lie
behind breastworks and Bhoot down an
enemy in an open field and then to run
away as it and the other troops in its
vicinity did when that enemy continued
to approach But while it does not add
to their fame it is not to their discredit
that they did give way For however
much discipline and inherent qualities
may extend it there is a limit to human
endurance and they had suffered severe-
ly

lost as heavily they were the superiors
of any in Napoleons or Wellingtons
armies The loss in the Iiritish infantry
at Salamanca was only 12 per cent That
of the Light Brigade at Balaklava was
only 37 That of Picketts only 28 and
they were ruined for ever It is true that
the North Carolina and Mississippi Bri ¬

gades of Ilcths Division lost in the first
days battle about 30 and on the third
at least CO per cent aiia this without
having their morale seriously impaired
but then both of these organizations were
composed of exceptionally fine troops

Some have contended that the number

of deaths and wounds is the test for
others that the percentage is

the true test It may be that neither the
one nor the other alone but that rather
both together shonld be taken into ac-
count

¬

The same percentage in a large
regiment should count for more than that
in n small one For while only one Con ¬

federate brigade is reported to have
reached as high as 03 per cent the regi ¬

ment the smaller organizations more fre¬

quently attained that rate Thirteen are
known nnd several others are supposed
to have reached it

And as to the company there was
hardly a hard fought battle in which at
least one did not have nearly every man
killed or wounded The writer knows of
four in as many North Carolina regi
ments which in one battle were almost
destroyed In three of these the percent-
age

¬

went from 87 to 98 and the fourth
had every officer and man struck

Taking Col Foxs tables for authority
we find that of the 31 regiments standing
highest on the percentage list six were
from North Carolina and these six car-
ried

¬

into battle 2909 only two of the 31
were from Virginia and their present
was 55 for one and 128 for the other Ten-
nessee

leading the list in number has
seven Georgia and Alabama each lias
six The two States whose soldiers Vir-
ginia

historians with a show of generosity
were in the habit of so frequently com ¬

plimenting Texas nnd Louisiana make
rather a poor show the former has only
one regiment on the list and the other
does not appear at all

The 20th N C hail 820 officers and
men at Gettysburg and their percentage
of killed and wounded was exceeded by
that of only two Confedeinte and three
Union regiments during the whole war
and those five were all small ranging
from 103 to 20S

As Senator Vances old regiment un ¬

questionably Ftands head on the numeri ¬

cal list so should it in the opinion of
the writer stand on that of percentages
A for reasons not necessary to mention
heie this last relates almost entirely to
the early battles of the war it is not as
satisfactory as it might be Though
North Carolina should head the list in
the greatest percentage in any one regi-
ment

Karly in the war when it was generally

belieed that peace would come before
glory enough to go round had been ob-

DAVISS IJIUGADE

This brigade was composed of the 2d
11th and 42d Miss and 55th N C The
two first were veteran They had fought
often and always well The 42d Miss
and 55th N C were full regiments Get-
tysburg

being their first battle of im-
portance

The two first named served in
Laws Brigade of Hoods Division at
Sharnsburg or Antictani where they
greatly distinguished themselves as they
had before at First Manassas and Gainess
Mill The 11th Miss was the only fresh
regiment outside of Picketts Division
that took part in the assault of July 3
so all of its loss occurred on that day that

JOHNSONS DIVISION

Johnsons Division was composed for
the most part of Virginians it had only
two North Carolina regiments the 1st
and 3d During the Mine Kun campaign
Gen Ewell and Gen Johnson were to-
gether

annoying What did these Virginia Gen-
erals

Why dont you send your North Carolina

The seven Confederate regiments which
had most men killed in any battle of the
war were the 0th Ala 91 killed 2Gth N
C SO 1st S C Itiiles 81 1th N C 70
41th Ga 71 11th Ala 71 and 20th N
C 70 Picketts veterans must have
thought that to have nine or 10 men to
the regiment killed was an evidence of
severe fighting for the most of them
think even to this day that to have had
nearly 15 to the regiment killed at Get-
tysburg

IVERSONS IIIlIOADE

This brigade consisted of the 5th 12th
20th and 23d N C It was first com ¬

manded by Garland who was killed in
the Maryland campaign then by Iverson
then by Bob Johnson then by Toon The
20th was a fine legiinent At n very
critical time at Gainess Mill it cuptuied
a battery It is on Col Foxs list as hav ¬

ing had on that occasion 70 killed and
202 wounded Equally good was the 12th
That brilliant and lamented young officer
Gen It M Itodes once made a little
speech to this legiment in which he naid
that after Gettysburg Gen Lee had told
him that his division had accomplished
more in that battle than any division in
his aiiny ami that he himself would say
that the 12th N C was the best legi ¬

ment in his division Not long ago
while visiting a neighboring town I saw
a bald headed old follow who was Color
Scrgeant of this regiment at Chaiiccllors
ville It was charging a battery when its
commander Maj Jtowe was killed and
for a moment it fnltered Just then it
was that Sergeant Whitehead rushed to
the front with the exclamation Come
on 12th Im going to ram this flag down
one of them guns The regiment an ¬

swered with a yell took the battery and
held it

In the seven days battle this regiment
had 51 men killed on the field It suf ¬

fered most at Malvern Hill where Pri ¬

vate Tom Emry of this county was com-
plimented

in orders and promoted for gal ¬

lantry
Jen Hancock having witnessed a very

gallant but unsuccessful charge of the 5th
N C at Williamsburg complimented it
in tho highest terms Lieut Tom Snow
of this county a Chapel Hill boy was
killed on this occasion and his body was
delivered to his friends by the Federals

With such Colonels as Christie Black
nail and Davis the first two dying of
wounds tho 23d could not fail in always
being an A No 1 regiment This bri ¬

gade nt Gettysburg had 111 killed nnd
314 wounded

In the Fall of 1SG4 near Winchester
Gen Bradley Johnson of Maryland was
a witness of the conduct of this brigade
undei very trying circumstances and he
has recently written a very entcrtnining
account of what ho saw and in it he is
very enthusiastic in his nrnisn of thpir

No troops ever fought better than did this
entire brigade nnd Its killed and wounded
was greater by far than any brigade in
its corps Tho 45th and 2d battalion met
with the greatest loss the former having
219 killed and wounded the latter 153
out of 240 which was nearly G4 per cent
When on the morning of May 12 at Spott
sjlvania Hancocks Corps ran over John-

RAJISEUIts BRIGADE

This famous brigade consisted of the
2d 4th 14th and 30th N C It was first
commanded by Gen Geo B Anderson
who was killed at Sharpsburg Then by
Kamseur who was promoted nnd killed
at Cedar Creek Then by Cox The
fondness of this brigade for prayer-meetin-g

and Psalm singing united with au
correadiness to fight reminds one of
Cromwells Ironsides It fought well at
Seven Pines when one of its regiments
having carried in G78 officers and men
lost 5 1 per cent in killed and wounded
At Malvern Xlill it met with great loss
It occupied the bloody lane at Sharps-
burg

¬

At Chancellorsville out of 1509 it
had 154 killed and 52G wounded or 45
per cent On May 12 at Spottsylvania it
acted probably the most distinguished
part of any brigade in the army It
did the last fighting at Appomattox and
about 25 men of the 14th under Capt
W T Jenkins of Halifax county fired
the last shots To sec these poor devils
many of them almost barefooted and all
of them half starved approach a field
where a battle was raging wns n pleasant
sight The crack of Napoleons the roar
of howitzers and crash of musketry al-
ways

¬

excited and exhilarated them and
ns they swung into action they seemed
supremely happy

LANES BRIGADE

Lanes Brigade consisted of the 7th
18th 28th 33d and 37th N C It was
first commanded by Gen L O B Branch
who was killed at Sharpsburg The
7th and lSthirappear upon Col Foxs
percentage table both having in the seven
days fight lost 50 per cent The numer ¬

ical loss for the brigade was 807 At
Chancellorsville iti had 739 killed and
wounded In the history of this battle
by Col Hamlin of Maine the conduct
of this brigadN spoken of very highly
In Longstieetst assault as it moved over
the field the txto wlhgs of its right parted
company and t the close of the assault
were several hnndrvd yards apart The
point of direction for the assaulting col-
umn

¬

was a sniall cluster of trees oppo ¬

site to and in front of Archers Brigade
and while the restpf the line dressed on
this brigade by spine misunderstanding
four and a half regiments of Lanes
dressed to the left It went some dis ¬

tance beyond the Emmitsburg road but
fell back to that road where it remained
fighting till alltherest of the line had
given way when ft was withdrawn by
Gen Trimble

Some time ago a Jnion veteran in a
St-- Louis paper gave an account of what
Came under lii T observation at Spottsyl ¬

vania His command had been repulsed
nnd was driven by Lanes Brigade when
he was shot down As the victorious line
swept by a Confederate was struck fall-
ing

near him The conduct of a young
officer whose face was radiant with the
joy of battle had attracted his attention
and he asked his wounded neighbor who
lie was His reply was Thats Capt
Billy McLaurin of tho 18th N fi the
bravest man in Leos army

ARCHER 8 BRIGADE

This supoib brigade consisted of throe
regiments from Tennessee one regiment
and one battalion from Alabama It suf-ft-ie- d

very severely the first day on the
third it was gallantly led by Col Frye
who says referring to the close of the
assault I hoard Garnett gave the com ¬

mand Seeing my gesture of inquiry he
called out I am dressing on you A few
seconds later he fell dead A moment
later a shot through my thigh prostrated
mo The smoke soon became so dense

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that see but little of what
going before me A moment Iator
heard Gen Pettlgrew calling to rally

them on the left referring to brigade
which had just given way AH of tho

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THE LAST AMERICAN CAMEL

Re Is Believed to Rave Died Recently In
Arizona

New York Sun
It is believed that the last American

camel died in the Caitlo Dome Mountains
in southwestern Arizona a few days ago

word has reached Phoenix Ariz from
Fort Huachucn that a Greek known as
HI Jolly who charge of the first
only Importation of camels ever made by
tho United States Government is on his
deathbed there

It was in 1S53 that tho idea of em
ploying camels for transporting army sup
plies equipment over the deserts was
conceived At that time freight be
carried over the waterless wastes only at
a heavy expense in horses oxon mules
At that time the heavy traffic to the
California gold fields was in progress and
tho bones of thirst killed animals strewed
the trail from Texas well Into California
Under these conditions Lieut Edward F
Beale who was later Minister to Austria
but was then stationed at old Fort Yuma
conceived the idea that the uss camels
would do away with the sufferings of
emigrants givo tho army a quick nnd
certain method of transportation He be
lieved that the Government should make
the experiment and suggested the matter
to Jefferson Davis tho Secretary of War

The War Department approved the sug-
gestion

¬

and a commission was sent out to
ascertain the military uses to-- which
camels could be put in tho Southwest It
reported favorably and an appropriation
was secured for 30000 for the purchase
ana importation of camels

in uecemoer or tne following year
Maj Charles Wayne was sent by the De-
partment

¬

to the Orient commissioned to
iniy io camels In Egypt he bought half
that number and secured the others in
Smyrna paying about 5200 for each The
naval transport bnpply brought the camels
in charge of Hi Jolly to United States
in 1857 Three died on the voyage They
were landed on the Texas coast and un-
der

¬

the care of Capt J N Palmer half
of the herd were driven to Camn Verde
Ariz and the others were left at In- -
dinnola Tex

Months were devoted to a series of tests
of the physical strength endurance of

animals Xneir employment met with
great opposition from the army hostlers
and teamsters The camels were neglected
and n number of them died despite the
efforts of the officers to give them a fair
trial It frequently reported that
or two had broken away and escaped dur-
ing

¬

the night nnd it was suspected that
unusual zeal was not used to recapture
the animals

Until 1SB1 about thirty of them were at
lorts Verde EI and Yuma The
troopers and teamsters however could not
be induced to the beasts instead of
horses and partly because of the
clumsiness of the harness and the
labor necessaryih preparing a camel for a
trip hut largely because of an antipathy
for the beasts For the last year or two
of their stay at the forts the camels were
pensioners

Then tho civil war came and in the ex
citement of the times the camels were for-
gotten

¬

The forts were abandoned when
the troops were sent East and the camels
were allowed to wander away on the des
erts sometimes in pairs and sometimes
in herds They scattered through the
deserts and mountains of Arizona Texas

New Mexico and even wandered into
northern Mexico where several of them
were seen years afterward in the Sierra
Mad re Mountains

In some instances they multiplied rapidly
and numbers of them were caught by
white settlers Mexicans and Indians who
tried usually vain to domesticate them
some cases are known in which descend
ants of tho original herd were tamed and
used as pack animals and several of them
were captured and sold to circus neoDle
P T Barnum at time secured four
of them and added them to his exhibition
herd

Ilcports have frequently been brought
in by prospectors that stray camels were
seen in the foothills and among the cacti
and sagebrush of the desert They had
becomo as as and life in the
rocky hills had brought about a change
in their appearance Their had lost
their hair and their hoofs their cushions
becoming hard and horny

Then for several years none of them
was seen and the failure of offers of large
sums money by circus people to secure
some of them led to the belief that the
last of the camels had disappeared
than a year ago a pair of them aged and
feeble were enptured in the Castle Dome
Mountains and kept a small ranch
owned by the Howison brothers A few
months later the female died apparently
of old age and since her mate has
been pining away until he too died a few
days ago

HIGH TAX ON WIVES

A Bishops Scheme for Putting as End to
Polygamy Among African Natives

The missionaries in South Africa re-
cently held a convention in Natal Among
the questions that claimed their attention

of polygamy among the natives
They discussed the practicability of mak
ing a crusade against this custom Many
of them declared that the practice was
condemned not only by moral but also by
business considerations Bishop of
Mashonnland asserted that tho country
might find in polygamy the real reason
for the very inconvenient dearth of labor
in the mines

The native father looks upon his daugh-
ter merely as so much merchandise Ha
will cheerfully with her if he

what he considers to be her value in
cattle The girl is sold to her future hus
band for from to 50 head of cattle ac-
cording to her beauty as that quality Is
estimated among the natives An exceed
ingly fat girl is very beautiful indeed

brings the highest price in the matri-
monial market

The father of a family who raises a
large number of daughters is certain to
become rich more wives he has tho
more daughters in prospect thus it is
highly desirable to have quite a number
of wives The young who agrees to
sell his labor for a stipulated time in tha

or diamond mines has only one
thought and that is to get some money
with which he may purchase cattle and
exchange them for a wife

When he has secured this desirable ob
ject ho will do no more work for tha
white man till he wants more wives In
the course of time ho will have daughters
to sell and then he will do no more work
at all wives will do all the
work his daughters will bring in more
cattle and his herds will also by
natural increase Between wives daugh
ters and cattle he will be to lead a
life of gentlemanly leisure

Bishop of Mashonaiand nronosed
a plan which if carried into would
in his opinion put an end to polygamy
He would have the Government view all
wives except the first as articles of lux

and tax them in a orocressive kmIst
Wife No 1 should be exempt from taxa-
tion but the husband should pay a
of 25 a year the luxury of havinz
wife No 2 in his family 50 a far
wife No 3 5100 a year for wife No 4
and so on It is evident that this rata
it would take a very purse or a very
well stocked cattle yard to keep the na
tive home adorned with a goodly number
of wives

The convention did not commit ifseli
to this or any other plan for doing away
with polygamy and it remains to be seen
what the white legislators of South Africa
will think the scheme suggested
by the Bishop of Mashonaiand
