Preparation for Defense Against Th Wily

much interested in th article The
Crossing of the River by Geo Dallas
Mosgrove and also a communication from
J B Kirk of Lima Ohio entitled Tho

Well do I remember the Sunday morn-
ing

at the time and about 120 men women
and children were attending Sunday
school nt the M E Church about 10

oclock a m Itezln Pritchard and Rev
George Voglesong stepped up into the
door and Mr Pritchard said We had
better tell them or they will all be killed
right in here whereupon Iter Voglesong
made the announcement that the rebel
General John Morgan was only five
miles south of us and traveling at the
late of 10 miles an hour He had 5000
troops with him and was burning and
destroying ever thing in his path

It is needless to say that there was
some scampering out --of the church and
as these weie the days of inflated hoop
skirts many a poor fellow found him-
self

greatly entangled before he got out
of the house When once out we found
people running wild James Cochran a
leading member of the Knights of the
Golden Circle was driving two large
peddling wagons noith into a thicket with
all of his hoises and Dr J J Yates who
had a couple of valuable horses suddenly

fleet footed horses they soon carried the
word from one to the other

About sundown the patriots who had
left so abruptly in the morning returned
with their horses and valuables A Union
soldier who was on a Frem h furlough
going to his home nt Salem was captuied
by Kev Itodgerss men at Hanover and
taken back to Salinevillc They turned
him over to bis Captain and comrades
who gave him a hearty laugh fur being
eaptuicd and surrendering to a lot of

hayseed soldiers as they called them
However the next day the same man got
a 10 days leave of abtence and came back
through Hanover on his road to Salem to
visit his family

A Cuban Who Was Benefited by Yankee
Methods

In tho province of Havana after the
depasture of the Spanish army a tobacco
planter named Gonzalez found himself
penniless his family scattered bis planta-
tion

houses burned He had been one of hun ¬

dreds of victims Leaving only tht-- waste
louud behind he had fled witli his familv

to escape the further rage of the Span-
iards

Happy even to have life as bis sole
heritage of the conflict Gonzalez set about
rebuilding Jus fortunes He managed lo
borrow 300 from a friend in Havana lie
bought a pair of heavy boots a fen tools
a horse and some tobacco plants He made
tils way turough a wilderness to his for-
mer

home There was nothing but a wild
growth of weeds and heaps of fallen
stones and charred timbers for a wel-

but with energy born of necessity
he began his herculean task He cleaned
up a part of the ground nnd planted it
While lie was giving natuic which is kind
in uuua time to rest tie felled some large
palm trees meantime sleeping in the open
air by night After a while lie had built
of the palm tree Iumbei a btorehouse for
his tobacco He livid n a pait of this
house where he dried the tobacco leaves
and prepared them for market At odd
times he did more clearing and more
planting In all this he was absolutely
alone and unaided He had not inadp a
place for his family his old laborers had
died or were a part of reconccntrado pop-
ulations

and there was little or no help
lo be had even if he could have paid for
it So ho toiled on with hope for his com-
panion as many like him were doing in
various parts of tho country Tho result
of his pluck is to be seen today in a flour-
ishing

plantation in the improvement of
which he has spent 50000 paid out of
the receipts for his crop which has also
yielded enough for his living expenses
and has provided a home for his reunited

closed and nearly all business was at a
standstill No supplies could come in
from Maryland or Virginia Provisions
of all kinds were bought up at extrava
gnnt prices much to the benefit of the
groces s who refused credit to anylody
nnd families weie put on short allow-
ance

¬

while the large stores of flour and
grain at Georgetown Mills and even those
already loaded for shipment on schooncis
were seized and long trains of carts were
engaged in removing them to safer stor-
age

¬

in the public buildings Other trains
of carts and wagons traversed the streets
at night carrying food aims and ammu-
nition

¬

to the Patent Office the Postoffiie
the Treasury and the Capitol while the
arches in the basements of the two last
named buildings were filled with firewood
and other materials as barricades for
musketeers The three or four batteries
of Regulars which had been ordered on
befoie the war began were kept con-
stantly

on the move going to or returning
from picket duty and at all Iiouih of the
day horsemen were seen galloping from
Jen Scotts headquaiters in every direc-

tion

as if on the most urgent errands
while in almost every street the militia-
men

of the District of Columbia were be-

loyalty

When the Baltimore route was closed
by the riot and bridge burning of April
1 the railroad authorities at Philadel-
phia bad promptly devised and prepared
a new route by rail to Perryville on the
Susquehanna thence by water on Ches ¬

apeake Bay to Annapolis thence by rail
load or if that should be destroyed by
common wagon loads to Washington
Gen Scott oidered this route adopted on
April 20 and when communication with
the North-- was cut off later in the same
day two -- regiments the Sth Mass and
the 7th N Y were known to be speed-
ing

one anxious day of isolation followed an-
other without bringing the expected
troops It was believed that they had
been at Annapolis since Sunday morning
Why did they not land and advance The
