After the Ills t battle of Bull Bun the
Aiiu of the Potomac fell bu k in defense
of Washington and foimed a line of
winks fiom below Aeaudiia to aboe
Chain Bridge

The d X 1 had to do picket duty on
the Fahfi load aboe Clouds Mill Our
lesene was it BIh ksmiths shop The
Tohnnies occupied Millions Hill about
a mile fiom oui iesie our outposts
wcie about 200 jnds npnt

One line moiniiig Co A was detailed
for picket tint and as 1 was thiimmer
of the company I had to go along We
geneialh weie out about tluee tlns at n
time The Jiet moining after the out-
post

had been ielieed our Captain came
up and wanted 10 good men to siupiise
the lebel outpost I asked if I could go
as one and he said 1 could if I would
get n gun and equipments so I was soon
in line with the lost of the squad We
then maulicd up to our outpost which
was on the load to Muiisons Hill halted
and leeched oitleis fiom the Captain
then proceeded on in single file up to the
angle of the ionl about midwij between
our outpost and the Tohnnies Theie is
a sharp angle in the load so that ansone
could get up to the angle before thej could
see down the load The comrade selected
to take the light cif the line knew just
the spot wheie the lebel outpost was lo-

cated
¬

I was the second man in line Wc
inarched up to the angle very quietly and
the man on the right stepped out in the
middle of the road and put up his gun
but it missed file then I stepped out and
saw three lebels in the act oT firing They
weie in line acioss the road I put up
my gun and filed at the center man and
got my shot in first He was aimed with
a Belgian lille with saber bajonct My
ball stinck the point of his bayonet split
it in half killing the right hand man and
the other half the left hand man and the
shock was so gieat to the center man
that it knocked him down

Xow comrades dont lise up all of
you and say that this is a fabiication as
we aie all getting old and it may be that
my memorj is not quite as good as it was
in those days At anv rate that was my
first and only shot B F Mauix Prin-
cipal
