THE CORPORALS LAST CARTRIDGE

A Story of a Gallant Fight to Save a Rival from the Bolos of

the Filipinos

A horv tropical sun beat down relent-

lessly

¬

upon a landscape of Hooded rice
fields tide swanips clumps of bamboo and
a turnpike road leading through them
Off to the right stood a little group of
bamboo shacks entirely deserted except
for the chickens picking n living about
their environs and a few stray gaunt pigs
grunting their dispieasure at the lack of
food A couple of lean and useless enrs
sent up occasional howls of protest But
for these signs of life the entire land-

Corporal undertook to bind up the wound
again and as he did so there fell from
nn inner pocket of the officers khaki
blouse a photograph red with the blood

f the bearer and when the Corporals
eyes fell upon its upturned face he stop-

But your cartridges will not last an
hour protested one of the men

They will if I do not have to shoot
too much Anyhow its got to be done
so you fellows get a move on as quick as
you can

All right Billy youre the boss
It took but a few minutes to improvise

the stretcher and then the men struggled
slowly through the until and water with
their burden hugging the bank to gain
protection from bullets as well as to con-
ceal the exact nature of their movements
The enemy saw that something was going
on and the storm of bullets was quad-
rupled

Corpl William Dallon was the hero of
the hour He was publicly commended
for his bravery in general orders read be-
fore

¬

the entire brigade arid recommended
for a medal of honor His wound healed
rapidly and in a month he was back to
duty again with a Sergeants stripes on
his arm As for Lieut Fred Wan en his
life was saved but the Surgeon said that
another half hour without surgical atten-
tion

would have been his last After ho
was well enough to travel he was in-

valided
¬

home and mustered out and a few
months later the entire regiment was sent
home to bo mustered out also

Standing on the deck of tho transport
as she dropped anchor in San Francisco
Bay was Sergt Dalton eagerly scanning
the faces that crowded the launches and
tugs nnd small steamers that had come
out to meet the ship At last ho discov ¬

ered a handkerchief being waved vigor-

If the testimony of two trustworthy

sportsmen lie inken at face value it seems
to be true that ducks under certain cir-
cumstances

commit suicide This has
a mooted point among runners for a
long time

C U Uannister of Hloominston 111 is
ono of the witnesses lie was shooting
last scnsoirin the neighborhood Antigo
Wis One morning ho was standint knee
deep iu the water iiO yards from shore

He had a natural blind in the form of a
clump of willows water was as clear
as glass about but 0 yards farther
out wild tice grew Ho had a dozen de
coys near the inner edge of the rice

The wind was blowing against his back
nnd consequently the ducks in facing
him With every condition in his favor
ho was doing good work waiting until
the mallards poised hovering the
decoys then knocking bein down right
and left

At 0 oclock he had killed pretty nearly
his daily allowance of 25 birds nnd was
thinking of quitting Then he saw a soli-
tary

¬

duck coming in or rather coining
over against the wind and 30 high

Pitching up his gun when the bird was
within range he pulled the trig
ger the left barrel which was full
cocked and loaded with No Instant-
ly

¬

the duel began to di seend wabbling
from to with a broken wing and
coming down on n slant

Ho stepped outside the willows the bet
tor to watch it fall It struck the water

two feet him and instantly
dived He had just to see that it was
a mallard ben

He stood for a minute looking over the
clear expanse waiting for it to reappear
It did not show He glanced down eu
riously The water which had been rolled
by the nliiiige had settled

There not moro than a yard from him
was the duck Its belly rested on the
bottom its sound wing was pressed tight-
ly

He was motionless for a minute or
more Then he stooped thrust his arm
to tho shoulder in the water and picked
up the mallard Only slight force was
necessary to detach its bill from the weed
The duck was dead

He kent it separate from the remainder
of his kill and when he got back to the
hotel picked it himself It had not a wound
on it except that the bone of the second

Uannister knows that the mallard hen

drowned itself but does not say that the
suicide was intentional He thinks that
the bird was badly frightened and hung
to the root in desire to hide
