But here and there through her year3
of poverty and sorrow he has received
the balm which personal friendships have
brought and not the least of theso was a
letter icceived bj her the oilier day in
her poor home at Kadom 111 a letter
written by Silas Howe of Chicago pay-

Tin chin was the daughter of an aristo-

States and concluded to remain heie Col
Turchin attempted to resign his position
in the Jlussian army but in reply receneel
notice that he had been declared absent
without leue and that the estates and
lecords of himself and wife had been con-
fiscated

Russian Colonel was an engineer in charge
of construction of the Illinois Central Rail-
road

The constiuction gangs were at
Mattoon when Lincolns first call for
v ops echoed through the country Tur-
chin

company and enlisted for service w ith
the Illinois Volunteers He was commis ¬

sioned Colonel of the 10th III and he and
his men hawng only muskets for aima
inent were detailed to guard dutj at
Palmyra Mo

Here Turchin clashed with the Wht De-

partment

He lewed on the country
arouid him for supphes taking rations
horses and equipment and issuing vouch ¬

ers His regiment broke up tlie Conieil
ernte enlistments but Gen Pope preferred
chaiges against Col Turchin Gen Fie
mont talked with Col Turchin and tore
up Gen Popes charges

Mrs Tuichin was with her husband
She went with him to Pilot Knob Mo
tlieu into Kentuckj and she had started
with the regiment for Washington when
the train went tluough a budge that had
been wrecked ncai Vincenncs on Sept 17
ISIil Twcnty seen men weie killed and
1IK5 were injured in this accident and as
the good angel of the calamity Mrs Tur ¬

chin tore up all but the dress she wore
making bandages for the wounded

Instead of going to Washington the reg¬

iment went to lllizabcthtown Kj and
Sen Buell made Col Turchin the chief

ollicer to Gen Mitchel Turchin captuied
Bowling Gieen and planned and carried
out the raid captunng the Memphis
Chaileston Raihoad from Decatur to
Bridcnort

As a Ungadier Gcneral under isucii
Turchins troops had poor rations anil were
ordeied to forage Buell had Turchin and
his Colonels court nintiiled and while the
trial was pending Gen Turchin at Ilunts
ville receUed a telegram from Mr Wat-
son

of guarding his communications is
court martialmg good loj al ollicers and I
thought it unadvisable to send a Brigadier
Generals commission to Huntsile but
hae sent it to Chicago

After Gen Turchins death this tele-
gram

was found among his effects But
on Aug 19 1SC2 he was dishonorably
discharged His commission as Brigadier--

General had taken effect on July 17
1S02 but acceptance was not filed until
Sent 1 18C2 Coming North Chicago
gave the cashiered soldier a demonstration
and afterward Turchin served with Rose- -

crans and Garfield organizing military di
visions and fighting at Chattanooga Chick- -
amauga Missionary Ridge and in nearly
eery battle of the Atlanta campaign
Finally just before the close of the war
he had to leave the army on account of
illness

For a while he and his wife lived in
Kenwood He was immigration agent for
the Illinois Central Railway and as sucn
one of his greatest efforts was in founding
a colony of Polanders at Kattom ill boon
afterward he moved to Radom and sev
eral years ago he and his aged wife were
in actual want

BEFCSED A TEXSIOX
In their distress the General applied for

a pension but the dishonorable dis-
charge

¬

of the Department stood against
him Finally Senatoi J B Fornker who
was in Gen Turchins Brigade took up
the pension matter and by special act
the pension was granted in January 1001
Befce this aid came the old man had
been toiled to earn a living by playing
the violin in public On April 0 1001
howeer he was adjudged insane nnd on
June 18 he died The Grand Army Post
at Nashville 111 had charge of the fu ¬

neral and southern Illinois comrades with
the 10th Illinois Club of Chicago taiscd
money for the burial

Widowed and in need Mrs Turchin
spent her last money to pnne her love
and loyalty to the memory of her husband
Then J L Daeiiport Acting Commis-
sioner

¬

of Pensions refused to pay the
Generals pension to Mrs Turchin be-
cause

¬

proofs of their marriage could not
be produced It was through Col L
Krughoff of NasMille III that this
money finally was drawn from tho Pen-
sion

Department and when application
was made for a pension for the widow
the dishonorable discharge again was in
the way Under date of Aug 2S 1001
H Clay Evans Commissioner of Pen ¬

sions wrote to Mrs Turchin
Your above cited claim for pension un-

der

the date of June 27 1000 is rejected
on the ground of no title the soldier not
having received an honorable discharge
from all enlistments for service during the
war of the rebellion

Grand Army men took up the cause of
the widow and when the corrected record
done by act of Congress was forced upon
the attention of the Iension Bureau the
Department asked for proof of marriage
to Gen Turchin Mrs Turchin old and
troubled had forgotten dates Affidavits
of soldiers would not do Russian records
had been destroyed Witnesses to the cer
emonj weie scattered or dead

The Congiess by favorablo action
passed judgment that should be conclusive
and binding Mrs Turchin the present
applicant accompanied Gen Turchin on
his taiupaigns I knew her us his wife
and every man who belonged to his bri
gade ndmiied her as much as they ad-
mired

the General She was with him
constantly in the field shared with him all
the privations of the camp and all the dan
gets of battle She ought to have a pen ¬

sion for her personal services but surelv
theieought not to bo any question about
granting Her a pension as the widow of

Jen Turchin I account it a shumeful
disgrace that this poor old woman th
widow of such a gallant and heroic sol-
dier

as was Gen Turchin should bo al ¬

lowed through technical quibbling and
higgling to buffer on day after day at
the point of starvation I kuow jour per ¬

sonal attention cannot hava been called
to this case otherwise such an abomina ¬

ble ruling would not have been made I
do not hesitate to ask jour special nnd
immediate attention to this For years
while the Pension Buieau was higgling
around about a pension for Gen Turchin
I assisted him from time to time out ofmy own funds Finally the Government
came to his rescue and now that he is
dead and gene please let the Government
do its duty and at once before it is for ¬

ever too late to the noble woman who
has survived him It will be impossible
to get affidavits of persons who witnessed
the marriage but if jou want affidavits
that she was the wife of Jen Turchin
and has been his fnithtul and devoted
helpmate through all the 40 years since
the war commenced they can be fur-
nished

Tlie Senate occupied itself all of last
week after the disposition of the Ship
Subsidy Bill in the discussion of the bill
to protect the life of tho President and
the bill to repeal the balance of the Span
ish war taxes

The bill for the protection of the Pros
ulent was passed on Friday bj-- a vote of
02 to 1 Theie was no division on purtj
lines tlie discussion all through having
been devoted to the consideration of legal
points

The bill was passed providing that any
one who shall kill the President or nny
other public official in line for the Pres-
idential

¬

succession or unj soverign of a
foreign countiy within territory of the
United Slates or shall attempt to kill any
of the persons named shall suffer the
death penalty that anj person who shall
aid abet advise or counsel the killing of
the persons named or shall conspire to
accomplish their death shall be impris ¬

oned not less thin 20 jears that any per¬

son who shall threaten to kill or advise or
counsel to kill the Picsidcnt or anj official
upon whom the duties of the Piesident
might devolve shall be imprisoned not to
ONceed 10 yec- - that anv person who shall
aid the escape of anj person guiltj of any
of the above offenses shall be deemed an
at complice and shall be punished as a
piineipal The Sccretarv of War is di
rected to fuinish a Regular Army guard
or oiikcis ami men to protect the Presi
dent under such rules and regulations as
he may pi escribe

The bill to lepeal the war taxes was
passed without division the one speech
iiemg a lew remarks bj Mr Tillman in
opposition to the removal of the tax on
tea of 10 cents per pound

On Fiidaj after voting upon this meas-
ure

tho Senate adjourned over until Mon
tlay of this week

The House of Representatives spent the
entire week in discussing the River and
Harbor Appropriation Bill which finallj
passed just as it came rrom the commit ¬

tee carrjing 008S27 A considerable

These mules know their business These
army mules were old timers and it was
not the first time that they had gone down
with a frail raft As soon they struck
the water they began to swim The
teamster temained and let the mules
have their own way The mules not only
kept tketnselyes nfloat and made good
progress toward the opposite shore but
they took the heavy wagon of stores with
them
