A Witty Argument on the Oleomargarine Bill The Measure Passes

the Senate Pension Bills and Other Work of Congress

Each liranch of Congress last week

parsed a measure which has caused a

world of discussion The most important
measure was the oleomargarine hill which

has attracted more attention than any
other before this Congress with the pos ¬

sible exception of the Philippine Tariff
the repeal of the Spanish War Taxes and
the Isthmian Canal measures

The House of IJepresentatives had al ¬

ready passed a hill to tax oleomargarine
nfter a heated and wordy buttle and the
Senate on Thursday by a vote of 9 to
31 passed its bill which differs somewhat
from the other measure although embody ¬

ing the same general features The bill
is therefore left to a Conference Commit-

tee
¬

for the final struggle
For weeks the battle waged hot in the

Senate Mr Spoouer of Wisconsin tak ¬

ing the lead in the aUirmativo and Bailey
of Texas and Money of Mississippi be
ing the most active opponents i
proposition The longest speech was made
by Mr Bailey his address occupying the
lKtter part of two days sessions At the
close of his argument Mr Depew enliv ¬

ened the proceedings by one of the most
entertaining speeches of the session

The oratorical Senator from New iork
has not spoken often since he entered the
body but when he did speak his talk was
characteristic

Mr DEPEW Mr President I desire
fn siv tlmt I shall be compelled to be ab
sent tomorrow and therefore shall not
have an opportunity to record my vote
on this measure If here however I
should vote for the bill of the committee
with the amendments which they have
proposed

1 say this notwithstanding the very elo
quent and entrancing speech which has
just been made by the Senator from
Texas Mr Bailey In my brief exper¬

ience as a Senator I certainly never have
heard any effort in this Chamlier which
has so affected my imagination has so

is that the citizen who pays a dollar for
a good article an honest and reputable
article to take home to his wife and chil ¬

dren should be deluded by getting some
thing else

of its manufacture I believe that it has
been so long before the public that it can

be sold upon its merits nnd that there
will be a growing constituency who would
prefer it to a poor article of butter if their
circumstances are such that they can buy
nothing but a poor article of butter

It is a strong point wliidh my eloquent
friend made that butter is colored and
therefore why not color oleomargarine
But colored butter is still butter and col ¬

ored oleomargarine is not still oleomar-
garine

according to what its seller says
To color butter does not destroy its taste
does not destroy its chemical properties
docs not destroy its wholesomeness It
is still butter with that particular color
given to it which the customer wants in

i his butter But when the oleomargarine
is colored it is colored not to sell it as
oleomargarine but in order to follow but ¬

ter as butter through all the grades of the
article

There was one part of my eloquent

The House of Representatives started
out duriug the week with the big Sundry
Civil Appropriation Bill which occupied
the first three days and then the bill for
the reorganization of the Ilevenuc Marine
Cutter Service providing for the retire-
ment

by appropriation bills was taken up

The opponents of the measure fought
it up to the last ditch and in the end at-
tempted

to filibuster against it but the
effort failed and the measure went
through by a vote of 135 to lO This bill

for its discussion -

The new Union Station for Washing
ton into which all the railroads will en
ter will he the finest structure of its kind
in the world Its lenirth will be 7G0 feet
which is eight feet eight inches longer
than the Capitol itself it will bo built of
white marble with the interior of ma-

soury the classical style of architecture
will be used and the building will he so
located and designed as to be distinctly
subordinate to the Capitol and yet to take
rank among the great public structures
of the District The minimum cost of the
station has been placed at 4000000 but
the total cost will be nearer 5000000

The station will be arranged for 29
tracks with room for several additional
tracks thus providing for an iudetinite
future The public convenience has been
studied with the result that persous ar-
riving

¬

or departing will be accommodated
without loss of time and a private en ¬

trance is provided for use of the President
of the United States and for ceremonial
occasions All street car lines will re-
ceive

¬

and discharge passengers in close
pioximity to the station and ample ac¬

commodations are provided for bodies of
troops and great delegations arriving or
departing at inaugural times or when
other large gatherings occur nt the Capi-
tal

In a word every provision has been
made for a great dignified convenient
accessible gateway to tho Capital of the
Nation

It is stated nt the War Department that
of the four general otllcers selected last
week only one Maj Oen Hughes is to
be continued in active service The three
others Gens Burt De Itussy and Sheri ¬

dan will be retired immediately after their
confirmation The three vacancies in tho
list of Brigadier Generals thus created
will be filled by the promotion of three
more Colonels who have had continuous
service during and since the war of the
rebellion who will also be similarly re-
