On William T Rigbj Chairman or
the VicKsburs National Military Park
Commisiou Vicksburg Miss lias for
some time past been endeavoring to secure
war diaiies covering the s iege of that
Confederate stronghold Among thoe that
Capt Uigby has secured is the diary of
Chaplain N SI Baker of the INith 111

which Capt Uigby has forwarded to Ihe
National Tiibune for publication The
following letter of explanation ivas writ-
ten

by Chaplain Baker when he sent the
diary to Capt Uigby

I trill be glad to contribute nnj thing
I can to the history of the Vicksburg
campaign Unfortunately for injself I
misled the first part of it My regiment
was paid off near the last of Apiil and I
was sent home to take the monej to the
families of the men starting from Youngs
Toint just as the troops were embarking
to make a feint on Harness Bluff while
the main army crossed below

I got back to Youngs Point on the
25th of May and reached my regiment in
the rear of Vicksburg on the 27th From
that time till the sunender each day has
its record These notes were written for
my own eyes alone I had no thought of
anyone else ever seeing them They con-

tain
¬

camp rumors and guesses that time
proved to be-- wrong They contain state-
ments

¬

which I found out were untrue be-

fore

the siege was over for instance that
one as to the number of guns inside the
enemys works found under date of May
29 There are many allusions to myself
which I never would hava written for
public inspection I have called the ene-
mys

large earthwoik on the main Jackson
Road Tort Beauregard which I now
think was not its name In short I could
now writ the matter up in much better
shape but I suspect that houId I do so
what little value it may have for your
purposes would Jill be lost So I send it
to you just as it was written at the time
without alteration or correction hoping
that if you have it copied this explanation
may be copied with it

Sunday May 24 The first object
which gieeted my sight this morning was
the charred remains of the once pleasant
little tillage of Greenville Miss This is
the point where the guerrillas have been
committing depredations for some time
past The wreck of a steamboat which
they destroyed a short time ago was ly-

ing
¬

at the shore but tie blackened cliim
nevs and the leaves of the trees seared by
the recent fire bore testimony to the retri-
bution

which they have received Smp
honses are still standing but most of them
have been entirely destroyed At 1 p m
we came to Lake Providence ITere we
iieardthat our army was not yet in Vicks-
burg

but that the fight was still pro-

gressing

This increased our anxiety
O that the boat would go faster
Near 3 oclock we again started
and just before sundown landed at
Millikens Bend The first sound that
greeted our ears was the heavy booming
of distant cannon and I was glad to hear
it Somehow it nerves my frame and
elevates my spirits and it seems tery Ilat
ural too for all the ideas of this place
and all the impressions are associated in
my mind with the roar of cannon and the
confusion of battle Again we got under
way and about 9 oclock in the ecning
came to the upper landing at Youngs
Point Walked about one and a half miles
to the convalescent camp found a few of
the boys then went back to the boat

Monday May 25 cannonading and UthetonadhKmtthunder How-- theyIn front in the morning which slackened
In the heat of the day opened heavily
near 3 p m but ceased entirely near
night I went down to the lower landing
and reported myself to the Provost-Marsh- al

Tuesday May 20 Tried to get a pass
to the regiment but could not Capt
Townseud to whom I applied ordered
me to report for that purpose to the
Provost Marshal Last night when I ap-
plied

to the Provost Marshal he ordered
me to report to Capt Townsend and so
it goes Lcte in the evening I- - deter-
mined

to go without a pass So I got
aboard the Planet She did not start till
after dark so I went to bed

again with jit hegiment- -

Wednesday May 27 Waked up this
morning and found myself up the Yazoo
near Johnsons farm Found a teamster
of our legiment with a wagon and got
aboard We passed over part of the
ground where Morgans Division fought

klast Winter Fragments of shell were ly- -
tw on the ground the trees were cut

Icarrcd and splintered by them Small- -
nrms too had been brought into requisi
tion I counted the marks of 25 balls
on a single tree Saw where one can-
non

¬

shot had passed through a cypress
tree two feet in diameter We crossed the
bayou which caused us so much trouble
last Winter on a pontoon bridge and
soon came to the wagoners corral Here
I stopped and spent some time in examin
ing the bluffs They are very high and
their face is lined with three rows of rifle
pits one above the other It would have
been almost impossible to climb them
After wandering here for some time I
started for the regiment The way led up
into the bluff through a narrow gulch
which had been fortified on both sides
Indeed the whole country is the most
hilly broken and jagged which I ever saw
The firing which was indistinct at first
became louder and louder as I approached
until a ball passing across the road a
short distance in fiont of me reminded
me that I was once more under fire Soon
after I found the regiment camped in a
deep ratine between two high bluffs I
crawled up the bluff on the west and
peeping over a log obtained a good view
of the enemys works and of our rifle pits
The firing scattering picket shooting still
continues I could see the smoke curl up
from the enemys rifles

Thursday May 28 Slept soundly last
night Today the firing was constant ar-
tillery

once in a while and picket firing all
the time Laro in tlu evenng Capt White
and mjsel went up to our rifle pits with ¬

in SO yauls of the enemys works The
balls came pretty close and fragments of
shells passed over us A piece of a shell
thrown from one of our mortars in the
liver struck In the bank not more than
lo feet from me At dark we went back
to camp Our camp is in a deep ravine
well sheltered from balls though if they
were to throw shells over they could make
it a warm place for us We have oui
tent floored with canes

in the mrxE pits
Friday May 29 Early this morning

eur batteries opened ou the enemy with
great spirit Cannon planted on the bluffs
behind us sent the shells screching over our
camp Theio was also heavy musketry fir
ing far on our left Capt White and my-
self

could watch the effect of our shells Some
weuld strike right in the breastworks and
raise great clouds of dust others would
strike the trees tearing off great limbs
and making the splinters fly in all direc-
tions

so we got a larger chunk raised it on the
points of our guns and fixed it up A
shower of balls passed over us but we
were not hurt We stayed in the pits for
nearly four hours when they quit show- -

Through the heat of the day there was
not much cannonading The enemjs

and in the retreat from there the enemy
lost nearly all his big guns so that in all

Saturday May 30 Considerable firing
all day both from the cannon and the
rifle pits I went up to our irfle pits in
the morning and in the evening I went
in cempany with the Officer of the Day
to all the rifle pits of the brigade It was
after daik but the moon shone brightly
The pickets were talking and joking with
each other and once in a while they would
pop away with their muskets

Surday May 31 In the fore part of
list night the mortar boats kept up a con-

stant

fire on the city and just before day
this morning all our batteries opened and
a more terrific fire I never heard The
fiery shells went screeching through the
air and their explosion made horrible dis-

cords

inside the enemys works Indeed
the thunder and blare of the artillery the
roaring scrraming and screeching of the
shells and their lurid glare and explosion
cnated a scene more like pandemonium
than anything else It must hate been a
trying oideal to the enemy About day
the heavy firing ceased then occasional
shooting was still kept up

At 10 o clock a m we had meeting
The cannon roared around us and the
enemjs musket balls passed over our
heads but nevertheless thero was a good
congregation and good attention The
theme was The Glorious Gospel of
Christ

In the evening I again went up to the
rifle pits I know not how it is but there
is a strong fascination about the place of
danger and it is singular to see with what
an eager interest the pickets watch or
the enemy their eyes glisten and they
peep about with a stealth movement like
a cat While I was up to the pits
a ball cut the dirt in the path not more
than a yard from me

Monday June 1 Weather very warm
Firing kept up all day In the evening I
went to the rifle pits Tho moon shone
gloriously It seemed to be a time for the
converse of friends und the communion of
loving hearts But alas how the evil
passions of men can turn a paradise into
a pandemonium even the loving moon was
compelled to look down on the earth
through the smoke of battlewbich turned
its brightest smile into a bloody glare
while the peaceful stars were eclipsed by
fiery shells which went hurling through
the sky like fateful meteors But two or
three friendly shells passed over my head
and soon roused me from my reverie

Tuesday June 2 Considerable firing

all day Late in the evening I learned
that there was to be a bombardment from
all the batteries so I went up to a bat-
tery

on onr left composed of five guns
four 20 poundcr aad one 80 pounder Par
rotts I took my station at the porthole
to the left of the 30 pounder It was rath
er an exposed position but I was deter-
mined

A little before dark all the batteries
opened nearly 400 guns mnit have been
playing on the place at once The sound
was deafening especially that of the 30
pounder by which I was standing It al-
most

wo can not tell Our pickets and skirmish¬

ers were so close to the enemys lines that
they suffered to some extent from our own
shells one of the 47th Ohio was killed and
some others wounded The mortar boats
kept up the fire after the batteries ceased
The flight of their immense shells was
plainly maiked by their fiery fuses they
would rise lapidly to a great hight then
pass slowly over the nppcr part of the
course and then descend with an almost
inconceivable elocity like an eagle pounc-
ing

are In more danger fiom this battery pf
our own than we are from the rebels al-

Incident of the Boer War Related by a

Correspondent

JAMES BARNES IN TJIK OUTLOOK

It was just outside of Pretoria on the
4th of June 1000 The big naval guns
lined up in the dusty road were hurling
SO nound moiectiles oter a wide dipping
valley at the unanswering forts that
crowned the tops of the kopjes that rose
to the southward pfthe town The shells
had good long four miles to travel before
they struck anil burst in and about the
