CHAT OF THE CORRIDORS

Decatur Hamlin died in this city on
June 11 1002 at au advanced age and
after a brief illness Comrade Hamlin
was a remarkable and perhaps unique
mouumcut of the war of the rebellion
having given his time and services in the
support of the flag of his country without
enlistment or pay lie went out with
Col Mauson of the 10th Ind in the
three mouths service of 1801 as scout
and guide and rendered valuable service
in the West Virginia campaign by which
the rebel forces were driven out of the
Slate and Col Washington1 of their
forces was killed After taking home the
bodies of the Ohio soldiers killed at Rich
Mountain at the rcqiHSt of the Governor
of Ohio Comrade Hamlin followed the
fortunes of Col Muiison in the eastern
Kentucky campaign following the reor-
ganization

¬

of the regiment for the three
years service

In 1S03 Mr Hamlin was called to St
Louis to take charge of the shipment ot
sanitary stores to New Orleans and while
on a return trip with rt steamboat load of
sick and wounded soldiers the boat was
tired into by a rebel battery on shorv a
solid shot striking Mr Hamlin on one of
his ankles Amputation was not per¬

formed until the boat reached Memphis
two days later Subsequent amputa-
tions

¬

were required on account of this de-
lay

¬

and the limb was finally reduced to a
stump of a few inches His life was ren-
dered

¬

one of suffering from this cause
He was intensely loyal to his flag and
to soldiers in destitute circumstances he
gave of his wealth until he had little more
than those he helped Congress came to
his rescue and gave him n pension of 45
per month which was a great boon to
him in his declining years

Heart broken by the recent loss of an
only son he laid down the burden of life
in the hope of eternal rest He was in-

terred
¬

at Rock Creek Cemetery

Gen Charles II Smith U S A re-

tired
¬

died July 17 at his lnte residence
1728 Q street northwest w His death was
the result of a long illness caused by a
stroke of apoplexy two years ago

The deceased was born in Hollis Me
in 1827 and received his education iri the
public schools and at Waterville College
taking his M A degree from the latter
place in 1S50 He enlisted in the volun-
teer

¬

service at the outbreak of tho civil
war and after becoming Captain of the
1st Mo Cav rose to be its Colonel and
a Brevet Major General He was in 03
battles and engagements and was three
times wounds receiving a gold medal for
conspicuous gallantry at the battle of St
Marys Church

At the close of the war he was elected
a State Senator for Maine but in 1800
was appointed Colonel of the 28th U S
Inf Later he was transferred to the 10th
and promoted to the rank first of Brevet
Brigadier General and then of Brevet
Major General Ho retired from active
service in 1891 ne is survived by two
children a son and a daughter

It cost non R B Hawley
from Texas just 100 for a spe ¬

cial train to take him to luncheon with
the Pre iident He has said nothing as yet
as to whether he would do the same thing
agaiu under like circumstances

Honoring the Stars and Stripes ia East

Tennessee Saved the Jvts of CoafeJ--

erates t

At the outbreak of thewar of the re-

bellion
¬

the people of EaVt Tennessee ad¬

hered almost solidly to ltieUniuu The
valley nested among the mouutains
through which one of the principal lines
of railway ran connecting the ends of the
Confederacy and situated near the heait
f the proposed new Government was an

important position The loyalty of the
people to the old Hag was a menace to
the Confederates and a cause of bitter ¬

ness and anxiety The authorities made
the great mistake of endeavoring to force
the loyal men of the mountains to the
support of their cause Hatred most in-

tense
¬

was the result and many men died
rather than yield to the pressure brought
to bear upon them

The Confederate authorities first at
tempted to disarm the people and fur this
purpose sent troops through the country
taking up the hunting rifles wherever they
could be found These rilles were dear
as the apple of the eye to the mountain
men From the days that Daniel Boone

cilled the bar in 1700 on the Wau
tauga to the beginning of the war it
was regarded as a matter of household
necessity that each male inhabitant from
18 years and upwards should own a rifle

Shooting matches were held where the
men of a whole community met and prac-
ticed

¬

marksmanship and the best marks¬

man was regarded as au honored man
while the poor marksman was regarded
with something akin to disgust From
these practice matches they got to loving
their guns almost as the lover esteems his
sweetheart

So they regarded any interference with
tne right to own and keep their hunting
rilles as au unwarranted interference with
the divine rights inherited by American
citizens which none dare to question

As the clouds of war grew darker and
the thunders from the battlefields pealed
louder throughout the land this loyal ele-
ment

¬

within the boundaries claimed by
the Confederacy became more ami more a
menace and object of hatied on the part
of the Confederates which hatred was
fully reciprocated The Union men first
met boldly and frequently for counsel anil
muster or drilling These gatherings

were provoking to the Confederacy and
steps were taken as speedily as possible
to put a stop to them As armed
equipped and trained soldiers were sta ¬

tioned in the country the meetings of
loyalists were necessarily more secret

There was something remarkable that
so many persons could keep a secret so
well as did the loyalists in regard to
when and where they would gather

One of these meetings was held just
above Little River Gap iu Chilhowce
Mountain in Blount County It was very
near the present site of the town of Wal
Innd A more beautiful pplace could
scarcely be found --TIie-1 mountain peaks
run high above the littlb plateau cast
west and south while the limpid waters
of the river come rushing by like molten
crystals the boft nunmurings mingling
with the gentle mountain zephyrs filling
the place with sweet melodies and inspir-
ing

¬

the spirit of patriotismaud liberty
At that time the locality- - was sparsely
settled the inhabitants dwelling in little
log mountain houses but With spirits of
loyalty and patriotism as ttliconqucrahle
as death itself

On one occasion thorewero something
like 1500 men met there frtiui the coves
and adjacent country To iKM to the in-

terest
¬

of the occasion as well as to keep
the fires of patriotism burning the bright ¬

er there was a flag raising A tall and
beautiful pole was brought to the spot
and a large and well made flag the old
Stars and Stripes sewed together in
secret by some of the loyal women was
attached to that pole and it was reared
and planted ther where the men of the
locality could climb the hills about them
and with tender and loving emotions look
upon the old flag and in their retirement
give vent to their feelings of love for the
banner that had led their fathers to vic-
tory

¬

up the sides ot Kings Mountains
The writer was then only 17 years old

but was present and took part in the flag
raising while his father being one of the
militia Colonels was drill master and
rather master of ceremonies That was
a big day and will never foe forgotten
while any of the parties who were there
are living At that time a company
of Confederate cavalry was stationed at
Maryville the County seat and was
scouring the county for rifles taking them
wherever they could be found

In 1873 the writer was a delegate and
in attendance at the International Sab ¬

bath School Convention held at Atlanta
The delegates were seated by States a
banner being placed to show where each
was to sit At an interval a delegate
from tho Florida delegation came over
and inquired for East Tennessee dele-
gates

¬

lie was informed that the writer
was from East Tennessee and from
Blount County Smiling he said Why
i once Knew every nog path in that coun
ty My name is White and I am a
brother of Capt lute who commanded
a company of cavalry taking up the guns
in Blount County in the early pait of
the war I was a Lieutenant in the com-
pany

¬

He then related some of his ex ¬

periences in the County and said that he
had an experience that was striking and
beautiful and as well as can be remem ¬

bered the story will be given in his own
words

I was ordered one day to take a de-
tachment

¬

of men and go to Tuckaleechcc
Cove and take up all the rilles of the
Union men in that locality I was board
ing at the time with Judge Wallace over
on the hill east of the town who resided
in a brick house I ordered the detach-
ment

¬

of men to prepare for the march
with rations and mounting my horse rode
over to the Wallace residence to get
something tliat 1 wanted to take along
Being in readiness and about to mount
my horse for starting the Judge came un

I said nothing to the men about it and
as we went up the narrowdefie suddenly
we came to tne opening aml therc floated
at the top of a tall poleUlue Stars and
Stripes in all its grandeurs I looked
around and saw a number of the men
with their guns raised as if to shoot I
halted the squad and made them a little
speech telling them to lower their guns
That was the flag under which we were
born and under which our fathers had
fought and many of them died While
we were then engaged in efforts to estab-
lish

a new Government and were fighting
under a new flag still that was the flat
of our fathers and let us honor it for its
history and for tho memory of the blood
poured out so freely by our brave asccs
tors in its defense that instead of doing

fed our horses took us into their homes
and were lavish in their acts of kindness
But they did not bring out their guns and
we eonldnot find them

We afterwards learned that honoring
the old flag had saved us from a bloody
reception where it would havp been al-

most

a miracle if any ot our party would
have been left to tell our side of a san
guinary contest and instead had led us
to a most kind and hospitable treatment
As we stood around and saluting the flag
without our knowledge we stood inside of
the trap ready set and all that was need ¬

ed was for us to spring the trigger by
any insult that we might offer to that
banner

To the mind of the writer there are few
stories of the war of more t cliing eau
ty The personal knowledge ot the writer
of the truth of part ot the story to his
mind makes it the more charming and
he has all reason to believe that the en-

NEW WAR MATERIAL

The Fire Effect of Modern Field Artillery
The Russians have recently conducted

some experiments in the fire of field artil
lery which are attracting considerable at-
tention

¬

on account of the new methods
pursued and the remarkable results

The method consisted in tiring for a
given time at unknown distances at a bat-
tery

¬

target which was the exact counter¬

part of the firing battery and whatever
losses the target sustained the firing bat-
tery

¬

was also made to sustain so that the
latter fired with reduced numbers gradu-
ally

¬

diminishing as the firing proceeded
For example on one occasion a battery

of Fix rapid fire guns with 37 cannoneers
fired iu seven minutes 11 percussion shells
and 47 shrapnels obtaining at medium
ranges 022 per cent of hits on the figures
representing cannoneers and therefore
lost 23 men itself so that it had to fire at
the end of the seven minutes with but
14 cannoneers in all

Again a similar battery with 43 can ¬

noneers also tiring at medium ranges but
onI for 3VG minutes obtained with 11
shells and 23 shrapnels 074 per cent of
hits and therefore had but 14 men left to
serve the guns at the end of that short
interval of time

In comparing the firing of a battery
with that of a company of infantry a sim-
ilar

¬

method was used and it was found
that at 2200 paces the infantry company
firing 42 rounds obtained in minutes
about 14 per cent of hits putting six can
noneers out of action while the battery
tiring in the same time 10 shells and 3S
shrapnels 14 shots a minute obtained 97
per cent of hits in the company and at
S0O paces the company firing 900 rounds
obtained 50 per cent of hits in the bat
tery whereas the latter firing at a rate
of 19 shots a minute obtained 95 per cent
of hits in the company

The ranges used in the case of the bat
teries were about 4000 paees Ji yards
and vet in two and a half minntes or after
firing fQ shots the battery was practically
out of action It must be remembered
that the ranges were entirely unknown at
the opening of the lire

These results indicate that modern field
artillery cannot come into position in the
open but must make ne of the cover af
forded by the ground and come up under
cover Moreover it would be an immense
advantage to come into position urst
hence the field artillery must march into
butt le close up to the head of column and
every other means is nsed to accomplish
the same nurnose

Battery commanders must not be inter-
fered

¬

with during the artillery combat for
they have all they can do to attend to the
firing Artillery field officers can only give
each battery its work to do and must for
the time being consider it as a card mat
has been plaved

The massing of artillery on the battle-
field

¬

today amounts to courting annihila
tion and yet it is impossible to remedy
this evil because since the battle front of
a division is not over IiOU yards and the
field artillery of it requires in diQcrent
European armies from 1200 to 1550
yaids there is not much space left in
which to scatter the batteries assigning a
single target to all for desired effect The
only remedy appears to be to place the
artillery ill two lines instead of one which
is recommended by the tacticians More
over indirect fire must be extensively Used
in future in order to take full advantage of
cover in placing batteries and at the same
time utilizing all dhe available space to
the best advantage

A large reserve of cannoneers is neces
sary to replace the enormous losses as
much as five reliefs is recommended Ef
forts are also constantly made to reduce
the number of cannoneers required in each
relief a modern six gun rapid fire battery
requiring today on the firing line only six
officers and 3U men
