H., Wanda, Pa.—The following is
g copy of a bill, H. R 12,141, which

assed the House of Representatives on
une 16, and will probably be ruushlvro}l
by the Senate at the next session: “Be it
enacted, ete, That section 4708 of the
laws of the United States governing the
granting of army uand navy pensions, be,
and the same s, amended to read as fol-
lows:

“Section 4708. The remarringe of any
widow, dependent mother, or dependent
sister entitled to pension sbhall not bar her
right to such pension to the date of her
remarringe, whether an application there-
for was filed before or after such mar-
ringe; but on the remarriage of any wid-
ow, dependent mother, or dependent sis-
ter having a pension such pension shall
eease: ID'rovided, however, That any wid-
ow who was the lawful wife of any of-
ficer or enlisted man or other person in
the Army, Navy or Marine Corps of the
United States, as describid in paragraphs
1, 2 and 3 of scction 4690 of the Revised
Statutes of the United States, during the
period of his service in any war, and
whose name was placed or shall hereaf-
ter be placed on the pension roll hecause
of her husband's death as the result of
wound or injury received or disease con-
tracted in such military or naval service,
and whose name has been or shall here-
after be dropped from said pension roll
by reason of her marringe to unother per-
#on who has since died or shall hereafter
die, or from whom she has been hereto-
fore or shall be hereafter divorced, upon
her own application and without faunlt on
ker part, and if she is without megns of
support other than her daily labor, ag de-
fined by the Acts of June 27, 1X90, and
May 9, 1900, shall be entitled to bave her
name again placed on the pension roll at
the rate now provided for widows by the
Acts of July 14, 1862, March 3, 1873, and
March 19, 188G, such pension to com-
mence from the date of filing of her ap-
plication in the Pension Bureau after the
approvil of this Act: And provided fur-
ther, That where such widow is already
fo receipt of a pension from the United
Btates she shall not be entitled to restora-
tion under this Act: - And provided fur-
ther, That where the pension of sald wid-
ow on her second or subsequent marringe
has sccerned to a helpless or idiotie ehild,
or a child or children under the age of 16
Jyears, she shall not be entitled to restora-
tion I]I'l}ier this Act upless said helpless
or idiotic child, or child or children under
A6 years of age, be then s member or
Eemtn-ru of her family and eared for by

er, and upon the restoration of said
widow the payment of pension to said
child or children shall cense,

“Bee, 2, That the provisions of this Act
shall be extended to those widows other-
wise entitled whose husbands died of
wounds, injuries or disense contriacted dur-
Ing the period of their military and paval
service, but who were deprived of pension
under the Act of March 3, 1865, because
of their failure to draw any pension by
peason of their remarringe,

“8ee. 3. That no eclaim agent or other
person shall be entitled to receive any
compensation for services in making ap-
plication for ﬁnuiun under this Act,”

“Ob, yes; I'd rather you wonld go to
bed, bt I'll relieve your euriority first,
Scherzer landed in New York ng a Ius-
ginn named Espinoff, in March, "63. He
had the appearance of a wealthy gentle-
man. In April Owen came to his rooms,
Owen was dressed as a citizen at the time;
the records of the military Prisml at El.
mira show that Capt. R. 8. Owen was
sent Bonth—exchanged—on the last day
of Fehruary, How he avoided going
South is not known, but he was seen with
Espinoff frequently, und it was clear that
Espinoff had vast resources. Owen then
appeured as Capt. Scranton, volunteer Ajd
ou Hooker's staff, and Meade sneceeded
to him. BScherzer did not appear as Scran-
ton's  servant until  September—only o
month hefore yon returned to ws. Of
rourse, we can sce that Scherzeg bonght
Seranton, and it is easy to believe that
the wealthy foreigner had such influential
connections here thiat no difficulty  was
found In placing Scranton. T suspected
him very early, but had no proof; indeed,
proof would have done no good, as it is
no erime to work for Napoleon. When
Scherzer came, 1 suspected more strongly,
I could easily see that Scherzer was o
very bad counterfeit as a servant. But at
that time there was nothing to show that
they intended trying the Confederncy;
that thought came later, or, it may be, it
was an altemnntive impressed upon Scher-
zer by his master.”

“Did Gen. Mcade know that Seranton
was interested in Mexico?

“Yes, but he cared little for that; he

wag decelvedy as to Scherzer, and, of
course, had theught of his going to the
Confederate authorities,”

“But why shgyld Bcherzer pretend to
be a servant?"

“He was assalited when in New York;
he thonght hi?.; in danger as Espinoff;
he knew that he was mder suspicion.”

“Bat, Doctor,” twwhat conld he hepe for
in the army? And what did Seranton
hope for?"”

“Scranton hoped for monetary reward.
Hspinoff hoped at first to develop a sen-
timent favorable to a Mexican monarchy
among the great merchants in New York.
Indeed, he had some success in this. Af-
terward he hepeg that with Owen's help
he could develap the same sentiment fu
the army. Ie bnd some success there,
nlso, The plot, as you suspected, had
wany ramifigptiops.  Scherzer was uot
sent to the United States alone.”

“And .as soon as their schemes fail,
they try the South™”

“Yes. Scranton, however, was ham-
pered by his service as a Federal. No
doubt his desertion from the Confederates
would have been permunent if the French
had secured Federal alliance. When he
left us, his intention, 1 think, was to re-
turn to New York and try to go South by
sen: but he abandoned that slow and un-
certnin process for a quicker one. He
tried to get around your flank into Twee's
army and thus inte Richmond. ¥e had
almost sneeeeded when you came upon him
nenr Milford.”

“But why should the Confederates de-
lay in accepting a proposition from
France?”

“I don’t think they wonld, unless France
loaded her proposals with terms. But i
it certain that the proposal has yet been
made? Gen. Meade wishes to prevent its
being made, Now, Jones, my boy, you
are ordéred to bed. I shall not say onc
word more. Yes, I mnst say one word,
lest T ghould forget it.  Yon must never,
risg that swamp again, A second attack
of that fever would be fatal to you. Go
to bed.” X

A few days of quiet and great happi-
ness passed swiftly away, In three hearts
the belief was strong that the war was
soon to end.  Clearly the Confederntes
were in their last stronghold, and were
making their last gallunt defenge, The
offer of an allinnce with France weonld
revive their hopes, but De. Khayme dld
not believe that French recognition, or
even French ald, conld at this late date
save the Confederacy. The war must end
betore any great number of French troops
could be landed on our shores. IHe said
more than once that the capture of John-
son's Division on the 12th of May at the
horseshoe salient was the heginning of the
end. And with nll the lights before me,
I must now believe that he was right.
No dowbt the Confederates fought well
after the 12th of May: but I am confident
thut they fought with much less hope.
They expected the Union army te attack,
and the consequence was that they ware
restrained 1o an almost purely defensive
policy; indewxd, they defeated magy at-
tneks, but the opinion rapidly spread in
their ranks that surrender was but & gues-
tion of time. It is rendily andmitted that
in small opportunities they took the of-
fensive, and sometimes goined a brilliant
sticeess—but only a partinl success which
could not turn the general conrse of the
war, and was worth only a little delay;
the end must come, :..md 1I1t;}‘ felt it.

North of the Jumes we had but few
troops, and 1 hed wenkly sopposed that
here the Confoderptes also l:m} no grent
infantry force, 1 expected to send ounr
horses back when our cavalry outposts
shiould be renched, and then take it afout
through woods ungil we should be so far
in the rear the Confederate outposts
that no suspigion, conld easily attach to
us. When near, the city we woold sep-
arate, and each make his own way: we
would meet by stealth, first at the corner
of Ninth nnd Main, afterward where we
should devise.

The night was far spent when we
reached the north side. Gen. Foster was
in command at the bridge-head; one of
his staff spoke of rumorg that the Con-
federates were throwing  hedVy  forecs
across from the south, but nothing defi-
nite was known, and we went on to the
right townrd the Chickahominy.

It was broad day when we dismounted
and gave Charliss the bridles of our
horses. He turned back; we went on, At
first we made northwest, going toward the
New Market road. But we soon found
that the Confederates had a line of in-
fantry in our front. From a hill, we
Lcould sce the line In an open field half a

with

tried to get around the flank of the rebel
infantry. York was absolutely unarmed.
I had the Enfield and boldly took the ad-
vance, heing dressed, of course, as a Cou-
federnte private, and ready here to play
the straggling fornger. Xork was follow-
ing at a distance of 100 yanls or so; at
ihe first alarm he would hide himself, or
go in a different direction to avert sus-
picion of our being companions. [ came
in sight of the New Market moad and
turned toward Richmond. At my left was
1 wide, open space, a nnrrow wood skirt-
ing the roadside. In the road some 300
vards from me I saw n man coming. n
Federal infantryman, fully  accontered.
His head was hanging, amd his body was
bent, as he trudged along in the hot dust.
1 looked behind me. York was not in
gight. The Federal continued to ap-
proach. I hid behind a cluster of bushes:
I knew the man was in imminent dunger,
and feared that T conld not help him; the
Confederate pickets must be very near us,
I wnas hoping that the man—a lost and
lonely stragglor—woull pass without see-
ing me, and reach safety; it he should see
me and make an exclamation, the atten-
tion ol some videt might be attracted, and
I should be compelled to retreat and try
& more circuitons way.

The man was coming;
100 yards of my bushes; sunddenly I saw
six Confederates at my left; they also
were coming. Likely they had been hid-
den from me by n swell of the ground:
now they were in plain sight, coming rap-
idly; they would cut off my line of re-
fieat.

The man comes—the six men come; 1
gee that the man ig lost; T see that T am
lost unless I céan prove myself o rebel
That the men see the Union =oldier is very
clear, but they do not see me, They will
intercept the man just two rods in iy
rear. I step into the road, with my Eun-
field presented at the blue man 20 feet
away. He drops his musket and raises
his hands; he is German, and spenks no
English, Now the OConfederates are
arouml us.

“Pake charge of this man.
on,” I sny.

“All right,” says one of them. a Sor-
geant; “we'll take “him back. We were
making for him; didn’t kKnow anybody was
hove,”

“Sergeant, T want a receipt,” said L.

Now at the left of the gond I saw a
skirmish-line in the edge of some timber.
I waw but few men, really, but I knew
that there was a skirmish-line. T eonld
gee parts of it on the left of the road, and
on the right also; but on my right the line
seemed to curve back toward the west. T
went to the right. In a few minutes I
heard a shot, and auother, and another,
all seeming to come from one spot.  Be-
fore me, at a distanee of say 40 or 50
rods, wns a dwelling-honse: from the
windows of the opper story shots were
being fired. 1 went up to the house and
entered,

Do yon know why I went into that
house?  If its occupints should prove to
be Federnls, T could make a fresh start;
if they were Confederates, I would be a
big rebel, too—that was the whole of it.

The oceupants of the house were Con-
federates—ifive; T made the sixth, We
were Thomson, Norton, Crossland, Moore,
Watson, Jooes, [ knew they were Ne-
Gownn's sharpshooters becnuse [ knew
West Norton, amd I knew Crossland, for
I had served in the Gettysburg canpaizn
with these men, The other men whose
names I have just called 1 did not know,
but goan bheeame nequainted with them,

“Hello, West!" says I,

“Why, who are you?”" says he.

“Hello, Sergeant!” says Sam Crossland
to me, and holds out his hand. *Glad to
see vou; we's been womlerin® whether we
ought to send back to the battalion for
help, but I reckon we've got enough.”

From the npper windows these marks-
men had command of a good many rifle-
pits of the Federal skirmish-line.
