
PHILIPPINE EARTHQUAKES AND VOLCANOES

Evidence of Past Volcanic Activity Presented by Extinct Craters

Records of Seismic Disturbances
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Altogether 11 active vileinoc aie

cnnmeiated as existing in the Philippines
and some 15 which ire pioiionnceil ex-

tinct
¬

but neither of thc e numbers can
be regarded as definite Some of these
active volcanoes Uulusan and Bacon for
example show but the meiest tiice of
vapor at their summits and may never
erupt again while some long niacin e

may again show signs of life if thej do
not indulge in violent eruptions Thus
Dr Kemper claimed lecently to have
seen a cloud of smoke issuing from the
crater of Caua located at the noitheast
point of Luzon and long reported as ex-

tinct
¬

Besides it we count all the ele
ations with cavities or with what have

evidently been crateis at some time in
their vicinitj we shall have a very large
list of inactive volcanoes

Mount Madia as the highest peak on
the Island of Panaj which rises 7132
feet above sea level has undoubtedly an
extinct crater in its top This is shown
by the numerous streams which pour

from aloft down its sides Of three
photos which I secured none was taken
wider suthciently favorable circum-
stances

¬

to show this I was informed at
Colasi that Madia as had never been suc ¬

cessfully ascended but that one or two
fatalities had resulted fiom such
attempts Another fact pointing to
its volcanic character is that its peak is
formed of basaltic lock hard and firm
as glass of intense black color Similar-
ly

Mount Nasog or Cresta de Gallo
south coast of Panay has a crater like
depression in its side and is composed
largely of andesite and diorite volcanic
rocks abound in fact thioughout the
Antique Range

EXTINCT VOLCANOES

In the case of many old craters the
evidences of their former crnptivechai
ncter have been in great degree obliterat-
ed

¬

The crater of Banajao or Majjayjay
south of Laguna de Bay Luzon is now
completely covered with trees and vege-
tation yet in 1730 it destroyed the town
of Sariaa and for a considerable period
its crater some three miles in circumfer-
ence

¬

foimed a lake
From the slopes of Daliliguan cast of

Banajao the Botocan Itiver leaps 140
meters 4C0 feet fiom a volcanie rock
to the gorge below The crater of Ma
quiling northwest of Banajao and near
the tow n of Los Banos though the walls
are abrupt and steep is thickly wooded

Evidence of crater obliteration and sub ¬

sidence of volcanic action is shown also
in the geysers and numerous hot springs
of which some 200 have been located in
the islamls The waters of nliout three
fourths of these have been analizcd and
some pronounced of great medicinal val-

ue

Another evidence is shown in crater
lakes whch exist at comparatively low
levels

A volcanic eruption is reported to have
occurred at Buhayan Mindanao in 1040
so violent as to be heard at Manila 400
miles away as a sequence of which the
entire mountain is said to have disap ¬

peared and a lake formed in its place It
this account is concct the reported erup-
tion

¬

in that year of Mecaturin previously
referred to may be a mistake as Miea
turin is located in a section known for-
merly

¬

as Buhayan
Lake Mainit or Sapongan in the Dis-

trict
¬

of Surigao which extends eight
miles north and south and about six
miles east and west is undobtodly the
crater of an extinct volcano Its sides
are steep extending abruptly downward
CO feet and it is 1200 feet deep in the
middle while the surrounding mountain
elopes abound in hot springs

SEISMIC DISTUKBANCES

With all this data relative to volcanoes
as earthquakes occur with frequency
there is no part of the world probably
affording better facilities for the study
of seismic and volcanic phenomena than
Ihi aichipelago The Spanish sciiitists
located 10 seismic foci in the islands five
in Luzon and five in Mindanao In this
arrangement the foci are supposc 1 to 1

determined by generalizing tlm direction
and intensity of wavc movcmeiits in dif-
ferent

earthquakes earthquake and vol-
canic

centers however are seen to Ixj in
frettj close agreement Th- Spanish also
divided the islands apparently as a mat ¬

ter of convenience into three m isimc
zones separated by parallel lines South-

The most dangerous on record are of
the first class in violent distutbances
however the second are usially com-
bined

¬

with the first The rotary move-
ments

¬

seldom occur and of a dozen re-
corded

¬

instances but one or two are put
down as strong and none as violent In
general violent earthquakes arc styled
terremotos and ordinary shocks tem
plores

As illustrating the frequency of earth-
quakes

Padre Urios S J reports that
at Surigao in January 18S0 there were
300 shocks in 21 dajs The great ma-
jority

¬

of shocks recorded are not noticed
by the ordinary observer In my own
experience of nearly two years in the isl-

ands
¬

1900 and 1901 I recall but three
definite shocks two in Manila and one
ci Iloilo while a score or more were re-
corded

by instruments
If w e assume the current theory that the

ultimate cause of both earthquakes and
volcanic eruptions is the secular cooling
of the earth and adjustments of prcssuics
on its surface where faultsbccur in the
crust we shall find some Interesting ex ¬

amples in the seismic records of the Phil-
ippines

Among these illustrations that
earthquakes are sometimes due apparent-
ly

¬

to vacua created by volcanoes as al-

ready
¬

referred to in the eruption of Ma
caturin 1871 and of Conloau 1894 and
that volcanic eruptions often follow the
agitations of earthquakes and seem to re-
lieve

them as in ciuptions already men-
tioned

I EABLIEST ItECOItDED EARTHQUAKES
The earliest recorded earthquake oc-

curred
¬

in Luzon in 1509 It is reported
as having been very violent and destiuc
tive One mentioned by Aduarte as oc-
curring

¬

on St AndrcwH Day 1010 af-
fected

¬

the whole Island of Luzon from
Manila north lie says It caused
great destruction over the whole aiea
in the Province of IIocos it swallowed up
palm trees and left only the tops of their
branches above the earths surface its
shock dashed hills on the opposite bides
of valleys together threw down many
buildings and killed a great number of
people Its fury was greatest in New
Segovia where it rent mountains asunder
and created new lako basins The earth
threw up immense fountains of sand and
vibrated so terribly that the people un-
able

¬

to stand upon it laid down and fas-
tened

¬

themselves to the ground as if
they had been on a ship in a stormy sea
In the range inhabited by the Mandayas
a mountain fell in crushing a village and
destroying its inhabitants An immense
portion of the cliff sank Into the river
and now where the stream was formerly
bordeicd by a range of hills of equal
altitude its banks are level with the wa
tei course

During an earthquake repoitcd as oc-

curring
¬

in 1627 one of the highest moun

tains in Cagayan is said to have disap
peared

quake shecks occurred iu the province of
tfio Ciniariucs on the same dav many
buildings were a mountain rent
asunder and a considerable tenitory
flooded by the sea

An eaithquakc referred to by Padic
Xicremberg as occurring Jan 4 1G41
in the Igorrote country east of IIocos
was preceded by a terrible iiuuicauc
During the teriemoto the eaith opened
and swallowed up thiec mountains on
one of which thiee villages weie located
A lake formed iu the sunken space w here
the mountains had previously been In
that same year thiee volcanoes are le
poited as having burst foith one at
Aiingay west coast of Luzon one in
Jolo and another in Sanguir one of the
North Celebes south of Mindanao
DESTKUCTIVE EARTHQUAKES IN MANILA

Another St Andrews earthquake hav¬

ing first occuired on thit daj Nov 30
and at intervals of five dajs for some
weeks afteruaid depopulated Manila in
KJ45 causing a loss of over GOO lives
This oecuned so far as known without
anj aceompin iiig volcanic phenomenn
whatever and the same is true of earth ¬

quakes affecting Manila in 1G4G 1G48
11538 1GG3 1C73 lGt and 179G In 1S24
accoiding to Sir John -- Bow ring man
chinches in Manila were destiojed to ¬

gether with the piincipil bridge the bar ¬

racks groat numbers of private houses
and n chasm opened of nearly four miles
in kugth The inhabitants all tied into
the lirlas and the iv vessels in th poit
weie wrecked Philippine Islands p
81 During another earthquake in 1828

the vibration of the lamps was found to
desciibe an arc of four and a half feet
the huge cornerstones of the principal
gate of the city were displaced the
great bells were set ringing It lasted
between two and three minutes rent the
walls of several churches and other build ¬

ings but was not accompanied by subter-
ranean

¬

noises Id No volcanic erup
tions are reported as occurring contem
poraneouslv with cither of these earth ¬

quakes and the same is true of the shocks
experienced at Manila in 1830 18C5 and
1SS0

On the eve of Corpus Chiisti Day June
3 1803 at 31 minutes past seven while
tho city was engaged in preparing for
the festivities of the morrow suddenly a
violent rocking of the earth occurred
Bjiildings reeled walls crumbled and tim-
bers

¬

snapped in twain The palace the
cunrteN the cathedral and in fact all
the public buildings were completely de-
stroyed

¬

The shock lasted but half a
niimtc but iu that brief period 400 peo
ple were killed outright and 2000 injured
with a property loss estimated at 8000
000 Several buildings were also destroy-
ed

¬

at Cavite
Jnly 14 18S0 a series of violent earth-

quake
¬

shocks began at Manila which last-
ed

¬

till July 23 doing enormous damage
though few-- lives were lost this was felt
in the neighboring provinces In 1803
and 18S0 the disturbances seemed to orig-
inate

¬

in the mountains to the northeast
in wliich no volcanic manifestations had
occurred for centuries

Sevcie earthquakes were experienced
in Xueva Eciji in September and Octo-
ber

¬

1SS1 supposed to have been influenc-
ed

¬

somewhat by the eruption of Mayon in
May previously Northeast Luzon experi ¬

enced a severe earthquake in February
1887 and northwestern Luzon a shock of
great violence in April 1890

In March 1892 an earthquake destroy-
ed

¬

most of the churches and other solid
edifices in the provinces of Pangasinan
Union and Bcnguet which was attribut-
ed

¬

to seismic forces in the central Cordil-
leras

¬

of Nueva Viscaya
Aug 13 1897 a severe earthquake was

felt on the west coast of Luzon from Vi
gan to Manila

So many of these earthquakes have no
apparent connection with volcanic phe-
nomena

¬

that it is difficult to assert a di-

rect
¬

and positive relation between the
two Yet according to the Estado Geo
grafico there is one date on wliich the
entire volcanic orchestra of the islands
was in full play with seismic accompani-
ment

¬

On Jan 4 1041 a memorable
day for on that date all the known volca ¬

noes of the archipelago began to erupt at
the same hour a lofty hill in the Cama
rines inhabited by heathens fell in and
a fine lake sprang into existence upon its
site The then inhabitants of the village
of Bnhi migrated to the shores of the
new lake which on this account was
henceforward called the Lake of Buhi

In 171G there was an earthquake at Ma-
nila

¬

at the same time with an enption of
Taal volcano and a similar correspond-
ence

¬

was observed in 1749 when Taal ex-
ploded

¬

In 1832 an earthquake which af ¬

fected Manila and surrounding piovinces
Batangas especially where Taal is lo-

cated
¬

did not arouse the monster to ac-
tivity

¬

though it opened great crevices in
the earth and caused Mont TJbambo on
Subig Bay in Zambales to sink into the
sea

It is true that in the Visavan Islands
the recorded shocks have been less num-
erous

¬

and in recent years the actual num-
ber

¬

of earthquakes less probably than
in either the northern or southern 7ones
In Panav but two extraordinarily severe
earthquakes are recorded and these 100
yeais apart the earliest in July 1787
and the last Feb 2 1887 The former
was the more destructive though manv
churches and other edifices were injured
by the shocks of 18S7 The latter was
felt in Negios wliich has also been com-
paratively

¬

free fiom such disturbances
though severe ones were felt in 1S93 and
1890 Violent eaithquakes were experi ¬

enced in Saniar and Levte in February
1S90 and in October 1897

Mindanao is probably the banner isl-
and

¬

for earthquakes though wc find but
seven shocks recorded as occurring in
Zamboanga for the jear 1897 six of
these followed each other at intervals of
three or four days and all happened in
the month of October In the same year
there were 12 at Surigao none severe
10 at Veruela one marked violent and
two strong six slight ones at Cotabato
and one only at Misamis rated as strong

It is probably safe to conclude that the
increased pressure constituting tho
immediate force producing earth-
quakes

¬

and volcanic eruptions may
come from any source as the air
tho ocean or increased weight of
earth Thus the hurricane referred to as
preceding the earthquake of 1G41 may
have been the inciting cause A sharp
earthquake shock was experienced in Lu ¬

zon at 11 p m April 2 1S8G which
was found to have been immediately pre-
ceded

¬

by an enormous flaming meteor
which traversed the sky from cast to
west and which when about the zenith
split in two with a loud explosion the
pieces diverging at an angle of some 45
degrees and producing a violent concus-
sion

¬

Sawjer Inhabitants of the Phil
ippines p 4U1J

Many of these phenomena have had
their inception in the ocean A shock
accompanied by n huge tidal wave de-
stroyed

¬

the town of Baler on the cast
coast of Luzon in 1733 Tho Spanish
steamer Brutus experienced a submarine
upheaval In the deep sea off Mindanao in
September 1897 when an earthquake
was felt at Zambonnga In the same year
in the month of October an earthquake
and tidal wave caused great destruction
of life and propcity on the Island of
Leyte

The silt from rivers and tidal deposits
of sediment along the shores of islands
have probably constituted an active force
in these disturbances In 185G a new

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volcano was formed at Didica Slioal eight
miles northeast of Camiguin Island In
the Bahuyancs gioup north of Luzon
There is another island called Caniignin
north of Mindanao and Feb 1G 1S71
following a series of earthquakes a new
volcano rose up on tint island near the
town of Cabannan on the scacoast
Flames butst forth also from cracks which
opened in the hills along the shore set-
ting

¬

burning mountain in front the frightened
inhabitants vvcro nearij surrounded by fire

That there has been a very large bal-
ance

iu fivor of elevation of the land
over subsidence is evidenced in soa shells
found in mountains and lofty shores in
terraces cut in rockj coasts by the action
of the waves as well as in the character
of the rocks themselves The generally
accepted theory sajs Sir John Bow ring
as to the formation of the Philippines

is that they all formed part of a vast
primitive continent which was broken up
by some great convulsion of nature and
that these islands are the scattered frag-
ments

of that continent Buzctn sup ¬

poses that from Lii7on the other islands
weie detached Ncvcithelcss n moie
complete examination of the subject will
probably show that the Philippines have
been built up bj slow processes for the
most pait extending tluough many cen-
turies

On the whole says Geo F
Becker TJ S Geologist the uplift has
been very gradual so that even the coral
polvp has been able to adjust himself to
the changing conditions building outward
into deep water as his old home w as rais-
ed

so that if we take into account what

having in charge the vast quantities of
certificates of disability which aie so ninth
consulted in the making out of pensions
and the question having come up as to
the number of applications made concern-
ing

the war with Spain I called upon the
Chief of the section to bring me all the
certificates of disability from the old 1st
Iowa Inf which was done and lo and
behold theie was only one certificate

It was the certificate of Samuel B Aus-
tin

¬

He was discharged by reason of n
severe wound received at the battle of
Wilsons Cieek It woHld naturally ap¬

pear that after the severe campaign which
the 1st Iowa was in winding up with the
battle of Wilsons Creek that there would
be more ceitifkates of disability but as
a matter of fact the companies took good
care of their wounded men Those who
were wounded didnt want to leave their
companies to go into a hospital

For instance there was Bill Fuller of
the Burlington company who received a
frightful wound m the head We cap-
tured

¬

a horse and put Bill on it and
nursed him along and the same was done
with other wounded men so that tiiey
had no hospital record and the only one
who was discharged on a certificate of dis-
ability

¬

appears to have been the Mr
Austin above named who appeals to have
been wounded so that he could not be
taken care of

This I think speaks very well of the
1st Iowa Inf that the recoids here show
only one certificate of disability and that
for wounds received in battle It shows
the material of which the regiment was
made which set the pace for the State
