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UKDER PRESIDERT KcEITNLEY.

On the 34d of March the President-elect
reocited an invitation from President Cleve-
land to dine with him, which he aceepted.
Owing to Mrs. MeKinley's fatigue, doe to
much traveling, she did not artend the
dinner. On March 4 the Dresident-elect
came to the White IHouse and with Presi-
dent Cleveland rode in the same carriage
to the Capitol, where he was innugorated,
and then returned to the White Iouse.
After the return a grand luncheon was
served and then the President reviewed
the great procession.  From that time and
up until Iate in the night the social call-
ing was immense. The next day was the
same way. [ was so busy that 1 could
bardly manage all the people, showing
them over the homse, the private parlors
and the bed chambers above.

After the return from the inauguration
I me: Mrs. McKinley, whom I had not
seen {or 20 years, in the Blue Parlor. She
seemed very glad to see me and shook
bhands with me heartily.

For about 10 gaxs there wns a con-
tinuous reception by the President of dele-
gations, military companies, Governors of
States with their staffs and their ladies,
whom I showed over the White House,
More particularly I remember the Gov-
ernor of Ohio. Sandwiched in between
these delegations aml military companies
were prominent men of all nations. The
White House at thi= time was the scene
of many brillinut aflairs.

From about the middle of Aarch Mrs.
McKinley would take daily drives, and al-
ways had to be assisted in going wut or
coming in. If the IPresident was aot with
her, one of the ushers assisted her, bring-
jng her down in the elevator. Often il
would fall to my lot to assist ber to her
carriage.

Everything went on nicely and smooth-
Iy until just before Cliristmas of that year,
when the President’s mother was taken
very ill. The family went to Canton. The
President and his wife watched by the
bedside of his mother until she passed
away. Of course, this produced sadness
in the White House, and all receptions and
dinner parties were abandoned, For a
long time afterward there was great grief
and sorrow at the \White House.

Following this sad bereavement, and
after the firet shock had passed away, the
season that followed was a very gay one,
with dinner parties and levees up until
the last public reception that was to have
been given. Preparations were made and
the House was being put in order to have
the last public reception of that season,
when on the morning of the 15th of Feb-
ruary we received the terrible news of
the blowing up of the *Alaine™ in the har-
bor of Havana, which cast a gloom over
our eatire Nation, and particularly the
White House. The President immediately
gave orders to discontinue the decorating,
and that there should be no levee that
might. Two months later war was de
clared angainst Spain. The order was
given to raise many thousand troops, and
from that time on for some months the
tramp of regiments was heard and great
numbers of seldiers were seen [nssmg
throngh the city of Washington. There
was grzat activity at the White House in
the Fxecutive Department, secing mwili-
tary tuen and those applying for positions
in the Army and Navy, These were very
stirring times. Abont this time Mr. Roose-
velt eame to the White House. He had
just heen appoimted a Colonel in the
.;B.ough Riders, and was accompanied by
Col. John Jacob Aster, to whom he in-
troduced me. I got both their autographs
on that day, little thinking then that Mr,
Roosevelt would be the next President of
the United States,

The following seeson, while the war
was going on, and things had settled down
to a military routine, the receptions were
again taken up, and there were dinner
parties, social gatherings and pablic re-
ceptions, and during that period, I think,
there were two dances given in the state
dining-room, something that I had never
geen given in that room before, Late that
season the President took a trip to Lake
Champlain with Mis. MeKinley, and it
seemed to be very beneficial to both of
them. They were gone about a month.

At the beginning of the next season a
New Yoear's recoption was held, After
that the President was taken sick with
the grip, and consequently all the recep-
tions and dinner parties were over for that
senson.  During this season the Postal
Congress of the World met in Washing-
ton, and the President gave them a recep-
tion. which was well attended, notable
people of all nations having guthered in
the city. Just in the midst of it Mr.
Preston, one of the representatives from
the Hawaiian Islands to the Postal Con-
gress, fell in the Green Parlor, dangerous-
}y ill. Gen. Wood, who was then a Sur-
geon in the Army, vas called. Mr. Pres-
ton revived enough to be taken to his
hotel, where he died 10 days afterwards.

About this time some of the troops be-
gan o return.  One of the first battalions
that arrived was a hattalion of marines,
abont 500 or GO0 strong. The President
stated that when they rethrned to Wash-
ington he wonld Le happy to have them
pass in review st the White House. 1T re-
call that it was a very rainy afternoon
when they arrived and there was n great
multitude of people to see¢ them as they
passed in review through the portico,
where the President and hizs Cabinet re-
viewed them, and they shared together the
heartiost congratulations and cheers of the
peonle. y .

Then came the campaign for MeKin-
ley's re-clection. There was a great deal

of excitement among the politicians, each

As the fumeral train passed through the
tewns on it way to Washington and Can-
ton. great crowds met and sang in con-

some documeonts that required his atten-

tion. He seemed to do everything in his
power to please her.

Un Saturday evenings during his Ad-
ministration there would often be gather-
ings of a few friends in the Blue Parlor
after dinner, and hymn books would be
bronght out and then all would join in
singiag hymns, accompanied by the piano.
Frequently when the President returned
from church on the Sabbath he would hum
the tune of a hymn as I was taking him
up in the elevator. On one oceasion there
was a lady guest at the White House who
accompnnied the President to  chureh,
When they returned, on seeing me, be said
to her, *“This man has been here about 35
years.” There were two busts near the
Red Parlor, and he asked whose busts
they were. I answered, “Mr. President,
one of them is John Bright, the English
stiatesman, and the other is John Jay,
Chief Justice of the United States,” The
President was very fond of music and
singing, as was also Mrs. McKinley.

T'he season of 1901 the socinl functions
were discontinued at the White House
on account of the illness of Mrs. McKin-
ley, who was so feeble that we used to
have a rolling chair for her, in which we
took her up and down stairs bodily.
Finally she rallied enough and improved
50 nicely that they made a trip to Canton
and then followed the trip to California.
The San Francisco trip woas looked for-
ward to with a great deal of pleasure,
All arrangements for the trip went on
harmoniovsly and nicely, Trains were
fitted up and those counected with the
Pennsylvania Railroad tock the greatest
care in endeavoring to make everything
as happy as they possibly could for Mr,
and Mrs. MeKinley. Mr. Stone, who is
now an usher at the White House, but
furmerly a conductor of the Pullman
Palace Car Company, accompanied them
on this trip. Before they arrived at San
Franeisco,” Mrs. McKinley began o show
signs of failing health, By the time San
Francisco was reached, she was desper-
ately ill, and the very best medical skill
was obtained for her. But she recovered,
and was cuabled to take the homewnrd
trip, which was a perfect miracle, con-
sidering the fact that her life seemed to
just hang on a thread while there. They
returned to the White House, where she
was still under the care of physicinns.
Finally she was able to take her carriage
drives agnin.

On the 5th of July they started for Can-
ton to spend probably most of the Summer

there. They then went to Bufialo to visit
the Exposition which was being held
there,

On the 6th of September, about 25 min-
ntes past 4 in the afternoon, Jerry Smith,
one of the servants at the White House,
came to the foot of the stairs and called
up to me, “The President is shot!” He
had been cleaning in the telegraph room
and had heard the awful news., Bearcely
believing my cars, 1 called out, “What,
Jerry?' He said again, “The President
has heen shot!” 1 did not think it could
be =, supposing it was some wild rumor
that had gotten out, I asked Mr. Gilbert,
one of the specially appointed policemen
on duty at the White House, to try and
find out if the news were true, but they
were 50 busy in the telegraph room that
we could not hear anything. Mr. Gilbert,
as well as myself, doubted whether the
report was troe. About 20 minutes after
this a newspaper man came hurrying to
the White House with the news, Then
there was a deep gloom over all the house,
Men were passing to and fro, asking ques-
tions continually, We continued to receive
word from Buffalo of the President’s con-
dition, and were very much encouraged
from the favorable tone of most of them.

Then the people began to recover from
the sad events that had oceurred and to
eall on President Hoosevelt., He has been
a very busy man ever sinee he enterod
npon his duties. T would term him a great
President and his wife a great Indy, per-
fectly plain, matter-of-fact people. Both
he and she nlways have n kind salutation
for those who are connected with the
White House, from the very humblest to
those holding high position. There has
hardly been a day since he has settled
down nat the White House hot that he
has had some friends to luncheon with
him, and he has given quite a number of
private dinners. He zeems to be very
popular. I am satisfied that he is going
to make us a splendid President.

In conclusion, T mmst say that 1 haope
I shall never live to see agnin what I have
seen during the past 37 years in the White
House, as I have been on duty there when
the three great tragedies of our country
were enacted. There is no other man in
the Nation today who can say this, There
is no living soul connected with the White
Honse outside of myself who was there
on the first day I entered an duty, the 24
of November, 1864, when the great rebel-
lion was raging and when there was weep-
ing and mourning all over our lapd for
those who had fallen.
