These disasters forced Gen Albeit Sid
neyJohnstoii to withdraw from Kentucky
and soon thereafter to abandon Nashville

0 THE BATTLE Or TOKT DONELSON

Tho story of Gen Grants assault upon
Fort Donelson and the defense made by
the Confederates js well told by N S
Shafer an eminent Kentucky historian
and a Union man

The fal of Fort Henry placed Gen
Grants force well on the Hank of the

for its able leader Gen Albert Sidney
Johnston to make his proposed dash for

Gen Johnston was not without a
clear discernment of his position he knew
thatthis critical point should have been
Jleldatall hazards yet it was iuefficieutly
defended Only a week after the fall of
4rprt Henry Giants foiccs weie before the
lines of Fort Donelson The Confederates
in tils fort were under the command of
Gens Floyd and Pillow Gen Ruckuer
lately in charge of the Kentucky State
Guard befng third in command The to-

Confederate force available for he de-

of Donelson amounted to about ir
3000 men who occupied an exceedingly
strong natural position which had been
tnadc stronger by an abundant expend-
iture

of engineering skill Grants foice
jvas ueaily twice as numerous as that of
the Confederates but the strength of the
Confederate lines made the conditions of
the struggle not unequal The Confede-
rate

¬

artillery succeeded in the end in ciip
pling all the gunboats before they had de-

stroyed
¬

the defenses of the stronghold
It then remained for the Federal army
to carry the position by assault

The Federal forces essayed several as-

saults
¬

but were easily beaten back with
seeie loss This in connection with the
suceeewful combatvith the - gunboats
vould have encouraged a well trained so-
ldier

toehold his ground with the hope that
at the right moment Jie might take the
offensive against his enfeebled antagonist
Floyd was brave enough but he had been
charged by Gen Johnston under any cir-

cumstances

to save his army so he de
temiuied to cut his way out and escape
with bis force to Nashville while it was
posible A sortie was determined on

jandi abandoned and finally replanned and
Eucceefully executed with great galla-

ntry

-- The Federal line gave way was
thrown back like a door on its hinges and

lay wide open An unfounded alarm con-

cerning

Federal reinforcements caused
Floyd to return to his intrenchments after
ho had practically attained the object of
his soitie His troops had been worn out
in winning lheir profitless victory and
were benumbed by a fierce Winters storm
Still they had not lost more than one in
teri of their numbers It was determined
to surrender after a portion of the army
hsd been passed over the river to the uni-

nvested-side of the fortress and another
part escaped up the stream on a steamer
GenBuckner to whom the command had
teen turned over capitulated to Gen
Grant Soldiers of Kentucky Confederate
and Federal w ere engaged in this battlii --

two regiments on each side and did their
share of the fighting The Confederate
loss in killed and wounded was 1338 men
or altOut one tenth their force and 8000
prisoners The Federal loss by wounds
wan iibojit the same

It is the general opinion of military
men that the defense of Donelson though
obstinate was not as desperate as me ex¬

igencies of the Confederate cause demand-
ed

¬

The chance of ultimate Confederate
success in Kentucky depended on the is-

sue
¬

of this defense more than it ever
depended on any other battle in the Mis
sisMiini Valley On it hung also the pow
er of the Confederacy to control the State
of Tennessee and its chance of getting
possession of Kentucky It was for the
Southern cause the most serious action of
lie war The commander should have sac
rificed everything for the reasonable liopij
that he might in the end have worn out
the force of his enemy If there ever wa
a position in vthich a desperate defense
was called for it was at Fort Donelson

The battle of Fort Donelson began Feb
12 and the fort and about 8000 prisoners
were surrendered by Gen Buckner Feb
1C I have given the foregoing account of
the battle fairly written from a Federal
standpoint preparatory to submitting the
story as told by two of Gen Rucknc rs
staff officers Col Charles F Johnson
Chief p and Maj Alex Cas
seday who was especially familiar with
the proceedings of the councils of the Gen-
erals

The battle was carried on in the

trenches Wednesday Thursday nnd Fri ¬

day The men were without tents They
lay in sleet or snow in bitter cold weather
and the enemys guns were fired over them
all night Gen Floyd was in command
Gen Pillow was second Gen Ruckuer
third Floyd though he had been Secre-
tary

¬

of War under Buchanan knew little
of military matters His brigade was
needed at Donelson and he ranked tho
other uenrrals there but it was asserted
that he was sent there with the under
standing that he would accept and net
upon Ruckners advice as to the conduct
of the battle This he did not do Pil-
low

¬

got his ear and Ruckners plans wpro
nnally overruled

BUCKNER ADVISES A SORTIE

After two days of fighting from the
ircucucs wnicu was wearisome and inef
fective Gen Buckner insisted upon go
Ins outside of them and nttackinir Wal
laces forces on the Confederate left He
pished to do this on Friday before his
jaien became exhausted and before the
Federals could receive reinforcements

jBucktiers wishes were not acceded to un-

ledge Previously to all this the Federal
gunboats had been crippled and sent down
the river

ORDERED BACK TO TIIE TRENCHES

On Saturday afternoon Gen Buckner
received an order recalling his troops to
tlm rifln nits Meanwhile ho had seen
Grants reinforcements arriving from down
tho river on boats - lie saw at once tuat
his exhausted men could not fight a new
army and that the only hope was a safe
retreat to Nashville The enemy had been
driven back to the river and the country
was of a character to facilitate a retreat
that would leave the main body of troops
free from the attacks of a pursuing army
therefore Ruckuer did not at once obey
the order to fall back into trenches but
sent his Aide Col Johnson to say that
fresh tioops were coming that his own
men were too tired to light longer but that
he would hold the Union forces hack to
the liver bank long enough to permit Gens
Flojd and lUlow to get tneir men liuo
line and match out toward Nashville

Col Johnson says that when he went to
deliver this message he found Gen Pil-
low

¬

riding about DtJnelson exclaiming
Another Mauassas defeat Another Ma ¬

nassas defeat Gen Pillow refused to
believe that the Confederates would not
hold out against the fresh forces and in-

sisted
¬

on bringing them back into their
original position Before they got back
some of the Union forces Turtles Bri-
gade

¬

Col Johnson thinks had already
gotten into the trenches Ruckners men
w ere met by Federal troops firing at short
range

THE DETERMINATION TO SURRENDER

Col Johnson further says A general
council was held and it was admitted that
the exhausted soldiers were unable to
make further resistance One wing of the
Federal army rested on an inlet from the
river which inlet flanked the Confederate
tioops Ry folding this they could get be
jond the Federal lines peihaps and make
their escape At a certain point the water
was only about arm pit deep but it was very
cold Gen Floyds medical diicctor said
that if the men waded through this water
peihaps one fourth of them might reach
Naslnille alive The proposition was
dropped at once and it was agreed that
nothing remained but to suirender

Gen Floyd thought that owing to his
having been Secietary of War the Fed-
eral

¬

Government would be particularly
anxious to capture him and that for him
to surrender would endanger his life

Floyd said Gen Pillow I turn this
command over to you

Said Pillow Why they would rather
have me than Jeff Davis I cannot sur
lendor Gen Ruckner I turn the com-

mand

over to you

BUCKNER IN COMMAND

Gen Buckner accepted the situation
saj ing

Gentlemen you must decide for your-
selves

¬

as for me I will share the fate of
my tioops

On the next day Sunday he surren-
dered Fort Donelson to Gen Grant

Floyd and Pillow escaped by boat
Buckner could have done the same witi
better grace than they had he chosen ti
desert his men He had done all the
fighting in the field the other two Gen-
erals

¬

having remained in the fort
Col Johnson says When Gen Grant

met Gen Ruckner he addressed him fa-

milial
¬

ly and said he had been much alarm-
ed

¬

when he heard that Ruckner was at
Fort Donelson He said Why did you
not attack Friday

I was not in command said Gen
Ruckner

If you had attacked Friday said Gen
Grant the reinforcements could not have
reached here in time

FORREST ESCAPES

Gen Forrest led his cavalry out ford
ing and swimming the inlet rcfcried to
Refore he got all his men o er however
the Federals discovered his movement and
by extending their lines around the inlet
and to the river itself they succeeded in
cutting off the escape of two of his com-
panies

an evidence that the entire army
could not have effected a safe retreat by
that route

Maj Casseday the staff officer to whom
I have referred was among the captives
imprisoned at Camp Chase where he died
In letters written to members of his fam-
ily

¬

he discussed certain features of the
fight and surrender at Donelson confirm-
ing

¬

the statements of Col Johnson in all
essential particulars His son lorton M
Casseday published some of the letters
and from them I assume the liberty of
taking excerpta for insertion here
Fort Douelson Dover Tenn Feb 1C
1802
After a severe battle of four days in

which as cten our captors unanimously
agree we sustained the name the uontcd
crate arms have won most nobly we are
prisoners of war Many very many gal
lant fellows were killed

We are treated with entire respect our
side arms are not taken We could have
escaped with other officers but Gen Buck-
ner

and his staff were unwilling to leave
the troops who had stood by him so no-
bly

¬

Steamboat Argonaut above Uniontown

The Federals esnecially tho Iowa and
Illinois troops fought much better than I
expected and suffered fearfully The
whole thing was horrible enough

I led the first charge of the attack at-
tempting

¬

to take their battery with the
Uth MibS whose olllcers except their
Major were not present It was in this
charge that the loss was bloodiest the
ground being strewn on all sides with the
dead

Our captivity is a humiliation hard
enough to bear but so far as Gen Buck
ner and his staff are concerned we have
met with kindness on the part of most
of the United States officers Gen Buck
ners refusal to leave his troops as the
other Generals did has won him much es
teem on both sides Only one of his btaff
actepjed the proffered chance to escape
and we are all here a very happy fam
ily considering the circumstances No
caard has been placed over us although
there is one on the boat and wo are al
lowed every freedom consistent with our
safe keeping

The other letters are from Camp Chase
and deal much in description of prison life
which seems not to have been very hard
except in the matter of restraint The
priso ers vtero not permitted to speak to
theii friends except in the presence of a
guattl whose duty it was to hear all that
was said and all letters were read by an
officer

Maj Alex Cassedays letters tell their
own pathetic story His son Morton M
Casseday makes comment upon them in
part as follows

As for Pillows remarkable order re-
calling

¬

Buckner after the charge was made
and won is it not possible that personal
leeling actuated the man who had an old
quarrel with the Kentuckian In the old
Army days before there was talk of se-
cession

¬

a nuarrel arose between Gen
Scott and Gen Pillow Scott could not
afford to resent Pillows conduct Buck-
ner

¬

had served in Mexico with Gen
Scott and like others of that Generals
young officers lie regarded him as a hero
Buckner took up the quarrel with Pillow
nnd a hitter controversy was the result
Is it not possible therefore that we must
go back to this old affair to discover why
so many brave men had to lay down their
arms at Fort Donelson

Gen Buckner said to me that the fact
Ibat Gen Floyd was especially under the
ban at Washington gave him an excuse
fo his flight He refused to express an
opinion upon Gen Pillows desertion of
his men

In a conversation with Gen Buckner
he declined to express an opinion as to
the manner in which the battle was con-
ducted

¬

lie said to me I have declined
either to speak or to write on this subject
because I could not do so without disre-
spect

¬

to the officer who was my superior
in command a thing that I consider un
soldierly Of tho battle of Fort Donel-
son

¬

I may say however that Gen C F
Smitli said to me after tho surrender
that the Federals had 35000 men in the
battle or to use his own Dhrasc five
