He ordered Maj Gen Joseph Wheeler
with 45C0 cavalry to make this movement
reserving a considerable force of cavalry
for other service

Thee oidcrs ncre civen Gen Wheeler
immediately after his lcturn from the
campaign ainiiut Gen McCook He
found both men aud horkes pretty well
fagged out but he entered with spirit
unonthis new enterprise and soon had his
command well fitted out for the movement
Gen Wheeler started on his march Aug
10 He made a wide detour cast of At-
lanta

Garrards Cavalry stationed northeast of
Atlanta He made a safe passage of the
Chattahoochee Kiver and directed his
march northeastward He detached a
considciable force to operate west of the
main force against the railroad

vision of Shermans Cavalry reported
from Buck Head that the battalion of

WHEELED STRIKES RAILROAD AT AC
WORTH

While Col Longs scouting party was
out Gen Wheelers flankers struck the
railroad npar Acworth tore up a part of
the track and destroyed a portion of the
telegraph line This fact was reported
to Gen Sherman by the following dis-

patch

Marietta Aug 13 1804
General Sherman

Following dispatch just received
Van Dyne

Train No 2 first section Engine 25
was fired upon one mile south of Acworth
the road entirely torn up for eight rods
Engine 25badly off ties all burnt and

Gen Sherman immediately telegraphed
to Gen McArthur commanding at Mari

Gen McArthur from Big Shanty Aug
33 1230 p m replied

Damage to railroad repaired Enemys
force about 75 came on the Alabama
Itoad about one mile south of Acworth
andf returned same day Nobody hurt and

On the same date Gen Sherman gave
Gen McArthur the following instructions

Make somebody suffer for the break
of the raihoad at Acworth It would be

Late in the afternoon Col Moses W
Haunon with his brigade of four regi-

of Calhoun Here be- - met a drove of beef
cattle being driven to the front He at¬

tacked the guard and had an active skir¬

mish with them but with his superior
force soon overcame all resistance and
captured a large portion of the guard He
tore up the railroad track and drove off
1700 fine beef cattle Col Faulkner
commanding the cavalry at Calhoun sent
out a battalion in pursuit They recov-
ered

About 7 oclock in the evening of Aug
33 I received a dispatch from Col Wat
kins at Calhoun informing me of the at-
tack

were about COO rebel cavalry at 1 air-
mount about IS miles southeast of Cal-

This was the first information I
had received of these various nttacks on
the railroad that day the telegraph line
hating been broken south I had heard
nothing from Gen McArthur I at once
came to the conclusion that a large cav-
alry

discover the movements of the main body
if possible

I had two companies of Kentucky cav-
alry

ed him to do which was that at the
break of day the next morning he should
with his whole command ford the Conua
sauga Itivcr and make a rapid march east
word 20 miles to the Fcdtral Iload and
ascertain whether the cucmy was march¬

ing to our rear
I directed that a few men should be

thrown out to watch the fords on the
Coosa wattce a stream flowing fiom the
cast and which unites with the Conna
sauga about three miles above Itesaca the
two forming the Oo tanaula Itivcr the
Rheum on the north bank of which Kesaca
is situated I also directed that an en ¬

gagement with the enemy should be avoid-
ed

and that if the enemy was discovered
to send me word promptly by courier
This force moved out at the appointed
time and performed their task well

When they approached the Federal
Iload which by the way is a macadam ¬

ized road in the valley near the foot of
the Cahultec Mountain thej discovered
the enemy iu large force with artillery
and i wagon train marching nortlnvard

Full information of tkeconiposition of
this force was brought to me early in the
eveniug The officers of my scouting
party not only saw the Confederate column
marching along the Federal lioad with
their artillery and wagon train but tbey
eecured information fiom citizens near the
road who saw and talked with officers and
men of the moving column and who had

Jenrned the names of their various bri ¬

gade commanders and that Gen Wheeler
commanded llio expedition One of these
citizens au old gentleman of intelligence
and thorough loyalty voluntarily came

I had early in the day telegraphed a
warning to the commanding officers at
Tilton Dalton Tunnel Hill and Ringgold
and also to Gen Steedman at Chat-
tanooga

At 730 p m in addition to
telegraphing to Gen Sherman I again
telegraphed to all commanding omecrs
north of me informing them that they
were liable to be attacked that night by
Wheelers Cavalry

Gen Sherman now had definite in-

formation
¬

that a large cavalry force of
the enemy accompanied by artillery and
a wagon train was moving to his rear
and would probably strike the railroad at
Tilton and Dalton His first impression
was that this force would return to the
main army around Atlanta as soon as it
had inHicted all the damage it could upon
the railroad He therefore proposed to
throw a force in between Gen Wheelers
raiders and Atlanta and give them battle
as they returned The following dispatch
shows this plan

Col Laiboldt commanding at Dalton
having been warned that the enemy was
on the warpath kept a sharp lookout aud

Steedman without delay placed a consid-
erable

body of troops upon cars and made
a night trip for the relief of Dalton He
reached the neighborhood of Dalton long

until morning It was between 4 and 5
oclock in the afternoon of Sunday May
14 that Gen Wheeler drew up in front

His men went gallantly forward and
drove Col Laiboldts forces some distance
when they took shelter on an intrenched
bill east of the railroad depot and which
commanded the city This practically
gave Gen Wheeler possession of Dalton
anil he held the place during the night
Gen Wheeler brought up his artillery and
opened lire upon Col Laiboldts works but
without serious euect

Skirmishers were thrown out from both
lines and these men kept up a fire during
the night

ARRIVAL OF REINFORCEMENTS
When daylight came Gen Steedman had

his men leave the cars they were drawn
up in battle array and moved upon the
enemy He attacked Gen Wheelers liue
with his entire force without reserves

Col Laiboldt finding that reinforcements
had arrived sallied from his works and
joined in the attack Gen Wheelers
forces weie after a hard fight driven
from the town and retired eastward

About 3 oclock ou the morning of the
loth while Gcu Wheeler was still at Dal-
ton

Maj Gen William T Martin put in
an appearance on the railroad south of
Tilton Martins Division was composed
of Allens and Iverscus Brigades

but Gen Martin although he threatened
the garrison nt Tilton which was composed
of eight companies of the 17th Iowa
commanded by Col Clark R Wcver he
did not Yissault the place nor attempt the
destruction of the railroad bridge which
spans Swamp Creek
