-'A. Subscriber, -Kalamazoo, Mich.—The
Joint resolution of l..ongrus of July 1,
1902, provides: “That in the administra-
tion of the pension Inws any enlisted man
of the army, including regulars, volun-
teers, and militin, or any appointed or en-
listed man of the navy or-marine corps,
who was honorably discharged from the
last contract of service entered into by
him during the late war of the rebellion.
shall be held and considered to have been
honorably dizcharged from all similar con-
tracts of service previously enterved iuto
by him with the United States during said
war: Provided, That such enlisted or ap-
pointed  man "served mnot less than sis
months under said last enlistment or ap-
pointment. and that his entire service un-
der snid last enlistment or appointment
was faithful, and that he did pot receive
by reason of =aid last enlistment or ap-
pointment any bounty or gratuity other
thun from the United States in exeess of
that to which he would have been entitled
if he had continued to serve faithfully nn.
til honorably discharged under any con-
trac or service previously entered iato
by  him, either in the army, navy, or
marine corps, duriug the war of the rebel-
li6n. If a soldier enlisted during the war of
the. rebellion prior to Feb. 13, 1862, and
was under 18 vears of age at the date of
kis enlistment, said service is a voidable,
and if he afterwards, during the war of
the rebellion. enlisted in another organiza-

n and served at least 90 days aud re-
ceived an honorable discharge, he has o
pensionable status under the act of June
27, 1890, independent of the joint reso-
Iution of July 1, 1802, above referred to.

A Subscriber.—1f an applicant for pen-
gion has filed, or has eaused to be filed, in
the Pension Bureao, the vequired proofs
to establish his or her pension elaim.
prompt action thereon can be secured by
the applicant writing to his or her mem-
ber of Congress; giving him the number of
the claim, or the number of the pension
certificate, and the name and service of
the soldier or sailor.

J. E. W. Soldiers’ Home, Cal.—If a
goldier's name is dropped from the pen-
sion rolls on the ground that he is not
ratably disabled wnder the act of June 27,
1890, and afterwards he is nllowed a pen-
sion under the act of June 27, 1840, he
has the right to contest the action of the
Burean in dropping his name from the
pension rolls in the first instance. The
proper course for him to pursue is to file
an application claiming restoration of pen-
sion back to the date his name was drop-
ped from the wensien polls,

SBuhbscriber, Bnffalo, N. Y —If the Ex-
andning Surgeons fail to find disability
justifying the $30 rating, it would be
rather difficnlt, it would seem, to secure
such rate by specin]l act of Congress. The
case wonld be different if the Surgeons
Lad recomimended this rate, but the Pen-
gion Burean had refused to accent their
recommendation. There are thousands of
special pension bills introduced in every

thnt are rever considered by the
committees to which they are referred, be
canse they are not regarded as of suffi-
cient merit to jnstify Congressional ac-
tion.

If no widow or child under 16
survives, and there are insufficient nssets
to cover the expenses, the person responsi-

DEPARTMENT NEWS.

MARRIAGE OF INDIANB—SEC-
TION 4705, R. 8, AND ACT OF AUG
T, 1882.—In the general law pension case
of tie minor of Jack Redbird (tribal Cher-
okee Indian) the Pension Burean held that
the claimant was not the legitimate child
of the soldier “for pensionable purposes,
the marringe of soldier and the mother of
claimant not being such a marringe us is
eontemplated by section 4795, R. 8, the
Iuw goveruing msrringes of colored and
Indian soldiers.” The decision on appeal

“The Cherokee Nation of tribal Indians
has peen held by the Bupreme Court of the
United States to be n distinet politica! com-
munity, subject, as to the domestic status
and affairs of ils members, to its own
Inws.

Cherokee Nation v, Georgia, 5 Pet., 1.)

The fact,
as we have peen, is otherwise.

“In Morgan v. McGhee (G Hemph.
Tenn:. 14) the court says as to a Chervkee
Indian tribnl marriage (the kind alleged
in this clnim):

““T'o hold this marriage to be void
wonld be to vitiate all the marrisges made
in the nation and might be productive of
much migchief.

“And a similar Clhoctaw marriage was
bield valid in the case of Wall v. William-
son. (8 Als., 48; 11 Ala., 839.)

“Such a mnrrium' tlmr(‘foro. as is al-
ieged lerein is a valid marriage ‘according
to the Inw of the place where the parties
resided st the time of marriage or at the
time when the right to pension acerued,”
us specified in the act of Aug. 7, 1882,
and is provahle herein, under said act, un-
less it Le of the ¢inss of marringes which
are by il expressly excepted from its oper-
ation: viz, wneh as are mentioned in see-
tion 4705 of the Revised Stntutes.” The
alleged marringe herein is manifestly not
of this exeepted class, as the parties did
net echabit to date of the soldier’s enlist-
ment, which has been held to be an es-
sentinl eleient of the marriage which is
provable under said section.

“It i= noted that thé exception in the act
of Ang T, 1882, i@ uot as to marriages
=ogerally in the eases of colored and In-
dinn soldiers, but only asg to ‘such mny-
ringes” of 1lese s rs ag are mentions
in snid seetion 4705, If Congress had in-
tended that all eases of colored and Indian
saldiers shonld be provable as to marriage
only and solely under said section 45705, it
would doubtless lmw provided yiumlv in
eaid act of Aug. 7, 1882, that ‘marringes
except in cnses of colored and Indian sol-
diers” should be provable as provided in
that act, By limiting the exception, how-
ever, to ‘snch marringes’ only ‘as are men-
toned® in  said section 4705 Congress
evinced a clear intent to make other than
thiose marriages provable gecording to the
genernl role estnblished by that act, which
wus merely confirmatory of the rule which
had theretofore existed in praetice. The
lnnguage of said section 4705 itself de-
notes, by plain impiimtiuu. that ‘other
proof of marriage’ was contemplated by
luu-"r'nf..- ns :lllli#'lF‘-?I]lh‘. the proof men-
tioned in said r-q'ltmn being declared mere-
Iy to be suflicient, ‘without other proof,’
{or cusionable purposes,

"'J.u give to said section 4705 the ex-
e¢lusive construction given it in this elaim
would result in defeating the dirvect, aftirm-
ative grivat of pension contained in seetion
4705 of the Revised Stntutes, which grants
pension to the widows and minor chilidren
of all soldiers and sailors who die from
causes of serviee origin, Said section 4705
was manifestly not intended to be in dero-
zution of any other statute or of any pen-
sionable rights whatever, but was clearly
intended to be only anxilinry to and in aid
of the laws grauting pensious, ennbling
certain grautees of those laws ‘to receive
the pension now provided by law withont
other proof of marvinge’ than as specified
in said sevtion, and leaving unimpaived the
right of those or of other grantees to re-
ceive such pension, granted them by said
section 4702, by proving marriage in any
other way.

“Statutes in pari materia are to be con-
stried  harmoniously, o that each may
Lave, il possible, its full effect (Sutheriand
on_Star. Constr., secs. 239, 240); and o
statule is not construed as exclusive nn-
less that intent clearly appears (Eggllich
on Interpretation of Siat., see. 208).

“It is. therefore, lield that, in establish-
iug marriage in ‘claims on acconnt of
colored or Indian soldiers or sailors who
died from ecanses arising in service and
line of duty, =aid section 4705 does not ex-
clude proof of marringe by the law of the
place where the pirrties resided st the
time of marriage, or at the time when the
right to pension accerned, as provided in
the net of Aug. 7, 1882,

“The evidence in this claim tends to
show the elnimant was the legitimate child
of the soldier under a Cherokee Indian
tribal marringe. The testimony, however,
is meager, conflicting, and unsatisfactory,
and before finnl adjudication of the cluim
it should be submitted for a thorough
special examination as to the yalidity of
such marriage and the claimant's domestie
status therennder. There should be a par-
ticular investigation and report of the
facts as to the alleged marringe of the
claimant’s parents, whether thiere was any
ceremony or rite of any kind, whether jt
was recognizved by them throughout their
joint lives and by the community as a valid
marringe under the laws and customs of
the Ciierokee Nation, and whether appel-
Innt was similarly recognized as the legit-
imate child of the soldier at the time of
the latter's death. Testimony should Le
proenred as to what wns then held and
considered by the ©herokee Nation to be
marringe, and a8 to what were the essen-
tinls in the formation of the relation, so
jthat the suffitiency or issufficiency of the
facts in appellant’s ease to show a valid
tribal marriage and his legitimacy may be
intelligently determined.
