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THE ARMY DIVISION.

Middle Division of Pensions Buresu Abol-
ished—Kew One Created.

Commissioner of Pensions Ware has pot
into effect his plan to abolish the AMiddle
Division of the Pension Bureau, and cre-
ate & new Division, to be known as the
Army Devision, to take effect Marclh 1
next. The personnel of the Middle Divi-
sion will be distributed among the other
Diivisions to bring the work of the latter
up to date. The Middle Division has had
Jurisdiction of pension ecases from Olio,
Pennsylvania and Micligan, and its work
hus been kept up to date for some time
past,  Its Chief, Frank A. Warfield, is
appointed Chief of the new Division. The
Commissioner’s order says:

To the Eastern Divirion is added all
claims on aecount of service in the war of
the rebellion in organizations helonging to
the States of Pennsylvania and Michigan.
To the Western Division is added all
claims on acconnt of service in the war of
the rebellion in organizations belonging to
Ohio. To the new Division will be as-
signed those cases now in the old War and
Nuvy Division, and those lhereafter filed
based on service rendered in the Rezular
Army during the war of the rebellion or v
account of disabilities incurred in the ser-
vice since March 4, 1861, and other mis-
celluneous organizations, now considered
by the old War and Navy Division, and
those of volunteers for service in the war
with Spain and the Philippines and other
insurrcetions.

The old War and Navy Division will
continie to have the settlement of al
cluims on aceount of service rendered prior
to March 4, 1861, and on aceount of ser-
vice at any time in the navy.
