Some Reminiscences of the Pioneer Veye of
Illinois

Jlr L B White of Chicago was in
Washington last week having recently
spent a few days in Galena 111

An old settler there he says told me
seveial interesting things about the Black
Hawk War and the part which Abraham
Lincoln played in it The story he said
had been told him by his father who nlso
fought against Black Hawk Lincoln
didnt actually do any fighting iu the war
and Galena was about as far away from
home as he got this man said but he cave
abundant proof that he was ready and
willing to fight Then he told me that Lin
coln reached Galena in command of a com-
pany of volunteer troops but the enlist
ment expired and the company disbanded
Lincoln thereupon recnlisted as a private
in another command and served until
Black Hawk and his braves footsoro and
wean- - had been diiven far into the north
of Michigan as Wisconsin was then called

Those old volunteers must have been
a funny looking lot of soldiers declared
Mr White No two of them had uniforms
alike and no more discipline than a flock
of geese When an officer gave an order
they obeyed it if they felt like doing so
if not they laughed at the officer Once
however they obeyed when they didnt
want to Gen Zack Taylor afterward
President of the United States was in
command of a body of troops and ordered
them to cros the Mississippi Kiver on
flatboats The volnnteers declined to do
so insisting that as they had only enlisted
forUie defense of the State they could not
be made to cross its borders Gen Taylor
didnt waste any words He pointed to
several regiments of Regulars drawn up
in the rear and told his volunteers that
if they didn t cross ot their own lrec win
the Regulars would drive them across at
the point of the bayonet Tho volunteers
crossed
