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POST CHECK CURRENCY.

A Comprehensive Statement of the Present Status of the Propo-
sition.

By CAPT. HENRV A. CASTLE, Auditor for the Post Office Depariment.

Simultancously with the appearance of
my article on the Post Check System in
The Nautional Tribune of Jan., 29, ultimo,
the Committee on Post-offices and Post
Roads of the Hovse of Represeutatives
decided to report favorably on the propo-
gition—tle first distinct and tangible
wvictory gained by iis  friends, conse-
gquentiy a long step advaneed toward
their ultimate trivmph. A reform  of
the nature of the post check currency
project nceessarily makes slow progress.
Time is required to get it presented to
Congress in sueh a way that the National
legislators will see that it will not distarh
in the slightest the countey’s financial sys-
tem. At first blush a good many persons
seem to believe that the project would re-
gult in an issue of fint money, but this im-
pression is entively erroncous.  The post
check notes would simply take the place of
regular Treasury notes or silver certihi-
ecutes as they are retived, and there wonld
not be a change even of a fraction of a
cent in the volume of the circulation,

THE PROTOEBITION RESTATED.

As praeviously expiained, the "ost Check
bill proposes to give to the people an
easier’ and more convenient manner in
which money may be =ent through the
muils. The purpese or plan is to have the
Government issue notes of denominations
Jogs than §5 with blank spaces. The notes
possess o every degree the sanie use as
thoge of the present time, save that they
can, when it is the wish of the owner 1o
send money to a distance, be converted
into n money order by writing the name
6f the payee in the blank space provided
for the purpose.  He then aflixes a stamp,
eancels it, and forwards to the address of
the payee. This note which has thus
heen converted into a money order is pay-
able upon identification of the bearer at
any post-office or bank in the ecountry.
Wihiat more convenient monner eounld any
business man or other person ask for re-
mitting money? Neo trip to the post-office
is needed to purchase a money order
as under the present system. No
fee is charged for the order siave the two-
cent stmnp. The notes wonld be reissued
often, thus keeping plenty of money elean
and new in cirenlation.

The theory of the post check notes is
that a man has them on hand in the cur-
rent money whicl he carries in Lis pocket.
There wonld be nothing else in the way
of small bills. Each man would have his
own money order on hand if he had a $1
bill or n $2 bill or a $5 biil which he might
wish to transmit. All the money of those
denowivations would be in the form of
post cliecck notes and wounld pass current
ag money until converted into checks by
indursement, These notes wonld constantly
flow in and ont of the Trensury and there
would be no appreciable contraction.

FROM A BUSINESS STANDIPOINT.

It is an axiom of business that the time
to close a trade is when the customer is
convineed and ready, but there is no con-
venient wethod in existence at present by
which the willing customer can at once
carry out lis desire to send money for his
magaziue or what pot. It is estimated
that the great majority of would-be cus-
tomers, when they reach a conclusion to

" munke an outside purchnse and are ready
then and there to close up the deal, post-
pone the matter until they ean find a con-
venient way to send the money. This put-
ting off is fatal in perhaps 50 or 75 per
cent. of cases; therefore, the publisher or
larger advertiser loses prohably more than
half of the business that Lis enterprise
really earns, and this loss is oceasioned
golely by reason of 41he inconvenicuce of
doing business by mail under the present
methods, L 5

What the proposed device would mean
to this publication, as well as to its read-
ers and advertising patrons, may be tnken
as o measure of its usefulness to the bmsi-
ness world and all classes of the people.
Wit post checks superseding all other
small Government bills, every wounld-be
gubsicriber to The National Tribune would
have the means at hand of making a safe
and  acceptable  remittanees, which le
would promptly do while the desire wos
fresh. The same is triue as to purchsse of
the muny nseful articles advertised in its
colmmns., The publishers and advertisers,
s aside from receiving many more remit-
ances owing to the conveniences thus sap-
plied, would get clean, erisp money, rendy
for deposit in bank, instead of loose silver,
a sticky mass of spoiled stamps, or n
money order invalidated by some vexations
technical irregularity.

" Subistantin] progress Lns certainly been
made within the lust year. During that

" time, or in six months’ actial session of
Congress, the bills were introduced, then
amended and re-introduced, referred o
the Postminster-General and the Secretary
of the Treasury, considered by a commis-
sion of officials of each Department, and
then sent back to Congress with a divided
report.

Of the two bills introdneed the one pro-
viding for a fractional post ckeck currency
was Deld by all the members of thie joint
commission to be, for the present, unpad-
visable. DBut two of the members— Assist-
ant Postinaster-Genernl Madden and Andi-
tor Castle—reported in favor of the plan
for one, two and five dollar notes, with
intimations that important amendments
should be made.

At the apening of the =econd session of
Congress lust December such pressure was
Lrought to bear again from the newspaper
and Lbusin hounses that the bills  were
taken up for serious consideration by the
cotimiltees. Tlie House committee gave
hearings, and, after considering earefully
the statements pro and con, voted Jan. 30
to report the bill providing for $1, £2 and
8§ pogt check notes, with amendments,
with the recommetylation that it be passed
us mipended.  The amendments do not
clinuge the general priveiple of the plan,
but tend to greqter simplicity in  detail
and are Jdesigned to overcome certain ob-
Jections raised by Treasury officials,

THE AMENDMENTS ADOPTED,

Concerniuz  these hearings and  the
amendments meorportated into the wpew
bill, the report of the Honse Committee
says: ““Your comnpittee then gove hear-
Ings to Mr. Robert=, representing the ma-
Jority members, and te Mr. Madden and
Mr. Castie, the minority members, for the
purpose of ascertaining whether modifica-
tions and awendments to the bill then be-
fore the committee couid be made so as
1o obviate the oljections urged in the ma-
Jority report.  As a result of the informa-
tion obtained at these hcarings, Mr. Gard-
ner, of Mickigan, introduced an amended
bill—II. It. 15,042—being the bill upon
whicli this report is made, aud which was
drawn upon the suggestions furnished by
Mr. Madden and Mr, Castle. Your com-
mitiee believe that the present bill fully
meets all ndverse criticisms and objections
which were made by the majority of the
eomnission against the oviginal bill. The
need for a simpler and more accessible
formn of mail remittance is  generally
recognized. The faet is vecalled that for
nearly nine years past the people of the
seountry. have bad no means provided by

the Government of transmitting small
amounts through the mails exeept the
money-order system; the postal  note,
which was in use for 10 years, having been
abolished in 1594, The postal note, not-
withstanding the fact that it offered no
security amd was not easily obtained, was
popular for small remittances, and many
willions of them were sent throngh the
mails during the time that they were in
existence. They were abolished  because
they were not payxable to order and were
therefore a constant temptation to theft
on the part of the postnl employees. Since
1864 the growth of mail transactions has
heen stupendons,  During the fiseal year
184 the number of picces of mail matter
of all kinds mailed was nearly 5,000,004~
000, while for the fiseal year 1902 there
were  more  than  S,000.000,000  pleces
wailed.,  During the same  poriod  the
wross revenue of the Department, which is
Largely the result of the sale of postage
stamps aud sgupplies, zs grown from $73.-
000,600 in 1894 to miore than S121,000,000
in 1902, The money order business during
the same period hins grown from somewhat

cor S188,000,000 to more than $336,000,-
(M),

The new provisions placed in the bill
at the suggestion of My, Madden and Mr,
Castle were explained in a specinl doen-
ment issned by the Committee.  They
simplify the plan at many peints;  pro-
vide that bauks and bankers, as well as
IPostmasters, may redecm and cancel the
cliceks: give free pustage and registry to
remittanees of eanceled chiecks asmutilated
enrreney to the United States Treasury for
redemption; specify that redeemed checks
in the hands of Postmasters shall e
treated as money and not ns money order
vounehers, and mnke other important
changes,

A SURBSTANTIAL INDOLRSEMENT.

On the general subjeet of the plan pro-
posed in the bill, the Committee nses this
unequivoeal languiage:  “In practical op-
eration your committee believes that the
plan of issuing post check notes would be
simple, and, with lhelpful cooperation on
the part of the departmental officinls,
woulidl easily adapt itself to our govern-
mental methods. 1t is believed that only
by rendering the ordinary paper currency
of small denominations capable of being
transformed into something similar to n
money order can o system of mail remit-
tanees be furnished which conld be consid-
ered as perfeetly accessible to all of our
people. To make the money itself, which
the intending remitter has at hand, thus
convertible, instead of making it necessary
for the remitter to take the money and, by
making a journey of some length, seeure
a means of remittance, would not only
mean an ideal system, bot would also
mean, in time saved to the people, mil-
lions of doliarg in the ageregate annualiy.
There are hundreds of things the farmer
wants to send money for to the store at
the County-seat. Instend of taking n
buggy, at expense of time worth perhaps
geveral dollars to Lim, to go to town to
get some trifling article, he woulid he able
to send the money down and get it back
by mail or through a neighbor.”
BITCATION WIHEN TIE BESSION CLOSED,

MARCH 4.

The bill, as amended, was re-introduced
by Representative Washington Gardner,
of Michigau, and lhe and other members
friendly to the measure made every effort
to have the bill brought ap and passed, but
this was found to be impossible,

In the Senate the amended bill was in-
troduced by Senntor Albert J. Deveridge,
and the sub-committee of which he was
Chairman favored the bill, but, owing to
the congested condition of business in the
Senate, it was found impossible for bim to
secure definite action.

Technically the bill dies with the ses-
gion, but practically it lns advanced to
e stage of a favorable “Iouse report,”
and will no doubt be again promptly in-
dorsed by the same Committee early in
the next session, and thus he plaeed in a
Lighly favorable position for early aetion
in thiat body.

This statement of facts =ets forth an
unusual degree of suceess in a comparn-
tively short time, and this sucecess has
been achieved throungh the hearty efforts
of the press throughont the country, the
representations from business houses and
the pressure from the people generally,
who demand this additional postal econ-
venience. [DPersons familine with the ob-
stacles thrown in the way of new legisla-
tion by Congress will realize the great ad-
vancement made toward the desired goal,

Valunble azsistance i expected in the
coming session from Senator Beveridge,
who is in a position, a8 Chairman of the
sub-committee whiclh has this matter in
charge, to assist materially in putting the
post cheock bill through the Senate, Mr.
Beveridge is firmly of the opinion that the
project is one that offers great advantages
and convenienees to the publie.  “It is
thoroughly right,” he said, “and should be
enacted juto law."

ALTEENATIVE PLANS AND SUGGESTIONS,

It is n conclugive testimoninl to the
wide eirenlation of The Nationnl Tribune,

tand to the intelligent interest taken by its

readers in public affairs, thiat sivee the
publication of my recent article on this
subject in its columns, I have been deluged
with letters giving indorsements, eriticisms
or snggested modifications in bewildering
variety. If I ennnot find time to answer
all these letters, or even to .study out all
the intrieate eombinations proposed, my
esteemed  correspondents must  not  ot-
tribute the failure to intentional discour-
tesy. It is one of my daily drodgeries to
sign my unme to from 400 to GO officinl
letters which I cannot pause to read. To
examine and puss upon the merits of a
fraction of the postal schemes called to
my attention every week would render at-
tention to any other business absolutely
impossible,

One plun suggested by an experienced
Postmaster may be given as a sample:
“I'lie Department to issue a eard to sell
for one cent, print the name of the post-
oftice that orders any on it. The party
wishing to send, say, 50 cents, buys 1 card
and 50 eents’ worth of postage stamps,
which he affixes to the eard and addresses
it to the party Le wishes to send the
amouvnt. The eard is pluced in an en-
velope and also addressed to the same
party. The party receiving the card of
stumps tukes it to auy post-office and gots
Lis amount for it. The Postmaster receiv-
ing or eashing such cards with stamps,
forwards them once a month to Wash-
ington and receives  eredit  for  them.
Suimps to be cancelled only by the De-
partment on their arrival in Washington.”

This deviee, which is simple enough
from the Postiaster’s standpoint, involves
labors and complieations at the Auditor's
Office in Washington, the National buresu
of concentration and accounting, which are
fearful to contemplate. It is these labors
and complications which it is the special
intent and peculiay merit of the post check
eystem to carefully avoid. To fully ex-
plain the complexities which would arise
in “auditing” accounts under tlis plan
woild require several columns; but I may
undertake the tusk sometime pro bono
pubilico.

A BILLION DOLLAR POSTAL SERVICE.

During the eurrent fiseal yenr the nggre-
gite finnncinl tronsactions of the postal
servicy, including the moiey order gystem,
will  exeeed S1,000,000000. Al  these
transactions must be examined by “vouch-
ers” in detail, whether they involve an
item of a million dollars paid to a railway
company for mail teansportation, or a 50-
cent money order. The labors incident to
this accounting all devolve on the Buresu
presided ovér by the Auditor for the Post-
office Department and new employ 600
clerks. These labors increase by the rapid
expangion of our mail systemr, so much
faxter than any other element of our Na-
tional operations, that any messure which
will simplify or reduce them would be,
for that reason alone, entitled, to tha en-

courngement of all who share their bur-
deus and responsibiliti =" :

REUNIONS IN A FAR-OFF LAND.

Ma). Watrous Found Members of the Iron

Brigade and Sons in the Philippines.

Maj. J. A. Watrous, U. 8. A, who is at
present in the Siates, on a leave of ab-
sence, says that he found the Iron Brig-
ade in evidence in the Philippines during
his sojourn there. In speaking of the
old brigade and hig observations abroad
Manj. Watrous said:

“The Iron Brigade comes to the front
nearly everswhere, It has been in Con-
gross, the varions professions, in the rail-
rond world, manufacturing and politieal
life evérywhere, Of those members who
have. been in Congress may be named
Gen. Edward & Brage, Col. Gabriel
Bouck, Adj't Gilbert M Woodward, Gen:
dufus R. Dawes, Col. George G. Symes,
Capt. M. R, Baldwin, Capt. W. IL. Har-
ris and DPrivate John J. Jenkins. But
abont the old brigade in the far-off Phil-
ippines: At one time there were two of
us on dnty there—Maj. W. W. Robinson,
jr.. who was a private in the Tth Wis,
and myself. He was Chief Quartermas-
ter of the Division of the Department of
the South Philippines.

“We had several
unions at Manila last Summer.  We had
not met sinee March 31, 1865, at the
battle of Gravelly Run, near Petersburs,
Va., where Robinson did so finely that
he was rewnrded with an appointment to
Weset Point, and where T had a horse
killed under me amd was invited in a
manner <o emphatic to visit Libby Prison
that I hadue't the heart to decline the
honor, and won a brevet. What a pleas-
ure to meet a member of the olid brignde
in those fur-away islands!

“While in the island I met three fine
voung officers, sons of one of onr old
comendes, the Iate Col. Henry A. Mor-
row, who joined us in command of the
24th Mich. right after Antictam.  All
three of his soldier <ons went to the Phil-
ippines as Lientenants, two in the Regu-
lars and one as a Volunteer. Someone
sngpeested at one time to Col. Morrow,
who for years commanded the 21st Inf.,
that hie send his boye to West Point.  His
prompt reply was: *No, sir; if they want
to he soldicrs they must hegin as 1 did,
in the ranks' The hoys were quick
enough to adopt his snggestion, The more
such officers the better for the army. A
danghter of Cel. Morrow wag engnged to
Lieut. J. J. Baniface, of the 4th Cav.
e went to the Philippines and when he
had heen there a  vear, Mist Morrow
joined him and the marringe was per-
formed ot Manila early in W01

was at the town of Ballayan, Ba-
tangns  Provinece, waiting for a  boaf,
when a young soldier eame up, saluted
and s=aid: ‘I beg vour pardon, but that
hadge on vour wateh chain is so familiar
that I want to know in which regiment
of the Iron Brigade you served.” When
1 told him he replied: *My father was a
member of Co. I3, 19th Ind." IHe wont
away and  rveturned  shortly with  three
mare sons of men who bad served in the
1Mh Ind. And we five Iron Brigade sol-
diers had a splendid reunion right then
and there. One of them told me what his
father said when ke enlisted: *Go, my
boy: for that is what 1 would do if they
would take me)! ‘And my governor told
me I would not he his son if 1 did not
want to go to the Philippines said an-
other, while a third said: *All my father
would say was, “You will be glad you en-
listed” and I am.”

“That was a happy and nnforgetable
hour that I passed with those strapless,
stripeless sons of men whom I had ae-
companied on  mighty [nteresting trips
throngh Virginin, Maryland, anod Pennsyl-
vania quite a spell back. I met several
atlier sons of men whe served in the old
brignde and one grandszon, A large per-
cemtage of the sons and grandsons of the
old soldiers of the "60's, from both North
and South, found their way into the Vol-
mnteer and Regulsy Army  doring the
Spanish-American and DPhilippine wars.
I think it safe to say that more than half
of the rapk and file of both Volunteers
and Regulars were the song or grandsons
of men who served in the Union and
Confederate armies,”

CHINESE NOT STRICTLY MASONS.

But Thelr Ancient Secret Socleties Have
Rites Resembling the Masonic,
(New York Sun.)

The recent installation of a Grand Mnas-
ter of the Chinese seeret orders in the
United States, popularly known as the
“Chinese I'reemasons,” has aroused inter-
est in the question of the nection he-
tween the Chinese secret societies nnd the
Maszonie body.,  Allusions to  “Chinese
Freemasonry™ appear periodieally in the
newspapers, though according to the Cy-
clopedia of Fraternities there is no such
thing as Freemasonry among the Chinese,

The only Masonie lodges in China are in
the foreign concessions at the seaports.
Their membership is composed exclusively
of others than Chinese and they are eon-
ducted under foreign v wits, The rites
of the Chinese secret societies bear gsome
resemblance to those of the Freemasons,
which accounts for the popular supposi-
tion of a connection between the two, The
similavity, though more apparent than
real, is remarkable, in view of the antig-
nity of both and the impossibility of either
to have been patterned after the other,

China is filled with secret societies, most
of which have for their object the over-
throw of the T'sing Dynasty, with a pre-
tended benevolent purpose to veil the po-
litical significance of the organization. The
most powerful of these societios, the Kolao
Hui, numbers more than 1,000,000,

The Cyelopedia of Fraternities contains
an account of an initiation ceremony at n
Chinesze lodge in  Spokane, Wasgh,, at
which four white men, Freemasons, were
present by invitation. The lodge repre-
sented a benevolent branch of the Kolno
Hui. There were reference to the “im-
mortal three,” cirenmambulation, four sta-
tions at which questions were asked and
answers  returned, Kkoeeling on  erossed
swords, tea-drinking, burning incense, a
traditional season of refreshment and signs
in which the head and bands were raised:
yet the Occidental Masons preseat were
unable to detect anything that resembled
the Masonry with which they were fa-
milinr,

The zame anthority gives this account
of the secret signs used by the Trind So-
ciety which was at the bottom of the Tai-
ping rebellion:

“Members alwars halt on entering n
house, and then proceed with the left foot
first. When sitting they place their toes
together and spread their heels apart.
They also recognize one another by the
way they place their tea cups on the table
and the manner in which lll“j’ hiteh their
trousers,  Their motto is "Drive out the
Tartar.'” Treason is punished by lopping
off the ears of n minor offender. The final
punishment is beheading,
