tached

Georgia is clearly shown by the fact that
he decided to command the expedition in
person He indeed regarded this move ¬

ment if successful as a death blow to
the Confederacy and he had no doubt
whatever of its success

He felt certain that he could march
with his army from Atlanta to Richmond
and thus reinforce the Army of the Poto-
mac

It was to Maj Gen George H
Thomas commander of the Department
of the Cumberland that the important

Gen Sherman delegated to Gen

corps with which he designed to move
through Georgia and the Cavalry Divi ¬

sion of Brig Gen Kilpatrick This gave
Gen Thomas tho two divisions under Gen
A-- J Smith then in Missouri but en
route to Tennessee the Fourth and Twenty-t-

hird Corps and all the garrisons in
the Military Division with full authority
to handle these troops in such manner as
in his judgment the exegenciea of the
military situation required

Sherman Gen Thomas had the benefit of
direct correspondence with Gen Grant
and had his assurance of energetic co
operation and support

The result of this order was a complete
paralyzation of all rural industries in the
island and it is estimated that 000000 of
the wretched pacificos starved to death or
died of diseases incidental to starvation
Lest the people would slip away and get
to their homes Weyler ordered every one
of them burned and it was done AAeylcr
tried to keep the newspaper men and wo¬

men out of Cuba He said they wrote
what their passions dictated instead of the
truth Citizens on the slightest pretext
were thrown into loathsome prisons and
left to starve Cattle and horses were
confiscated for the hsp of the Spanish sol ¬

diers Blacker nnd blacker grew condi-
