Court of Appeals sitting at St Paul
have unanimously decided that the merger
by the Noithern Securities Company of
the Northern Pacific and the Great North-

Bailroids was illegal and oid being
in contravention of the Sherman Anti
Trust Law aud subsequent legislation

paragraph

It has been held by the highest judicial
authority iii the Nation and its opinion
has been reiterated in no uncertain tone
that the act applies to interstate carriers
of freight and passengois as well as to all
other persons natural or artificial that
the words in lestiaint ot trade or com-
merce

do not mean in nnieasonable or
partial restraint of trade or commeice but

them to act in concert and fixing the rate
