University Columbus Ohio a collection
of famous woods from which the gavel
was made used in the nomination of Mc
Kinley at Philadelphia June 1 10CO
The gavel for the occasion was made and
presented by Benjamin P Smith o
Nevada Ohio a life long Republican and
admirer of the President and it is through
his generosity that the Archaeoogical So-
ciety

which the original gavel was made
