In April, 1861, the Government of the
United States was, for the purpose of war,
paralyzed. It had mot, practically, an
army to maintain its anthority, apd was
far from being able to attack the “ac-
cessible guarter” of an internal enemy, in
conspiracy over an aren of 733,14 =quare
miles, connectid with a shore line of 25.-
144 miles, a coast line of 3,522 miles, and
an interior boundary of 7,081 miles. Had
the people of the United States throuzh
Congress, been more thonghiful concern-
ing the object of amd necessity for the
military arm. pavalysis would have been
avoided through the availability of a suita-
ble force to crnsh the initial of the rebel-

“1. From the known nssemblage. near
thix city, of mnmerons hostile bodies of
troops, it is evident that an attack opon it
may soon be expecte . In such an event,
to meet and repel the enemy, it is neces
sary that sowe plen of harmonious eo-
operation should be adopted on the part of
all the forees, regular and volunteer, pres-
ent for the defense of the Capital—that
is, for the defonse of the Govermuent, the
peaccable jphabitants of the city, their
property, the public buildings, and public
archives. .

“I1. At the first mement of attack every
regiment, battalion, squadron, and inde-
pendent company will promptly = ibile
at its established rendezvous (in or out
of the public buildings) ready for battle,
and wait for orders,

“II1. The piquets {or advanced gnards)
will stand fast till driven in by overwhelm-
ing forces; but it is expected that those
stutioned to defend bridges—having every
advantage of position—will not give way
till actually pushied by the lmyonet. Such
obstinacy on the parts of piguets so sta-
tioned is alsolutely necessiary to give time
for the troops in the rear to assemble at
their places of rendezvous,

“IV. All advance gnards and piquets
driven in, will fall back slowly to deluy
the advance of the enemy as much as pos-
gible, before repairing to their proper
rendezvous,

“Y. On the happening of an attack, the
troops lodged in tLp public buildings, and
in the Navy Yard, will remain for their
defense, respectively, unless specially or-
dered elsewhere; with the exceptions that
the Tth N. Y. regiment and the Mas-
gachusetts regiment will march rapidly to-
ward the President’s Square for its de-
fense; and the Ihode Island regiment (in
the Department of the Interior) when full,
will make a diversion, by detachment, to
assist in the defense of the General Post-
office Building, if necessary.

Congress assemhled, and by the aets ap-
pProved, respectively, Joly 22 aud 25, an-
thorized the President to aceept 500000
volunteers for three years or the war, Ex-
tended latitnde, as to the aceeplance, was
conferred by the act approved July 31, in
that “previous proclimation” was done
awny with, and that the volunteers were
authorized to be accepied “in such nmm-
bers, from any State or States ¢s jn his
(the President’s) discretion the public ser-
vice may require,”

The recruitment was so  energetically
pressed by the people that on Jan. 1,

142 mien were in aetive service, and on
Ma 31 the nonmber had been inerensed
to G13.813.  With sach a foree—helieved
by the people sufficient to overcome the
rebellion—there were necessarily vist ox-
penditures, and consequently the Govern-
went was pressed to discontinne the re-
cruiting serviee: and it was, on April 3,
discontinned for every Stute—ofticers with
their details joined their respective regi-
ments, amd the public property belonging
to the service was sold. At this time, had
any one said that it wonld require 2,6040,-
(Ki) enlistmients, from first to last, amd an
increase of the volinteer forees, in service
at one time, to LOGODOOO, in order that
armed resistanee to the Government mighit
Le ovarthrown, the assertion would have
been considered as muuking insanity. An
ofticer, with fame now worlid-wide, early
in 1861, urged the calling out of 300,000
men: and more than one person alleged
him to be under a visitation of insanity—
a snbject fit for an ingtitution having for
its abject “the most humane care and en-
lightensd enrtive treatment of the insane
of the Army."”

HMow many readers could tell offhamd
the number of Nationul Capitals  this
country’s Congress has sat in, and give
the names? Not many, probably. Well,
there have been nine of them—Washing-
ton, D. C.; Baltimore and Annapolis, in
Maryland; Trenton and Princeton, in New
Jersey: Philadelphia, Laneastor and York,
in Pennsylvania, and New Yok City,
The first gession of the Continental Con-
gress was held in Carpenter's Hall, Phila-
delphia, Sept. 5, 1574 Thereafter  the
Anerican Congress was for a long time
sowething like the Philippine Congress
while the Intter was dodging the American
trocps—iand for mnch the same reason,
Fearing to remain in Philadelphia after
the defeat on Long Island, Congress went
to Baltimore aud voted George Washing-
ton dictatorial power for six months. Con-
gross returned to Philadelphia two months
later, Feb. 27, 17T77. Lanecaster nud York
got their sessions after the defeat at
Brandywine, Congress again retrenting,
Nine months the lawmakers remained in
York; the news of Burgoyne's surrender
wus received there. Then six months in
New York and another term in Philadel-
phia. Menaced by unpaid troops, Con-
gress went over to New Jersey., Sessions
were held in Princeton College Library.
Annapolis next, where Gen. Washington
resipned his commission. Trenton had a
trinl then, with Henry Lee as President,

THE CATASTROPUHE.

Capt. Sigsbee says that notil the night
of the explosion nothing whatever de-
veloped to show that there was any spe-
cinl need for extreme vigilanee, yer every
sentence of his story shows that he was
on the alert for just such an accident.

“I did not expect she would be bhlown
up. cither from interior or exXierior eaises,
althongh precautions were taken in both
divections.  Nevertheless, T believed that
she conlid be blown up from the ontside,
provided a sufficient number of persons
of evil dispogition, amd with the conven-
jences at hand, were free to conspire for
the purpoese, It wns necessary to trust
the Spanish authorities in great degree for
protection from  withont.” -

Capt, Sigshee says that he wns writing
a letter to his wife at “Taps”—10 min-
ntes after 9 o'cloek, and had id down his
pen to listen to the notes of the bugle,
which were singularly beautiful in the op-
prossive stillness  of  the  night.,  The
warine buglar, Newton, he says, was a
very fine one, and given to adding flowr-

doing his best that fateful night, and
Capt. Sigshee remarked that the echoes
floated buck to the ship with singular dis-
tinctness, repeating the strains of  the
bugle fully and exactly. A half honr
lnter, Newton was dead. The Captain
had completed and was inclosing his let-
ter in an envelope when the explosion
CIITe.

Of this awful moment, Capt. Sizshee
says: “To me, in my position, well aft,
and within the saperstructure, it was a
bursting, rending nand crashing sonnd or
rour of immense volnme: largely metallic
in charncter. It was followed by n sue-
cession of heavy, ominous, metallic sounds,
protably cansed by the overturning of the
contral  superstrncture amd by falling
debris,  There was n trembling and lurch-
ing motion of the vessel, a list to port, aml
n rement of subsidence.  The clectrie
light=, of which there were eight (in the
Captain’s enbin) where 1 was sitting, went

atf,  Then there was intense’ bhlackness
amed smoke,  The situntion could not be
mistiken-—the Maine was blown up and
sinking.”

The Captain groped his way out, and in

the passpgewny enme in violent contact
with “Irivate’” William Anthony, the or-
derly, who  reported  that  the  ship
wis sinking. Anthony did not
sulute, the Captain “says, aml  had
Ihe done so it conld not have been
| seen in the piteh dark of the sagewny.
Capt, Sigshee sayvs that deamatic  effect

| hevaism displayed by Anthony, who did
| his whale duty at great personal risk, at

a time when he might have evaded the
grest danger without guestion.  “He hung
near me with nnflagging zeal and wateh-
fulness that night outil the ship was aban-
doned,” writes the Captain.

He says that he has often feen asked
il he believed that the Maine was hlown
up from the outside, and that his answer
to this is that his first order on reaching
the deck was to post gentries nbhont the
ship. *1 Eknew that the Maine had been
blown up, and I believe that she had been
blown up from the outside. * * = There
was the soumd of many voices from the
shore, snggestive of cheers™

Lieut. Holman related in last week’s
National Tritbune how the officers left the
Maine, Capt. Sigshee last.  Of this sad
chapter in the lite of the ship he loved the
Captain says: “It was a hard blow to be
abliged] to leave the Maine: none of us de-
sired to Jeave while any part of her poop
remained above water. We waited nutil
sntisfied that she was resting on the hot-
tom of the harbor. Lieut.-Commander
Wainright then whispered to me that he
thonght the forwarnd J0-inch magozine hid
been thrown up into the burning material
amidships and night explode at any tinme
with further disastrous effects, He was
then dirveted to get evershody into the

boats, which was done. Virtual-
Iy, all left ‘last.” The fine eonduct of
those who enme under my  observation

that night was conspicunons and tonching.
The hervism of the wonnded men 1 did
not see at the time, but afterward good
reports of their behavior were very com-
won,  The patient way in which they hore
themselves left no doubt that they ndded
new honors to the service when the Maine
went down,”

After looking to the wounded, regnest-
ing that patrol hoats ply abont the vessel,
amd issuing a few other simple orders,
Capt. Sigshee proceeded (o write the me-
marable dispateh which so startled the
world. It was written on a sheet of pa-
per of the New York amd Cuba Mail
Steamship Company, and was ns follows:

“Neewar, Washington, D C.: Muine
blown up in Havana Harbor at 940 to-
night and destroved. Many womnded and
donbitlesg more Killed or deowneid, Wound-
o and others on hoard Spanish man-of-
wir and Ward Line steamers, Senld light-
honse tenders from Key West, for crew
and the few pieces of equipment above
wiater.,  None have clothing other than
that upon him.  Publie opinion should he

suspended until forther report.  All offi-
cers believed to be saved.,  Jenkins and
Merritt not yet aceonnted for.
