At Tacnma I visited a sawmill said to

have a greater capacity than any other in
the United States aud with one excep
tion in Noivva the greatest in the
tvoild It is in fact two sCpaiate mills
covering a wide low flat with docks on
the sound wheie ships can be loaded at
the door of the ards Heie the logs fiom
the camp which we tisited are sawed
They aie dumped from the iaiIronl ears
into ponds of water and held until the
mill is leady to cut them into lumber Mr
Itovce showed me thiough this great es-

tablishment

with its let ices for handling
the enoinious logs of fir and cedar hem-
lock

and spiuce which came to it daily
Neaily etery step in the long process is

pcrfoimcd bv some Iiumaii like machine
Logs weighing many tons are handled
like-- jackstratvs pulled out of the water
w hilled ot er lifted about gripped slabbed
off turned again easily and directed by
the swift and sure judgment of the ex-
pert

savver driven through band saws or
great gang saws cutting 20 boards or
more at once anil finally trimmed to cer-

15 minutes from the time the log enters
the mill it lias been reduced to lumber of
several giades the poor parts hate been
whittled up into lath and shingles the
slabs have been shot out on a great pile
for firewood and the remaining bark
sawdust and refuse have been carried
awav to the-- fno heap This mill cuts
100000000 feet of lumber and 00000000
000 shingles a jear and its product goes
the world over to Australia Hawaii

Success

It was Abraham Lincolns mle to re¬

ceive callers at the White House from 0
until 2 oclock except on dis when the
Cabinet met It was a rule however
more honored in the breach than in the
obseivance Visitors found their vvnv into
his presence from earl morning until late
at night and even his sleeping hours were
not wholly free from their importunities
Late in the da when the weather and
his duties permitted he drove out for an
hours airing Almost invariably some
camp or hospital was the objective point
of the da s ride He was from the first
the personal friend of every soldier he
sent to the-- front and from the-- first also
every soldier seemed to divine as if lj
intuition that he had Mr Lincolns heart
Stories of how the Piesidcnt inferfeied
personally to seeuie some right or favor
for the man afoot with a gun on his
shoulder steadily found their way to the
army and as the war went on and bat-
tle

followed bittlc the wounded soldier
hobbling into the White House became a
sight too familiar to cause icmark None
deputed without cheer or --belli of some
kind mid in all parts of the country lit-
