Counapgs: For many years in has been
the custom of Union veterans of the civil
war to speak of and to refer to their com-
rades as “old soldiers"—a term that never
ghonld have obtained any countenance or
recognition by the veterans. The use of
the term has very greatly detracted from
the honor of the service and often sub-
jocts the veteran to the further indignity
of being called an “old sojer,” a “coffec
cooler,” and sometimes an *‘old stiff"—
all of which for a time was accepted in
a passive and jocular way, until now the
people at large and more especially the
young men have come to speak and think
of the Union veterans of the civil war
with considerable less respect than they
otherwise would if we had been more eir-
cumspect ourselves in the matter of recog-
mition and reference. To-day the Union
veteran is being rapidly, and sometimes
cruelly, made to understand that he is old
—ton old in fact for any service or work
of any kind. This may be troe in many
instonees, but it is not true of the great
majority of the survivors of the great con-
flict.  There are Union velerans to-day
who are robust, hale and strong, both
mmtftlly and physically, and fully quali-
fied in all respects to compete with young-
pr men, yet they are all classed ns old—
¥ino old™—a saving that has become al-
together too common. The Nativnal Gov-
ernment and many of the more patriotic
States have provided by statute that, all
things being equal, the Union veteran shall
be preferred. A few cities have also tak-
en this patriotic view of the matter, but
they are the exception. The more gen.
eral rule is to crowd and elbow the Union
veteran out of the line and back to the
rear. It is vnfair and unjost, but it may
be that we are somewhat at fanlt our-
gclves by our repeated reference to each
other ro- the past 25 years as “old sol-
diers,” ete. It is time it was stopped.
We should stop it among ourselves if for no
other reason than that it implies & growing
indifference to and lack of respect for the
gervice and the eanse. We hear the sol-
