Dunn minor for division of pension of
Charles H Dunn the Pension Bureau
rejected the application on the ground that

pensioner is not chargeable with deser-
tion

It is the legal duty of the parent to
provide for the maintenance of his minor
child Such is the rule of the common law
and the English and American statutes

The father is primarily liable for the
maintenance of his minor child and when
through his own fault he is deprived of
its custody his liability in that regard is
not discharged although the rule is other-
wise

LEGITIMACY Or CniLRREN VOID MAB
BIAGE

In the pension case of guardian of mi-
nors

of Harvey Perkins colored the Pen ¬

sion Bureau held that the evidence failed
to show that the minors are the legiti
mate children of the soldier as the death
or divorce of the mother of the children
from her first husband had not been
shown The decision on appeal from this
holding says Asst Secretary Miller May
2G 1903

Accoinpanjing the papers in this case
3 the following from the chief officer of

the Law Division of the Bure13
The action of the Bureau in rejecting

the claim upon the ground that the minors
were not the legitimate children of the sol-
dier

and the law applicable thereto has
been exhaustively considered by the De-
partment

¬

in the case cf the alleged minors
of Jonas W Pulver 10 P D 227

The Pulver case came from the State
of Wisconsin where tlie statute relating
to the legitimacy of a child born of a void
marriage is identical with that of tho State
of Missouri and is as follows

The issue of all marriages decreed
null iu law or dissolved by divorce shall
be legitimate

The Department held in that case that
the minors of such a marriage were un
questionably legitimate under that statute
But the question of o pensionable status
of said minors was quite another matter

That ilie title of minors to a pension
depended upon the title of their mother
If she has no title to a pension it was
impossible for er children to have title
claiming it to be impossible to successfully
claim a right through a title that never
could have existed

This case has been in effect overruled
the Department holding more recently that
tho minor of a soldier had title to a pen-
sion

¬

in his own right not depeudeut upon
imt independent of tho mothers title

That it is of right in himself and the
basis thereof is Is he the legitimate child
of tho soldier See cases of minors of Al-
len

¬

B Picrson mid James U Graves 13
P D 143 and 151

The minors title not being dependent
upon the mothers his source of title must
be in the father and comes directly from
IJm

I If it is to bo presumed in this case
tfcat the marriage of these parents was

not legal even in that event these minois
aro tho legitimate children of the soldier
because they are mado so Dy provision of
the statute of the State of Missouri from
where tho case comes and where they were
bom and still reside

Tho court held in tho case of Joseph
S Buchanan v Adeline Harvey 35 Mo
27G in a case whore a father had chil
dren by two different Indian women that
tlicy were legitimate and could inherit his
property that the statute precludes the
necessity of inquiring into tho legitimacy
of the children

The Supremo Court of that State in an-

other
¬

case said upon an issuo of legiti-
macy

¬

the inquiry is limited to tho mere
fact of a marriage de facto Lucy John ¬

son v Administrator of John W Johnson
deceased 30 Mo 72

In tho case of Dyer et al v Brannock
GG Mo 391 it was held under the same

statute tliat children born of illegal mar-
riages

¬

could inherit and transmit by nt

the same as if born of a lawful mar
riage

In the case of Green v Green et al
120 Mo 17 it is declared where the de-

fendant
¬

married tho decedent in good
faith believing him competent to enter
into such contract their children aro legiti-
mate

¬

under the statute though atthe time
of the marriage he had a wife living such
children being capable of inheriting

It is clear that the law of tho State of
Missouri has made the minor claimants in
this case the legitimate children of the
soldier

The action of the Bureau in rejecting
the claim of the guardian of tho minor
children of Harvey Perkins deccased is
accordingly hereby reversed and the pa-
pers

¬

in the case are herewith returned for
further adjudication upon the holding that
said children aro the legitimate children
of Uie soldier

VETERINARr SURGEON PENSIONABLE
STATUS

In the general law pension case of the
widow of Michael J Treacy late Veteri-
nary

¬

Surgeon Sth TJ S Cav the Pension
Bureau held that the claimant was not en-
titled

¬

to pension claimants husband not
having been an enlisted man or officer in
tho United States service but served as
a civilian employe The decision on ap
peal irom this holding says Ass t secre
tary Miller May 2G 1903

Congress created tho office of Veteri
nary Surgeon and under the Regulatiuns
of tho Army tho Secretary of War is au
thorized to appoint the officer hence an ap
pointment thus made may be readily dis-
tinguished

from a contract letween the
Secretary of War and a civilian

After a careful review of all the facts
in this case in connection With the laws
creating the office held by Michael J
Treacy at the time of his death tho De-
partment

is of the opinion that ho was not
a civilian employee as indicated in the
official action of rejection of this claim
but an officer within tho meaning of para ¬

graph 1 section 4G93 Revised Statutes of
the United States

Tho papers aro herewith returned for
readjudication Rejection reversed

flanks as the Cossacks hovered upon the
flanks of the Grand Army of Napoleon on
its retreat from Moscow and how few
years remained to tlioso who had partici
pated in that great struggle and who
again and probably for the last time
marched tho streets of tho National Cap-
ital

saved with their lives and if that thought
of the living impressed me who that saw
it could forget or be oblivious of that un-
