A Gigantic Snlt Instituted Acalnit Million
aire Bobbers at tie Instance of the Inte
rior Department
The Department of Justice has opened

suit against the Amalgamated Copper
Company of Montana to recover over
2000000 alleged to have been realized

out of a gigantic timW robbing raid of
the late Marcus Daly In addition to
the Amalgamated Copper Company the
other defendants iiamid are the Bitter
Root Development Company the Ana-
conda- Copper Mining Company Margaret
P Daly executrix of Marcus Daly John
R Toole William W Dixon William
bcallon and Daniel J Hennessey In con
junction is a suit against Senator W A
Clark of Moutna and William Cobban
who are accused of fraudulent entry on
large tracts of timber It is believed that
the President is behind this revival of the
suit which was begun several years ago
but not pressed by Attorney Rogers who
was unduly intlueuced zy the Amalgamat
ed Copper Company to keep the case from
coming to triI special United Mates At-
torney Fred A Maynard has been de
tailed to conduct the suit and some emi
nent counsel hac been associated witn
him The bill of complaint alleges that in
1S90 Marcus Daly in pursuance of the
plan to steal timber from the Government
domain in wotcrn Montana organized the
Bitter Root Development Company with
headquarters at Hamilton and in a little
while stripped tho valley which is from 50
to 75 miles long and from one to six miles
wide of its immensely valuable forests of
pine hr and hardwood realizing an im-
mense

profit from their robbery They
carried on their operations formanv ears
furnishing timber to the miners and other
purchasers I hey made contracts with a
large number of men who depredated on
other portions of the Government domain
Daly represented to them that he had
authority from the Government to cut the
tnnlier In older to throw the Govern
ment officials off the track Dalv organ
ized a number of corporations with various
titles hut they all had the same purpose
Finally all their property was transferred
to the Anaconda Copper Mining Com
pany which continued the work of timber
destruction until Daly s death in New lork
in YHKK He leaves an estate of 512
000000 of which it is alleged a large part
was realized out of the timber stolen in
western Montana The people of Mon ¬

tana are much interested in tlie prosecu ¬

tion of the suit and arc being assured
both by the Interior Department and the
Attorney Generals Department that it
will be pushed to a conclusion
