THE EXAMINING-SURGEONS.
According te the Commissioner of Pen-
gion's report there were last year 1,377
Examining Boards, of three Burgeons
each, making a total membership of 4,131:
and there were 93 single Burgeons and
189 specinlists, making a total of 4.413.
The amount appropriated for the pay-
ment of these was $800,000, which was
£102,604 less than the actual expenditure
for the yoar ending June BO, 1901, and
much less than the avernge expenditires
for a perind of years previous. In 1802
the average earning of these Surgeons
was S178 per eapita, and in 1803, with the
reporis not all in the average earning
was §164. Of course very many of the
Surgeons et eomparatively little, but on
the other hand many of them have a very
handsonte adidition to their professional
incomes derived from the fee of §2 per
case esamined. A pasition on the Exam-
ining Board is a coveted appointment, and
eagerly sonught, The Pension Burean is
evidently trying to get rid of these
Bonrds, and there has been a revival
with modifications, of the old scheme of
making travelling boards, which will go
from place to place and examine appli-
cants at stated times. In hig report the
(ommissioner strongly recommends this,
saying:

“1 recommend a different method of
cxamining applicants for pension. The
present ‘system is A most uncertain, ex-
pensive, and unsatisfnetory method. The
system is linble to outside control and polit-
ical dictation, and generates an enornions
amonnt of politienl friction.

“Those who are examined for di=abili-
ties desire to have the very best medical
knowledge which is nttainable. The path-
ological sequences of many diseases and
disabilities are so obzeure and remote that
they can only be detected by careful ex-
amination conducted by those of learning
and experience,  The Government needs
protection as well.

“] spggest hoards constituted of experts
under Civil Service rules who should go
from place to place on fixed days, giving
examinations and receiving testimony re-
garding the condition of the applicants and
making reports thereon. The territory
could be divided into cirenits and the
Board serve outside of the States of their
damicile,”

The Commissioner submits his idea of
the change in a bill to be presented to
Congress at the coming session. The bill
authorizes the Commissioner to appoint
GO0 Surgeons, to make examinations of ap-
plicants and claimants, Of these 100 shall
be taken from a list furnished by the Civil
Service Commission, and they shall be di-
vided into traveling boards of two mem-
bers cach, The United States and Terki-
tories, exclniling Alaska, shall be divided
into 50 districts. The Commissioner shall
designate 500 convenient and necessible
places in the United States which shall
be the poiuts for holding examinations,
