The 66th 111. was organized at St. Louis,
Mo., in November and December, 1861, to
serve for three years. Patrick E. Burke,
a Regular officer, was Colonel, but died
May 19, 1864, of wounds received at Rome
Crossroads. The non-veterans were mus-
tered out upon the expiration of their ser-
vice, and the remaining members were
mustered out July 7, 1865. Andrew R.
Campbell was Lieutenant-Colonel com-
manding the regiment at its muster-out.
It lost six officers and 73 men killed in
action, and 148 died of disease.—EDITOR
