The State
Dining Room, which is an almost regal
apartment as it now stands, and is the only
room in the White House which does not
slap you in the face with its crudeness of
coloring, was all in white and red for the
occasion. The great State table was half
moon in shape, and its vast expanse of
white linen was staked off with plats of
huge red carnations, between which very
tall, slender cut-glass vases stood, holding
bouquets of long-stemmed white roses. The
silver candelabras were capped with red.
and boutonnieres and corsage bouquets or
carnations and roses lay at each plate, 80
in all. Mrs. Roosevelt was in white bro¬
cade and old lace, and Miss Alice Roose¬
velt came home, long enough to appear at
the dinner in white lace over pale blue
satin.

The Marine Band, a big splotch of red
in the bare white of the great marble
hall, played some very fine selections, and
of course, the menu, like all the menus
at the White House, was very fine also.
But Cabinet dinners are dreary things at
best. The same men, the same women, the
same old colors on the tables, the same old
meats and sweets and tours to eat, with
the same old wines, to wash them down,
and there you are. About six of these!
during the Winter season at the White
House, and then each member of the Cab¬
inet gives a dinner to the same old crowd
in the same old way, and thus official
society travels in the same old half-bushel.

The Oreat Yukon.
Only a few geographers and travelers

realize the greatness of the Yukon. It is
one of the mighty streams of the conti¬
nent, having a length of about 2,400 miles,
of which 1,300 miles are in Alaska. It is
navigable by steamer for over 2,000 miles,
and in both Winter and Summer is tne
great natural highway of travel through
the interior of Alaska. Exploration has
naturally started from its banks and de¬
velopment has centered along its course.
The city of Dawson, in Canadian terri¬
tory, is the most important settlement on
the Yukon, and the traffic of the river
consists largely of freight to this point.
The steamers plying on the Yukon.in
1808 and 1899 tney numbered nearly 100-.
have up to the present time depended for
fuel on wood cut and piled on the river
hanks. A few of the river steamers now
burn coal altogether; others burn both
coal and wood. Up to the present time
wood hns been easily obtainable near the
river bonks, but since the timber of the
Yukon is small and of slow growth, the
supply is limited, and the wood cutters
have been obliged year after year to bring
the wood a greater and greater distance
to the river. Coal mineajiave been operat¬
ed at a number of points. Those in opera¬
tion during 1902 are located at Five Fin-
Ser Rapids and Cliff Creek, both in Cana-
ian territory, and at several points near

Nulato, in American territory. This coal
has been burned with varying success by
Yukon River steamers.

Senator Penrose, of Pennsylvania, In¬

troduced in the Senate last week a bill to
close the mailt against any competition or
contest involving the award of prizes
based upon the relative accuracy of
guesses or estimates, and also amendingin other particulars Section 8804, Revised
Statutes. This bill waa drafted by the
Law Division of the Post Office Depart¬
ment, and naturally may be considered the
result of abuse of guessing contests, cer¬
tain publications having conducted under
the guise of a "contest" what may reallybe considered a lottery; that is, chances
were sold outright at so much a chance,the purchaser paying a stipulated sum for
lib guess and receiving nothing in return,if that guess did not happen to make a
winning. In the Middle West at times
such competitions have reached enormous
proportions.The introduction of the bill, however,does not by any meant insure its enact¬
ment. Of the thousands of bills introduced
st each session, probably not 10 per cent,become laws. Bills agaiust guessing contests have been introduced at other sessions of Congress, referred to the Committee on Post Offices and Post Roads, andthat is the last heard of them. In any[case, it may safely be said that provi¬sion will be made for the clearing up of
any contests that are now running. Anamendment has already been suggested tothe bill, that would make it effective onJuly 1. 1904. Even should the bill in its
present shape go through during this ses¬sion of Congress, it will be discretionarywith the Poet Office Department to makesuch regulations that no embarrassmentwould result to publications having onhand a contest of this character.Until some law is enacted guessing con¬tests are legitimate and will have the fretuse of the united States mailt at hereto¬fore, the decision of the Attorney-Generalof tat United Stattt being that tuoh con-tetts art not lotteries, bat art batedthe skill and judgment of the eon

iana." This will be news to most histo¬
rians, who have never understood that allthis territory was ever under the owner¬ship of any one man, or any one King even.The story goes on to say that Col. Coxe
was horn in 183d in Rutherford, N. C.,
grew up a local Sampson^ standing over
six and a half feet high, and weighing 250
pounds, and that he waa expected to per¬form prodigies in the war, which he en¬
tered with great spirit, as he was sn ar¬
dent Secessionist raising a regiment and
leading it to the field. After he had been
there a year or ao, eome property he hadin Pennsylvania was in danger of beingconfiscated, and he received permissionfrom Jeff Davis to leave the rebel armyand go North. He hired a man to take his
place in the rebel army, however, went
to Pennsylvania, where he was drafted into
the Union army, and not wanting to fight,hired another substitute to take his place.Tbe situation became so complicated that
he left the country and went to Paris,where he lived till after the war. Both of
his substitutes proved good soldiers, and
fought till they were both killed, and Col.
Coxe was troubled with the thought that
they had killed one another, and that he
waa responsible for both their deaths. It
is possible that they might have killed
one another, because the regiments in
which they were were opposed In the fight
in which they met their deaths. This makes
quite a story, but the chief blemish that
we find upon it. is that nowhere in the
Confederate records can be found the name
of such a man as CoL Frank Coxe.

erated by the grasses that cover them aa
a mat. The amoke of a thousand battle¬fields has long since been blown away, butthe country prospers to-day and ths Na¬tional Government continues to exist onlybecause of the sacrifices msde, the suffer¬ings endured snd the heroic and costly vic¬
tories achisved in that conflict by the menwho went to the front when the reelingcountry, staggering under the firee of adetermined rebellion, called for volunteers
to preserve it I was in the 22d Ky.#which waa of the Third Brigade, Morgan'sDivision, Thirteenth Corps.Sherman attacked Chickasaw . Bluffs,Miss., not waiting for Grant's arrival fromMemphis, which resulted in his repulse.In the attempt to carry ChickasawSights by storm the 22d Ky. suffered se¬
verely. Many were killed, very many were
wounded. I waa among the latter. The
charge was made through a rain of shot
and shell. Our men could not keep to-
gether; commands of officers could not beheard because of the roar and confusion.
The men became panic-stricken under the
circumstances.
' I waa wounded in the left arm, but
scarcely realised the seriousness of thewound at the time.
A retreat waa ordered, but I did not

know it. I saw that if I was not in a
hurry about getting away I stood a goodchance of going to a rebel prison, and I
struck out to take care of number one.
Already the rebels were coming forward,but they were repulsed or checked by our

batteries by a continual shelling. I made
good my retreat and rejoined the regimentin bivouac, and waa soon ordered to the
field hospital, where I waa put under treat¬
ment by the Surgeons. I was sent aboard
the hospital boat belonging to Gen. Sher¬
man's fleet I waa sent to New FoundryHospital and was reduced to a low ebb
through loss of blood.
When I first went sboard the hoepitalboat 1 was without any uniform for myhead, having lost my cap in my hasty re*

tirement from the field, but they gave me
a hat
The mornipg after I went aboard I was

standing on the bow of the boat, viewingthe surroundings, when I heard consid¬
erable commotion, and looking up the stai^
way I saw a large man kicking men rijrht
and left.like a man-shaped cyclone. He
was shaking things up.or down.consid¬
erably! I found out the cause later. A
number of skulkers from the battlefield
had white stripe tied around their arma
and were acting the part of nurses, and
the Surgeons discovered the shuTn. After
kicking those fellows down stairs the
man came rapidly up to me, look{ng at me
so that I expected him to deal me the same
kind of help to get o.erboard. I thought
he surely would kick me into the Yazoo!
But after 6taring at me, but asking no
uestiona, he turned and walked away.
afterward learned that he was Snrgeon

General of the Corps. After arriving at
Memphis I became so weak that 1 could
scarcely walk.

I returned to my command in the Rprine
of 1863, and helped capture Yicksburg. I
was mustered out at Louisville.
