Now, if the records show that you
were disabled in a pensionable degree upon
your first medical examination, your claim
would have been allowed at that time, so
an attempt to reopen the claim or get re-
rating would be useless, as it would b*1
impossible for you to controvert the offi¬
cial report of the Board of Medical Ex¬
aminers to the satisfaction of the Medical
Referee of the Pension Office.

T. P. C.,.Philomath, Ore..The rates for
pension on account of age are $0 per
month at the age of 02 years, and increas¬
ing until $12 per month is allowed at the
age of 70 years. In no case are these
amounts added to the rate because of in¬
ability to earn a support by manual labor.

R. O. A., Seymour. Iowa..A pensioner
at $X per month. 02 years of age, by ap¬
plying for pension under rule No. 78, has
the privilege of surendering $2 per month
of the pension he is now getting and ac¬
cepting the $0 per month under the rule:
or, he may refuse the new certificate and
retain his $8 per month.
