bill increasing the rate for total blindness
and many private pension bills. Kvery
bill introduced in Congress is referred
to some committee, and there remains
until the committee reports it to the
House or Senate. Such bills as have not
he-Mi reported by the Committees at the
time of final adjournment.i. e., at the end
of the term.are dead.

H. C. A., S. Dak..If a soldier applies
for ami is granted pension under Act of
June 27. whether for age or disabil¬
ity. he does not surrender any rights
which may be his under general pension
laws.

J. G. F.. Danburg. Conn..There are

practically two pension laws: one of July
14. 1NG2. which grants pension for disa¬
bilities of service origin, and rates are
from $0 to $100 per month; the other,
the Act of June 27. 181)0. which grants
pensions for disabilities not of service
origin, but which are not caused by
vicious habits, and are permanent in char¬
acter. at rates from $0 to $12 per month.

111..It is impossible to name
them, but any disabilities which are ad¬

If a soldier fails or neglects
to state that his disabilities were of serv¬
ice origin when he applies for pension, it
does not prevent his widow from proving
that the cause of his death was disability
contracted in service and in line of duty.
3d. We are unable to give the rules of
all the State Soldiers' Homes: you should
"write to the Governor of the Home in
.which you are interested.

X. B. B.. Mass.. If a pensioner dies af-
ter his check has been issued for payment
of voucher, ami before the check is re-
ceived, that check is valid payment for
current quarterly pension. The pensioner's
heirs or administrator should send the
check, with proof of death of the pen¬
sioner. to the Auditor for the Interior De¬
partment. Washington. I). C.. who will
make arangeinents that the check be paid
to the person qualified to receive the
money.

Ohio..If a pensioner does not
execute his voucher for three years, he is
suspended, and no further payment will be
{nude until the pensioner has applied for
and rceeived restoration.

J. It. B., X. Y..Your failure to com-

Iirehend the application of Rule 7K doubt-
ess arises from your apparent efforts to
make a new law of it. when in fact it is
not. The law of June 27. iKJMi. authorizes
the granting of pensions from $0 to $12
per month for disabilities not of service
origin.Joit not the result of vicious habits.
Rule 7S recognizes the fact that age is
such a disability, and determines the rates
.which shall be given to it "at four stages. !
It does not annul the right to prove a
greater disability than age alone produces,
nor is age rate to !>e added to any other
rate which mav he given for another cause.

A. W.. Ohio..Kvery pension law
specifically states that it «hall be executed
'"according to sifch rules ami regulations
as the Secretary of the Interior may pro-
vide, and one of these rules is that claim-
ants for pension under t^e general law
must have a hospital record or furnish
proof of medical treatment while in service
and immediately following the allege<| in¬
jury or at the time of the alleged disease.
If your disability was incurred before you
were commissioned, your rate of pension
would be that of an enlisted man; if you
have proved that it was incurred subse¬
quently to your muster as Lieutenant, you
should apply for rerating because of rank.

J. NY.. Colo..The widow of a soldier
who is carried on the record as a deserter
is not entitled to a pension under any law.

K. M., Mich..The rote of pension to
which you are entitled for almost total
blindness depends entirely upon its cause,
If if_ is of service origin, the rate might
be $72: it otherwise, it is $12 per month.

G. A. W.. I'a..If your claims had been
such as was covered by pension or bounty
laws they would have been allowed. The
fact of their rejection was evidence that
there was no law to warrant their ap-
»roval. There has been no change in such
aws. ami you may obtain increase of pen¬
sion as your inability to perform manual
labor becomes greater.

SAVINO THE UNION.
A Missouri Han at Last Meekly Confesses

that He Did it.
Editor National Tribune: I have

been reading to-day some very interesting
yarns J>y old veterans of the eivil war.
From tiiese stories I gather facts that
convince me that I was not the only man
in the army. But while there were some
other pretty good men in the service, I
want to say that I was no Spring chicken
myself. I am the man who struck Pat
Murphy. I was born April 117, 1S47. Gen.
Grant was horn on the 127th day of April,
too, but several years 'before I was. How¬
ever, he «]i«l not amount to much until
after I was born; nor did he capture
Vieksburg until after I went into the
service. Because of my presence in the
army Grant was ena'bled to whip Lee and
finally capture him at Appomattox. With
my very efficient aid Mr. Lincoln was able
to preserve the Union and free the nigger.
I have sung ''Marching Through Georgia"
more than 1,000 times, though I never
inarched through that great State in my
life. I was a member of Co. C, 7th Kan.
('av., and killed as much time and as few
rebels as any man in the service. I never
did steal "either a hoopskirt, a grindstone
or a sawmill; but 1 have seen many men
who did steal all of these useless articles.
I may have, in a moment of passion or
appetite, stolen a chicken or a mule.
but I only did it as a military necessity,
and to prevent the property from falling
into tlie hands of the enemy. Being now-
old, and knowing that my days are nearly
numbered, I desire to confess that down
in Tennessee in 1804 I picked up a hive
of bees and started off with it. thinking
that the bees were not at home; but after
going a few rods I discovered that all the
colony were very much at home; I there¬
fore hastily set the hive down and
marched on in the direction of Nashville,
which city I quietly captured, ami went
into camp there. Nashville did not inter-
l>ose as serious obstacles to my onward
march as did that colony of bees. Those
bees took a temporary ahojle in my jacket
sleeve, my pants legs and the doubl^seat
of my cavalry trousers did not sufficiently
protect my rear from vicious assaults. I
made a very great mistake when I took
off my hat and assaulted the bees with it.
as that movement gave the bees an oppor¬
tunity to take possession of inv hair, and
with their heaviest bayonet^pierce the
top of my head. After the battle with the
colony of bees was over I devoutly
thanked CJod that my life was spared so
that I could continue my work of saving
the Union. If the reikis had fought half
as bravely and effectively as did that
colony of bees, the South would have
whipped us in li» days. Those bees not
only put me to flight, but stampeded the
whole company and caused the Captain's
horse to throw him at least 10 feet
straight up. from which elevation he came
down with a dull thud on the flat of his
back. The Captain never found out what
was the matter with his horse, but sup¬
posed that he had received some good
news which made him feel coltish.

Being of modest disposition, this is the
first time I have ever felt called upon to
tell of my bravery and efficiency as a sol¬
dier. and of the great service 1 rendered
the Union during the war of the rebel¬
lion..W. Jones, Jopiiu.

NANCE AND MANN.
The Reprieve of Two Condemned Bush¬

whackers.
Editor National Tribune: In the

early months of ISTm. while at Tullahoma.
Tenn., with my regiment, 4'Jd Mo., two
men, Nance and Mann by name, were con¬
demned to death for bushwhacking and
murder, and were to be hanged. The gal¬
lows was built and the two men were
taken out of the stockade and marched,
under an escort of soldiers, to the placeof execution, just west of town, and were
placed upon the scaffold and given time
to make a last talk before being lanched
into eternity. One of them had stood upand made quite a talk, declaring his in¬
nocence, when a man on horseback has¬
tily made his way among the guards,
bearing a reprieve from the commanding
officer at Nashville and ordering the two
uien to be sent there under guard. They
were marched back to the stockade and
that afternoon they were put aboard the
cars and sent to Nashville. The men had
been tried by a court-martial, and (ien.
Milroy had approved the sentence and
ordered them executed. Who. or what
General countermanded the order and re¬
prieved them I never knew. With the
passing of the years since that time I
have often wondered what became of
Nance and Mann after reaching Nashville.
Can any comrade tell?
The men had their homes among the

hills of the Cumberland Mountains, so I
understand. Perhaps they have relatives
left who could give the desired informa¬
tion. if the men are dead. I had a
brother-in-law who was one of the guards
that marched with the Vondemned uien to
the gallows, and stood by and heard the
one talk who declared he was innocent.
The other one remarking "So am I." We
all felt relieved when the reprieve came.
We could face danger in other forms and
feel iy» compunction if we had to take
life, but the idea of a hanging was too
much f«»r the bravest of us..W. W.
