PENSION POINTERS.
Inquiries Answered and Sugges¬

tions Made.

A. D., Tenn..The Act of June 27,
1890. specifically states that pensions
granted under that act shall begin at
the date of tiling application therefor. If
the widow referred to filed a claim and
namod her minor children as co-claimants
with her, it would probably have been
rejected as to her but allowed as
to the children. If the children are still
under 10 years they may file a claim
through their legal guardian, and obtain
pension from the date of filing their ap¬
plication.

B. C. W.. Wis..-If the period of
widowhood existed prior to the passage
of the Act of June 27, 1800, there is no

pensionable status of the widows, because
claims under that law, when allowed,
must be from date of filing of the claim,
and at the present time she can not file
a claim because she is not the soldier's
Widow.

C. \V. T., Ohio..The fact of a legal
marriage, not the time when it was solem¬
nized. must be shown in a claim for
widow's pension under the general law.

L. I>. E., Mass..No increase of pension
is ever given because of age or any other
disability except upon application duly at¬
tested and approved "by the Commissioner
<of Pensions. The Pension Bureau is now
allowing these claims at a very rapid rate,
and comrades should try to be patient.

.L L., Mass..The Act of March 2,
makes the minimum amount to be

paid for invalid pensions $0 per month.
If the pensioner to whom you refer was

paid but $8 upon his last voucher, there
¦was an error, or. you do not give all of
the facts. No pension can be reduced
without 30 days' notice to the pensioner,
during which time he may refute any
^barges made against him.
H. H. S., New York..If the soldier

died from disabilities contracted while he
was in the army, his widow is entitled to
pension; but if death was due to any other
cause, she is not pensionable, because she
was married to him after June 20. 1890.
If he had a claim for increase pending at
the time of his death, his widow may com¬
plete it.

G. O., New Jersey..If a pensioner de¬
serts his wife for more than six months,
leaving her in necessitous circumstances,
she may obtain "one-half-* of his pension
upon making proper proof to the Commis¬
sioner of Pensions.

J. E. W., Ky..The IT. S. has no power
to regulate fee charges of any but U. S.
officers. State and County officials are en¬

tirely outside of Federal jurisdiction, and
are controlled only by State laws in the
matter of fee charges.

J. H. P.. Iowa..When a soldier is
pensioned under law of 1800. and a cer¬
tificate is issued to him at $12 per month,
lie can not obtain an increase under the
last named law because $12 is the limit;
but he may apply for increase under the
general law. and if his disabilities of serv¬

ice origin entitle him to more than $12
per month, a new certificate nnder the
general law will be issued to him.
