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BULL BEAR.
A Notcd Chief Prevents the Massacre of
Unarmed Soldiers.

Bull Bear, a sub-chief of the Cheyennes.
along in 1866-67, was considered a formid-
able autagonist and bore an uncn\'illi)}f
reputation as a marawder. He was m-
cluded in the forces thar received well
merited chastisement at the hands of Gen
Custer at the battle of the Washita, and
was a wily old fellow of great inlelligvm‘c_.
and, on one occasion at least, displayed
diplomatic qualiities, refraining from hos-
tilities when he bad troops at his merey
and when a massacre would have followed
the signal. The following brief account
of the affair might be of interest to read-
ers who were on the frontier in those days.

July 1, 1866, a detachment of recrui_t:a
was sent from Fort Harker, Kans, in
a defenseless condition, consisting of about
120 men and an escort of eight mouut-:ld
troopers from the 2d U. S. Cav. with six
mule teams; all under command of Lieut
Jas. T. Peale, 2d U. 8. €av. Lieut
Grugan, of the same regiment, was also
on duty to conduct the detachment to IMort
Laramie. and this the first duty for these
officers after appointment from the volun-
teers, where they both held high rank
and had seen much service of an alto-
gether different nature. 1 believe that ne
explanation has bren given as to why this
party was turned loose upon the prairie
with hostile Indians in every direction.
almost entirely unarmed; but soon after
the march it became known that the en-
tire rosponsibility therefor was vested
the person of the commanding officer of
the post from whence they started, and
whose identity it is unnecessary to estab-
lich at this late day, he having been ex-
onerated from blame, subsequently, by a
court of inquiry whose findings bore the
marks of whitewash.

For miles we proceeded through that|

country—now covered
with towns and villages—that intervenes
between middle Kansas and the Platte,
shaping our course north by west, follow-
ing an old trail. On the 15th we broke
camp ai an early hour on a small tributary
of the Republican River, and followed the
trails over fertile prairie land that rose
and fell in gentle undufations like ocean
waves. No hostiles had been seen to date,
and no fear seemed to exist that we would
be attarked, although in no condition to
defend ourselves,-owing as formerly stated,
to lack of arms. At 11 a. m. of the 2lst
with a cloudless sky and dense haze, away
to the northwest could be seen approach-
ing a large body of men, who were at first
supposed to be soldiers. we being deceived
by the glistening of poles or spears that
bore a resemblance to gun-barrels. Quick-
ly undeceived, we saw that a large body
of Indians were surrounding us, which
they quickly proceeded to do, adopting
their usual tactics of branching to the
pight and left until they had formed a semi-
gircle around the command.

The Chief, Bull Bear, standing on the

posite side of a ravine, proce to
plant a pole in the soft earth, which sig-
nified a desire to parley, and what followed
was most unusual in the history of troops
on the plains. Lieuts. Peale and Grugan,
both from the East, were recent appeint-
mentis, en route to join their regiment.
These officers had held high rank in the
volunteer cavalry, and although new to
frontier life and Indian warfare, they dis-
played those qualities requisite in an offi-
cer of the army, and were cool and col-
lected. using skill and judgment in pre-
venting a panic among raw recruits and
making every exertion to compel the team-
sters to mount their saddle mules, which
they were inclined to abandon. The In-
dians, drawing nearer, soon hemmed us in,
and it was seen that they were a remarka-
ble band, and in after vears I never saw
them equalled. Their ponies were in good
condition, nearly all spotted in color, and
that they were permanently moving south
was proved by the fact that they had
squaws and yonng bucks with them, and
w dragging their tepee poles.

Every adult Indian possessed a rifle,
which many had not taken the trouble to
remove from a good case of deer hide that
covered them, and each young buck was
armed with bow and arrows, which they
constantly fingered during the interview.

The corpulent Chief remained almost
silent. but the talking-machime of the band
was the “Medicine Man,” the most vil-
lainous-looking aborigine that ever mounted
a pony. Extremely aged in appearance,
elad in a ragged buckskin suit, with his
long gray hair flying in the wind, he
approached the officers excitedly gesticulat-
ing, shook his fist in their faces, and turn-
ing to Bull Bear appeared to be insisting
that the massacre should begin at once:
but riding to the front,” that wily old fel-
low made a firm show of authority, order-
ing the “doctor” to desist, evidently tell-
ing him to “go way back and sit down,”
and we had reason to hope that he had
abandoned the idea of wiping us out. The
situation was spoken of subsequently as
ludicrous, yet it required nerve in the early

part of the meeting for unarmed men teo/

stand with composure and listen to the
frantic appeals of the *“Medicine Man”
while nearly all were apparently making
reparations for an attack. While will-
ng to take the chances with a cavalry-
man's weapons and properly armed, I felt
helpless with an unserviceable Colts re-
volver that had seen its best day long
prior to Lee's surrender. From 11 a. m.
to 5 p. m. of this bright day they held
us in custody on the prairie, the Chief
erying at intervals for “shug” “cuff,” and
being at bis mercy, our rations, with the
exception of salt horse, were quickly trans-
ferred by the Commissary-Sergeant to his
care. U'p to this time he had been
mounted, but new dismounting and tgk-
ing a bundle from the saddle, seated him-

self Ipllian fashion and slowly untied it,
removing rag afrer rag until the center
was reached, from which he took an offi-

cial-looking document. opened it with a
flourish and presented it to the command-
ing officer. This paper partially explained
his friendly attitude, it proving to be an
indorsement of old Bull Bear ag a good
Chief. by Col Baynadier, in command at
Fort Laramie, who, following the préced-
ent established at some other posts, had
actually given him some condemned guns
npd a quantity of ammuniton to destroy
his enemies with, after a grand pow-wow
in which Bull Bear professed great love
for the white man, especially for those
who wore the blue. At about 5 P- m. an
immense herd of buffaloes was grazing not
far to the west. and a buek and squaw
. loped to the herd. With great skill they
singled out a young bull, detached him

from the rest, and proceeded to drive the

animal toward the column wunti) directly

at a low ebb, and some suffering was in
store for us. The general direction of the
tributaries on which we expected to camp
was west, they flowing into the Repub-
lican River and Smoky Hill Fork, but
bearing too much to the east the trail was
soon lost, and entering a dry and arid
region, we were sqon suffering from thirst
ind all creeks seemed to have vanished.
At 4 p. m. of the second day, with empty
| canteens and barrels, the command was
rapidly becoming demoralized. Such was
the conditions that the officers abandoned
column formation and allowed—or rather
were powerless to prevent—the men from
scattering in squads in their mad search
for water, and sent others mounted on
mules to the north, hoping that they might
reach the I’latte River and procure water.
Surrounding a pork barrel in a wagon
were five men making effort to drink the
brine, and apparently oblivious to their
surroundings. Many grew delirious—
notably the largest men—and threw them-
selves on the buffalo grass, refusing to go
on. Others struggled along in pairs—
among them the writer. The rapidity with
which they were overpowered by this ter-
rible thirst could only be explained by the
fact that the southerly wind filled the air
with sand from the ravines, and they had

<alt horse, the weather being extremely
hot, nevertheless, a member of the party
who had once seen shipwrecked, declared
that he suffered no worse at sea than on
this occasion. Seattered over the country
in groups, many left in the rear, others
clinging to wagons, night found us ap-
vroaching a butte of considerable height,
and, accompanied by two of the strongest
men. the writer made his way to the sum-
mit, and was well repaid for the struggle,
for away to the north could be seen a
silvery thread mmrking the course of that
strange river, the Platte. All those who
were able to walk struggled on, and al-
though we never reached the river that
day, the hospitalities of a large Mormon
train bound for Salt Lake were eagerly ac-
cepted and water furnished in abundance,
while we found ourselves only three miles
west of Jack Marrow's ranch, on the old
stage read to Julesburg. The remainder
of the night was devoted to bringing in
the disabled. wagons loaded with food and
drink being sent for that purpose as far
as 20 miles, and a camp was established,
where we remained five days for recupera-
tion without lesing a man. Of the men
who showed signs of distress and were
left in the rear at that time, 12 were after-
ward vietims of the Phil Kearny massacre
the following December, among them Gam-
ford. a bugler. he being the only man who
was not scalped by Red Cloud’s band, and
this in the service was always explained
by saying that owing to his very dark
complexion, he was mistaken for a half-
breed, thereby eseaping the knife, as the
savages never scalp a person with Indign
blood in his veins.

IHarvey 8. Deming, a native of Ells-
worih, Me., was also a victim, and al-
though he was on duty in the mess hall
on the day of the massacre, and was never
detailed, he persisted in saddling his horse
and accompanied the command of Col
Fetterman, only to ghare the sad fate of
092 officers and men. Ile enlisted with the
writer of these few lines and for many
months previons we had been good friends,

The 112th Ill., in which I served, will
hold its Annual Reunion at Toulon, Stark
County, Ill.,, Sept. 22.

WARREN R. KING,

The following sketch of Comrade War-
ren R, King, the Surgeon-General of the
Grand Army of the Republic, was fur-
nished at our request, and is so good that
we give it in Comrade King's own words:

I was born in Hamiltgn Co., Ind,, Feb.
6, 1842, On my father's maternal side I
am a descendent of David La Foree, who
was born in France, and who, with a sis-
ter, was left an orphan and adopted by a
Quaker. This Quaker, owing to perse-
cution in France, immigrated to Amer-
ica, bringing the children with him, and
zettled in New .Jersey, near the begin-
ning of the Revolutionary War. After he
grew to manhood he married Jerusha
Updike, of New Jersey, and they subse-

qguently immigrated to Schuyler County,
N. Y., where they lived until their death.
They left surviving them eight echildren,
the oldest of whom, Anna La Force, was
my grandmother, having subsequently
married my grandfather, David King, Ex-
cept as to the above I have no history of
my ancestors back of my grandparents,
both of whom with their families immi-
grated from central New. York to Fayette
Co., Ind., about 80 years ago. My moth-
er's name was Ester Robinson, and she
and my father, Benson King, were married
in 1838, A short time after their marringe
they removed to Hamilton Co., Ind., and
began hewing out a farm in the wilder-
ness. During the month of August, 1845,
they both sickened and died within six
minutes of each other, leaving four orphan
children in the little eabin home, my
brother. Minor, older than I, and two sis-
terz, Harriet and Martilla, younger. We
found homes among friends and relatives.

vate in Co, K, 69th Ind., and three weeks
from that date, with my regiment, went
into the battle of Richmond. I was severe-
ly wounded in the first line of baftle, and
was immediately taken prisoner. I was
robbed of my valunables by a skulking
coward who threatened me with his bay-
onet. My clothing was taken from me by
others piece by piece until T was left
nearly naked on the field. The wound 1
received crippled me for life. The ball
passed through the middle third of my
right thigh, infuring the sciatie nerve, re-
sulting in paralysis of my right foot, and
is a constant source of pain, and by rea-
son thereof I was discharged from the
military serivee. In Angnst, 1864, I re-
ceived my appointment as paymaster's
elerk in the U. 8 Navy, and served on the
United States steamer Carondelet for
eight months. I received my medical edu-
ecation in the Medieal Department of
Iowa University, between the date of my
discharge and my appointment in the
navy. Began practicing medicine in Miami
Co., Ind., in 1865, and in the same year I
married Martha Haynes, who was the
mother of my son, Frank H. King.rd
Piqua, O., who has been in the employ
of the Pan Handle Railroad for a num?®
ber of years. In 1876 we moved to Han-
cock Co., Ind., where my wife died in 1881.
In two years thereafter I married Belle
Reed, of this city, where we now live. 1
am Past Commander of Samuel H. Dun-
bar Post, 92, Department of Indiana, and
have been many times elected Surgeon of
the same. I have been four times elected
Medical Director of the Department of
Indiana, G. A. R, and was serving in that
eapacity when I was elected Surgeon-Gen-
eral, G. A. R, by the National Encamp-
ment at Boston, Mass.
