Journal of the 38th Annual Encamp-
ment held At Boston, Mass.,, be and the
same are hereby extended to all sur-
viving nurses of the great war who
shall establish their right to be known
as such nurses by evidence satisfactory
to the Council of Administration.

That the Commander-in-Chief is di-
rected to appoint a committee of three
to consider such papers as were filed
before the Committee on Resolutions at
the Encampments of 1901, 1903 and
1904, regarding the monuments on the
battlefields of Bull Run, and such other
evidence as may be submitted to them
or be obtainable by them regarding the
same, and that the said committee is
directed to report the facts regarding
the same and to make such recommen-
dation as they shall deem best to the
next Encampment.

That the incoming Council of Admin-
istration be directed to have the body
of Past Commander-in-Chief Van der
Voort removed to the United States and
buried at the expense of the Grand
Army of the Republic, if agreeable to
his family.

That Department Encampments be
allowed to employ stenographers who
are not members of the Grand Army of
the Republic, provided they enter the
Encampment after the opening cere-
monies.

That as the Grand Army of the Re-
publie has uniformly favored a fair and
liberal application of the National pen-
sion laws, and as the President with
this purpose in view has appointed
Vespasian Warner, of Illinois, Commis-
sioner of Pensions, the National En-
campment at its annual session hereby
commends the action of President
Roosevelt in this regard.

III. At the 33%th annual session of
the National Encampment the Rules
:imd Regulations were amended as fol-
OWs:

Page 4—Eligibility to Membership—
Article 1V, Chapter 1, changed, to cor-
rect a misprint, to read: :

ARTICLE IV.

Eligibility to Membership.

Soldiers and sailors of the United
States Army, Navy, or Marine Corps,
who served between April 12, 1861, and
April 9, 1865, in the war for the sup-
pression of the rebellion, and of such
State regiments as were called into ae-
tive service and subject to the orders
of the U. 8. General Officers, between
the dates mentioned, and having been
honorably discharged therefrom, after
such service, shall be eligible to mem-
bership in the Grand Army of the Re-
public. No person shall be eligible to
membership who has at any time borne
arms against the United States.

Page 8.—Admission of Comrades
from other Posts. Section 1, Article
111, Chapter 1I, amended by adding to
the end of the section the following
words:

“A comrade applying for admission
on transfer card may be balloted for
and admitted at the meeting at which
his application Is presented, the appli-
cation having been duly referred to a
committee with authority to report at
that meeting."

Page 9,—S8ection 3, Article IV, Chap-
ter 1I, amended by inserting “or” for
“on’ in the last line, so that a former
comrade, having been honorably dis-
charged from the Order, on rejoining
shall not be required to be reobligated,
The section as amended reads:

“Sec. 3. Any comrade in good stand-
ing, on application to the Post Com-
mander at a regular meeting, shall re-
ceive at some subsequent meeting an
honorable discharge, signed by the
Fost Commander and attested by the
Adjutant: Provided, That at the time
of such application there are no pecun-
fary charges against him on account
of the Post. A comrade thus discharged
can be readmitted by filing a new ap-
plication, to be regularly referred and
reported on, and upon receiving a two-
thirds vote of the members present and
voting at a regular meeting, he shall
be admitted without remuster, or tak-
ing anew the obligation.”

“Sec. 2, The officers of each Depart-

Page 29.—Arrearages. Special atten-
tion is called to the amendment of Sec-
tion 4, Article I1I, Chapter V, making
it obligatory upon Posts to drop a
member who remains 12 months in ar-
rears for dues, after the prescribed two
months' formal notices  The section as
amended reads: :

“Sec. 4. If a member of a Post shall
be one year in arrefirs dfor dues, he
shall be notified thereof in writing by
the Post Quartermaster, aund on fail-
ure for two months ereafter to pay
he dropped from
the rolls, unless relleved froni such pay-
ment: Provided, That he has heen pre-
viously suspended antl 88 reported in
accordance with the preceding section.
A comrade may be reinstated in the
Post from which he has been dropped,
by making a written statement to that
effect, and on receiving a majority vote
of those present at any -regular meet-
ing, upon payment of not exceeding
one vear's dues. A Tomrade may be
reinstated in a Post 3;},1_‘4;;;_ than that
from which he wasg droppeid upon ap-
plication duly made, reforred and re-
ported upon, and an payment of the
muster-in fee to_the Post to which he
may make application. A dropped
member on being reinstated shall not
be reobligated.”

With care, consideration and fore-
thought the required action can doubt-
less be obviated in many cases. The
needy require our help, and Post Com-
manders should adopt measures to
have comrades in arrears visited by
proper committees and urged to retain
membership in an organization which
has been of inestimable benefit to all.

THE FIRST SOLDIER’S MONUMENT.

It Stands in the Cemetery at Falrview,
{1

It is believed that the first monument
tu soldiers who fell during the war
stands in the cemetery at Fairview,
better known as Sandytown, in Port-
land Township, Whiteside County, IIl.
The people of the little Township are
all farmers and the population scanty,
but the Township furnished 126 volun-
teers to the Union army. Before the
war was over the patriotic people be-
gan thinking of some memorial to
those who had fallen, and the result
was a contribution among them of
about $1,000, which was expended in
raising a shaft of white Italian marble,
15 feet high, and which stands on a
little mound in the cemetery. On the
top of the shaft is a figure of an Amer-
ican eagle Dbeautifully ecarved, and
which is now nearly as perfect as it
was on the day it was unvailed in 1865.
Levi Fuller and R. B. Adams, promi-
nent citizens of the Township, deserve

most of the credit for the enterprise,
and they were greatly assisted by the
Soldiers’ Aid Society of Portland, a
band of devoted women, who were

working under the direction of Mother
Bickerdvke. Of these noble women
Mrs. Owen Dorothy still lives, at the
age of 84, No contributions were so-
licited or received outside of Portland
Township, so that it is purely a loeal
affair, and the monument bears on its
face the names of those who died in
battle and in hospital.
