Col. Charles L. Leiper was in command
of the regiment when it was mustered
out. The 6th Pa. Cav. belonged to Mer-
ritt's Division, Cavalry Corps, Ariny of
the Potomac, and lost 78 killed and R9

An Ohio Comrade In Florida,

Editor National Tribune: I have just
received your second notice that my
subscription ran out on the 14th. Many
thanks. Don't think for a minute Lhe
neglect was intentional. 1 think too
much of your grand paper for that. I
anticipate its coming as I do Post night,
and on its arrival my wife and I lay
aside all other reading matter until we
have gone through with that which is
nearest our hearts—that which pertains
to the G.A.R. 1 say we—"my wife and
I.”" There i8 no comrade who has the
interests of the G.A.R. more at heart
than she—her whole heart is in it, and
a hard worker, too. We came here
from Cleveland a little over a year ago,
where she as & member of the Ladirs
of the G.A.R., organized and carried
out their beautiful service of decorat-
ing the waters of Lake Erie with flow-
ers, on hoard U. S. 8. Hawk, on Me-
morial Day, In honor and memory of all
soldiers and sailors of the elvil war who
lie beneath the waves. She has just
been elected Presigent of the Circle
here—31 members, the only one in Flor-
fda, but she says she hopes to organize
a Department before the year is out.

I personally have been much inter-
ested in Comrade McElroy’'s “Opening
of the Mississippi.” With the exception
of the three-months service in the Chi-
cago Dragoons as Gen. MecClellan's
bodyguard in West Virginia, my service
was entirely in the Mississippi Valley
and Trans-Mississippl Department, and
took aective part in much that was go-
ing on there. The Milliken’s Bend fight
description amused me; in the main it
was correct, but not entirey so. The
1st battalion of the 10th Ill. Cav., on
detached service, picketing and patrol-
ing all that section, first observed the
approach of Gen. Dick Taylor's forcey,
had a little skirmish and drove their
scouting party back to Richmond, 12
miles away, and on the following morn-
ing, in scouting the country. ran into a
rebel ambush. Our retreat led us over
the old corduroy road that Gen. Grant's
forces passed over on their way to
Grand Gulf. The road was in terrible
condition—about every other log was
gone. The dust was so thick you could
see but a few feet: in many cases yvou
could not tell friend from foe. The
Johnnies got mixed up in our ranks,
and 1 am afraid some of them got badly
hurt for being too familiar; at any rate,
we went out with 80 men; when we got
back to our support 29 were missing,
but all ecame in during the next 24
hours, except three or four. Their
horses broke their legs in that corduroy
road, and the men dove into the bayou
that ran parallel with the road and se-
creted themselves until night.

It was the gunboat Tyler that saved
the day at Milliken's Bend. She was
the only boat whose guns were even
with the levee, and she made short
work of it when she got into action.
The river was very low. The Choctaw
lay out in the stream, but so low down
she was of no use until the colored
troops were driven over the bank to
the water's edge, and then it was almost
ag dangerous for them as the enemy.—

Another Young Soldler.

Comrade George R. Dicker, Doyles-
town, Bucks Co., Pa., savs he has read
in the soldiers’ friend so many claims
to being the youngest soldier in the
rebellion that he would like to say he
was born May 1, 1846, and enlisted
Sept. 23, 1861, in Co. A, 68th Pa. He
served about one year in that regiment,
when he was detalled to duty in the
Tth Mass, L. A. On Nov. 20, 1863, he
re-enlisted in the Tth Mass., Battery,
and was in all the engagements that
battery participated in; also in the draft
riots in New York City. He was hon-
orably discharged Oect. 13, 1865. His
total rervice was four years and 20
daye,
