Restoration.Act of March 8, 1001.
"Any War".(onstruct ioa of Act.Two
Enlistments in Same War.
The words "during the period of his

service in any war" in the act of
March 3, 1901, do not refer to a par¬
ticular enlistment, but to any and
every enlistment during such war.

Claimant is therefore not barred un¬
der said act because of the fact that
soldier's fatal disease was incurred
during his first enlistment, while their
marriage took place during the period
between the first and second enlist¬
ments, she having been his wife dur¬
ing his service in the war of the rebel¬
lion. and his death having been due to
such service.

Claimant receives $40 per month un¬

der special act of Congress, but he was
formerly pensioned at $24 per month,
the third-grade rate under the pro¬
visions of the general law, on account
of varicose veins of both legs, and ver¬
tigo, headache, and irritable heart, re¬
sults of sunstroke. Since November,
1901, he has been seriously disabled by
reason of partial paralysis of left side,
the result of apoplexy or cerebral
hemorrhage.
To warrant a rating in excess of that

which he now receives it must be
shown that by reason of his pensioned
disabilities he requires the frequent
and personal aid and attendance of an¬
other person, but it is evident that
whatever aid and attendance he re¬
ceives and requires is rendered by rea¬
son of the partial paralysis. Except in
traumatic cases, cerebral hemorrhage
is invariably due to disease of the blood
vessels of the brain, and usually to
some disease of the arteries.fatty de¬
generation, arteriosclerosis, or ather¬
oma.generally characteristic of ad¬
vanced age. Of a large number of
medical authorities that have been ex¬
amined none contains any reference to
sunstroke and its sequelae as possible
causes of arterial disease.the neces¬
sary antecedent of cerebral hem¬
orrhage. It is apparent that the affec¬
tion of the heart was not a material
factor in causing the existing paralysis.

Marriage. New York. Pennsylvania.
Presumption of Marriage Impediment.
Evidence.
Soldier married claimant in New

York in January, 1864. At that time
he had a living undivorced wife. Both
he and claimant thought they had
capacity to marry by reason of his
wife's misconduct. Upon learning the
contrary, soldier obtained a divorce
from his first wife. Thereafter, until
his death in 1898, they cohabited in
Pennsylvania as husband and wife and
were generally reputed to be such. She
joined in a deed In which he conveyed
realty. In 1892 he attempted to se¬
cure a divorce, in which he alleged the
ceremonial marriage and the fact that
since then she had acknowledged the
existence of the relationship of hus-1
band and wife.an averment admitted
by her in her answer. It is found as a
fact that the parties intended matri¬
mony from the beginning and that
their cohabitation after the removal of
the impediment was matrimonial, al¬
though no new actual contract of mar¬
riage is directly shown. Held: These
facts raise a presumption in favor of
marriage which overcomes the adverse
presumption attaching to the unlaw¬
fulness of the original relation, and the
claimant is therefore the widow of the
soldier.

While cohabitation and reputation of
marriage surviving for a short period
the removal of an impediment to mar¬
riage do not, in Pennsylvania, possess
in themselves sufficient probative force
to show a valid marriage, yet when the
conduct of the parties as a whole tak¬
en in connection with an original
matrimonial Intention, is repugnant to
the idea that the relation is merely
meretricious, the secondary evidence
thus afforded is sufficient to raise the
presumption that the contractual fea¬
tures of the marital estate were not
lacking after the acquirement of ca¬
pacity to marry, and this ^resumption
outweighs the adverse presumption at¬
taching to the illicit character of the
original relation. 47. ll-25-*05.
Marriage.Slaves.Sonth Carolina Im¬

pediment.Cohabitation.
Claimant and A., the deceased sol¬

dier, both slaves, owned in South Caro¬
lina, were married by a religious cere¬
mony in 1855 and cohabited as husband
and wife until his enlistment in De¬
cember, 18G2. She then "took up"
with C., another slave, and cohabited
with him during the remaining days of
their bondage. In February, 1865, as
soon as they became free, they mi¬
grated to Georgia, and there lived as
husband and wife for at least four
years.

A., in January, 1866 waa married to
one Rosa. In 1870 A. deserted Rosa;
claimant separated from C., and theyresumed their cohabitation, Inter¬
rupted for a period of nearly 10 years.
Rosa died in 1893, the soldier in 1894,
and C. and claimant still survive. It
te held:

1. That the "moral marriage" enter¬
ed into between claimant and soldier
during bondage was invalid because of
their incapacity to contract while
slaves, and was not ratified and vali¬
dated after emancipation.

2. That the soldier was free to marryRosa in 1866, and that their marriage
was valid under the laws of South
Carolina.

3. That the cohabitation of claimant
and C. in Georgia ripened into mar¬
riage upon the passage of the act of
March 9, 1866, by the Legislature of
that State. They were "persons of
color" "living together as hosband and
wife," and their continued cohabita¬
tion after that date raised "an Implied
consent to the contract thus cast upon
them," and created for all purposes a
valid marriage, which still subsists,
and acted as an impediment to any
possible remarriage with the soldier.

Editor National Tribune: Your edi¬
torial in the issue o^yr^r paper of Dec.
28. 1905, urging that C#ngres.< pass the

j Prisoners of War I^li^but emphasizes
the claim made b>"s(Fmany veterans]of the civil war through your columns
(and acknowledged without reserve by,
every one of the thousands of veterans'
whose names are oii ytour subscription
lists) that The National Tribune is in¬
deed their loyal friend.ever ready to
defend their devotion to the cause for
which they sacrificed so much 40-odd
years ago, and to c^iamj>ion their legi¬
timate interest accruing since those
eventful days. Some 23 years ago I
became a subscriber to The National
Tribune, and every week in all those
years it has been a visitor in my home
.a welcome hand is always extended
in greeting it as a loyal friend. Mc-
Elroy's History of Andersonville has
been in my home since shortly after its
publication, and has been read by not
only every member of my family, but
as well by dozens of my townsmen. No
one who has read the book caji question
the ability of the editor of The National
Tribune to write interestingly, and as
one having full knowledge of the sub-
ject-matter, concerning the privations
endured by those Federal soldiers whoj
were so unfortunate as to have been
taken prisoners and confined In Cpn-;
federate prisons.especially in Ander¬
sonville. For 40-odd years, if the writer1
is not mistaken, at each recurring ses¬
sion of Congress, a bill has been intro¬
duced in that august body embodying,
practically, the same provisions each
time, for the relief of those men, and
each time the bill has been allowed, to
die.quietly and without postmortem
or obituary. And each year the num¬
ber of its would-be beneficiaries has
grown less, ,and Uncle Sam has saved
not a few pennies. "Andersonville
proper, may be said to have lasted not
much over three months," you say In
your editorial, for the purpose of mak¬
ing comparison as to the death rates.
But, literally, Andersonville lasted
many months longer to some of us un¬
fortunates, whom I will now designate
(and have aways looked upon) as the
"forgotten remnant." The writer, after
having been shifted to some half dozen
different pens in the Fall of 1864 (and
once having gotten as far as Rough and
Heady in a vain attempt at escape) en¬
tered Andersonville for the last time
Dec. 24, 1865, and was released there¬
from, by reason, I presume, of the ex¬
piration of the war, April 27, 1865,
being practically one of the last de¬
tachment of prisoners to leave the pen.
Of the sufferings endured by that "for¬
gotten (or forsaken) remnant" in An¬
dersonville during the Winter of 1864-
*65 (for nights particularly were
cold to us illy-fed and scantily-clothed
unfortunates), no one but he who
shared In the experience can form a
just appreciation. For years I have
tried to cultivate a spirit of forgive¬
ness toward those high in authority who
were directly responsible for the in¬
human treatment inflicted upon us, for
It might have been alleviated to somej
extent, but that spirit, I,am constrained
to remark, has not yet arrived at full
fruition, whatever £1 may do In the
future. But, "lest J forget," let me
add that I entertain'ho Reeling akin to
love".no spark of forglyeness is slum¬
bering in my bosom.toward those
Georgia conscripts toho^were our jail¬
ers, so to speak, who toted death-deal¬
ing muskets as sentries over the in¬
mates of that Infamous pen, and who
never missed an opportunity to take
a pot shot at any prfsoner luckless
enough to infringe upon or violate any
of the rules governing the interior of
the prison. I do not care to include in
this criticism all thtise^who did guard
duty at AndersonviU«v"4er personally I
had evidence to the fact that among
those were many who sympathized with
us in our affliction, but who were pow¬
erless to assist us. But there were oth¬
ers, and their hatred of the Yankee was
their dominating trait.
The passage of the Prisoners of War

Bill, by both Houses of Congress dur-,
ing the present session, would be but'
the fulfillment of a tardy act of justice
to those who yet remain to enjrty its
provisions. They form but an Insignifi¬
cant minority as compared to the whole
number of veterans of the civil war still
living, but of their loyalty to the Old
Flag there can be no question, as those
recruiting officers of the Confederacy,
who frequently visited Andersonville,
holding out all manner of inducements
If we would only enroll ourselves un¬
der their treasonable banner, could
testify, if they would..James H. Burke,
Co. D, 95th Ohio, Mt. Ayr, Iowa.

Inquiries Answered and Suggestions

Made.

One in Trouble. Cal..No sum of
money due a pensioner can be at¬
tached, levied or seised by any legal
process whatever, either in the hands
of the U. S. Pension Agent or any other
office. (See Section 4 74 7 U. S. R. S.)

J. A. S., Cavendish. Vt..(1) We
know of no law that would prevent an
applicant for pension going in person
or paying the expenses of a represen¬
tative to obtain evidence that cannot
be procured by correspondence. (2)
The Pension Bureau will not consider
an application for increase on account
of age, unless it is filed in the Bureau
after the birthday that would give
title.

Attorney, Ohio..An application for
original pension or a new disability
made before a Special Examiner of the
Pension Bureau will, we understand,
not we considered valid, nor will it
hold the date of commencement. It is
a fact that Section 4744 R. S. au¬
thorizes a Special Examiner to admin¬
ister oaths and take depositions in pen¬
sion claims under investigation, but it
will be noted that a Special Examiner
is not enumerated in the Act of July
2G, 1892, which gives the officers be¬
fore whom declarations can be ex¬
ecuted; neither is a Special Examiner
authorized to administer oaths for gen¬
eral purposes.

The 6th Ky. Cav.
Editor National Tribune: Will you

please give a history of the 6th Ky.
Cav.?.-C. R. Crouch, Montevista, Colo.
The 6th Ky. Cav. was organized at

Louisville from December, 1861, to
September, 1862, and finally mustered
out Sept. 6, 1865. The first Colonel
was Dennis I. Halisey, who was killed
In action and succeeded by Col. Louis
D. Watkins, of the Regular Army, who
was mustered out with the regiment
and brevetted a Brigadier-General.
The 6th Ky. Cav. belonged to Mitchell's
Division, Cavalry of the Army of the
Cumberland, and lost 33 killed and 255
died..Editor National Tribune.
