Representative Kennedy, of Nebras-
ka, recently introduced a bill to estab-
lish postal savings banks under the di-

The bill provides that the establish-
ment of the institutions shall be de-
pendent upon the Legislature of each
State, the author of the bill intending
to overcome the opposition of the Rast-
ern States, where the postal savings
bank does not meet with favor.

The bill further provides that the
surplus funds not invested shail be dis-
tributed equitably among the States
from which the deposits come; that
deposits under $300 shall yield 3 per
cent and over that figure 2% per cent;
that the banks shall be open every day
except Sundays and holidays, and that
rural carriers may receive deposits,

Jan. 17.—One of the most dramatie
scenes In the history of the Senate was
enacted, Mr. Tillman (S. C.) being the
principal actor. He made a violent
attack on President Roosevelt on ac-
count of the forcible ejectment from
the White House of Mrs. Minor Morrie,
2nd stated that he would later intro-
duce a resolution asking for the ap-
pointment of a special committee of five
Senators to investigate the incident.

Mr. Hale, Mr. Daniel, and Mr.
Hopkins deprecated the tenor and pur-
pose of Mr. Tillman’s speech, in attack-
ing the President, whom they declaredd
had nothing to do with the ejectment
of Mrs. Morris, which, with interrup-
tions, consumed more than two and
one-half hours.

At the close of Mr. Tillman's speech
the Senate went into Executive session,
which lasted only a few minutes and
at which only a few minor appoint-
ments were consjdered.

Senate.

Jan. 18.—Explaining that he had
been taunted into it the day before by
Mr. Hale, Mr. Tillman offered a resolu-
tion in the Senate asking for the ap-
pointment of a special eommittee to
investigate and report upon the Mrs.
Minor Morris incident at the White
House. The resolution was laid on the
table by a vote of 54 to 8, all of the
Democerats present except the latter
number voting with the Republicans.

Mr. McCumber delivered a speech In
advocacy of the pure food bill, and Mr.
Mallory spoke at length against the
ship subsidy bill.

The House received the elaborate
petition from the people of Massachu-

svtts praying for the preservation of
the old ship Constitution, and took the
necessary steps to that end. .

The bill disposing of the affairs of
the Five Civilized Tribes of Indians was
passed, a proviso for the sale of 100,000
acres for a private game preserve be-
ing stricken out.

Jan. 19.—The House sgpent all of
vesterday considering the urgent de-
ficiency bill. During the debate there
was considerable criticism of *“coerclve
appropriations™ by the Departments
and of the slowness with which the
Panama Canal work is being conducted.

Corps in Eastern Virginia, and lost six
men Killed in battle and 11 died from
disease.

The 210th Pa. was organized at Har-
risburg Sept. 12, 1864, to serve one
vear, and mustered out May 30, 1865.
The Colonel was Wm. Sergeant, of the
Regular Army, who died from wounds,
and Lieut.-Col. Edward L. Witman was
in eommand when the regiment was
mustered out. The 210th Pa. belonged
to Ayres's Division of the Fifth Corps,
Army of the Potomaec, and lost 40 men
killed, and 45 died from disease.—

$8 a month at age of 66; $10 a month
at a.ge of 68, and $12 a month at age
of 1 .
