C. J. E., Manchester, N. H..(1). If
pension voucher Is stolen or destroyed,
write to the United States Pension
Agent where your pension is paid, stat¬
ing the facts as they exist, and he will
send you a duplicate. (2). Congress,
as a rule, does little relative to pension
legislation until later In the session.
Bills are now being considered by vari¬
ous committees.
A Constant Reader..It is customary

for the Pension Bureau on first medi¬
cal examination to send a claimant to
the nearest Board of Surgeons. When
a second examination is for any reasou
required, it is usual to select some
Board other than the one before which
he was first examined. This is done in
the interest of the applicant as well as
for the protection of the Government

Constant Reader, Dalmatia, Pa..A
special act granting pension can be in¬
troduced at any time. The amount al¬
lowed is usually named by the commit¬
tee considering the same.

Reader, Togus, Me..The act of
March 3, 1899, provides for the pay¬
ment of one-half of the soldier's pen¬
sion to his wife, if he deserts her for a
period of six months or more, she be¬
ing of good moral character and in
necessitous circumstances. It also pro¬
vides that one-half of his pension shall
be paid to his wife when he enters a
Soldiers' Home, unless the wife is also
an inmate of a Home.

Subscriber, Portland, Ore..A wid¬
ow's pension under the act of June
27, 1890, is $8 per month. Rank is no
factor under said act, the widow of a
private receiving the same pension as
the widow of a Captain.

J. C., California..The rate of pen¬
sion for Indian war service is $8 per
month, and is not subject to increase.
The age order refers to the act of June
27, 1890, which grants pension to sol¬
diers of the civil war.

N. R. H., West Virginia..Drafted
men enrolled to serve for three years,
or their substitutes, arc entitled by act
of March 3, 1863, to $100 bounty, if
they served two years or more, or were
discharged by reason of wounds re¬
ceived in line of duty before two years'
service. No bounty is due them or
their heirs for such service under any
other act. Drafted men or substitutes
enrolled to serve for a period of less
then three years are not entitled to any
bounty.
W. A. R. and S. B..Should your

death be the result of a disability in¬
curred in service and line of duty, your
widow would draw $12 per month pen¬
sion, since you were married prior to
March 19, 18S6; but if your death Is
from any other cause, her title would
be under the act of June 27, 1890,
which gives but $8 per month pension.

Store River battle Is
entitled to a more prominent place in
history, it being the bfoodest battle
fought during the civil war, and there
being but one in the 19th century that
had a greater per cent, of killed and
wounded, that of Eylau, Germany, in
1807, when the per cent, was 2.1, that
of Stone River being 23 V2 per cent.
We hope to be advised of the death

of any of our members, with proper
data. An hour will be set apart at each
Reunion for memorial services In honor
of our dead.

Editor National Tribune: On the
14th and 15th of D^ceflhber I spent a

very pleasant night £n<| part of a day
with Comrade AlorSo Turner, of the
4th Mich. Cav., visiting the grounds ot
the Andfcrsonville Prison-pen.
The W. R. C. hatvej purchased the

ground and sufficient land outside of
the prison-pen to aggregate in all 80
acres. They have put up a substantial
wire fence around the prison grounds,
marking the line o£ the old stockade,
and run a line indicating the dead-line.
They have also erected a substantial
cottage of nine rooms, several of which
have been very nicely furnished by the
W. R. C. of the different States.
They are putting up boards having

suggestive information, imparted to
them by comrades who from time to
time visit the grounds, which are now
called the Andersonville Prison Park.
A substantial and elegant marble pa¬
vilion has been erected over Providence
Spring. Everything is being done to
put the grounds in good condition and
make them an object-lesson in patriot¬
ism for the generations to come.
A number of monuments have been

erected on the grounds by the States
of Wisconsin, Massachusetts, Rhode
Island, Ohio and Michigan. These
monuments are works of art, and are
intended to perpetuate the memory of
the comrades who suffered and died as
a result of the brutalities inflicted on
them by Wirz.

Much yet remains that should be

done, and the most important of the
Immediate necessities that impressed
me was the fact that the means of
conveying visitors from Andersonville
Station to the Prison Park consists of
an old blind mule and a box wagon.
Something better ought to be provided,
and as the W. R. C. are doing the ut¬
most they can to improve the grounds
and park in other respects it occurs to
me that the comrades who were pris¬
oners In the prison-pen and others
throughout the country would be glad
to contribute toward securing a good
horse and station wagon that would
carry eight persons. By this means
many more might be induced to visit
the grounds and study the history of
Andersonville Prison-pen.
As Secretary of the U. S. Maimed

Soldiers' League I would be pleased, in¬
deed, to take the matter up, and receive
suggestions and contributions from
comrades in any part of the country.
I have already prepared and will have
Introduced In Congress a bill directing
the Secretary of War to purchase land
and construct a road from the line of
the Southern Railway to the entrance
of the park, thence along the park to
the side of the National Cemetery near-
ost to It, to connect the prison grounds
and the cemetery, for the reason that
at present, without making a long de¬
tour, the nearest way Is across culti¬
vated fields, and to build a bridge over
the branch of Sweetwater Creek, which
crosses the road. By this means the
grounds will be much more easily
reached than they now are. During the
floods of that country ln< the rainy sea¬
son the branch of Sweetwater Creek
that crosses the rokd and then runs
throuffh the southwest end of the pris¬
on grounds rises to such an extent as
to become impassable.

I trust that many of the comrades
will take the matter up so that Com¬
rade Turner, who with/his good wife
are doing such splendid work, may have
better means of accomplishing it than
they now have. Arid let me say that
Comrade Turner's wife*.is a splendid
cook; the two best irieals that T had
during my 11 days* tt*Slv8T In fhe South¬
land were eaten at her table, and I can
tell you that thev were thoroughly en-
joyed. By helping Comrade Turner in
this matter It will go far toward plac¬
ing the Prison Park In a position to be
pelf-supportlng, because since he has
been in charge of it he has planted
several hundred pecan trees, which in
the course of three or four years will
be larpe enough to produce an income
sufficient from tho nuts that will grow
on them to meet all expenses..James

Wait a Soldier la Three Warm.

Fifty-eight years of active, honorable
service in Uncle Sam's Army is the
proud record of venerable John Lewis,
Ordnance Corps, U. S. Army (retired).
His service covers the war with Mexico,1
the civil war and Indian campaigns.
He Is now living at 1604 River street,
I>etroit, Mich. Comrade Lewis enlisted
at Paterson. N. J., in August, 1847, as
a private in the New York volunteers
for the Mexican War. He served until
the Mexicans had been defeated and
subdued, receiving a saber cut on the
left forearm, a bad linger gash and
seven bullets in his legs. He entered
the Regular Army in 1818 at New-
Orleans. In 1862 he was commissioned
a Second Lieutenant In the volunteers
in New Mexico. He was promoted to
First Lieutenant, and was in the army
which drove the Texans back into their
native State. After the civil war he
became an Ordnance Sergeant, and was
retired from active service In 18X4.
He is still on the Army rolls, and the
records show he served 24 years as
First Serjeant. Whon war was de¬
clared against Spain In 1X98, he made
application to be again placed on the
active list of the Army, but there were
too many young men ready and willing
to enlist, and the sturdy old lighter was
notified by the War Department (hat
his services were not needed. He Is
still hale, hearty and tilled with Amer¬
ican patriotism.
