Reasous Set Forth Why It Should De
Generally Observed—Ours the Oldest
of All National Fingns.

Mrs. Eliza J. Crisler, Greensburg,
Ind., National Patriotic Instructor of
the Woman’'s Rellef Corps, has issued
the following circular letter:

To Oflicers and Members of the Wo-
man's Relief Corps:

“On history’'s erimson pages, high up on

the roll of fame,

The story of Old Glory burns, in death-

less words of flame.

"Twas cradled In war's blinding smoke,

amid the war of Bguns,

Its lullabfes were battle cries, the
shouts of Freedom's sons;

It is the old red, white and blue, proud

emblem of the free,

It is the flag that floats above our land

of liberty.

Then greet it when you meet it, boys,

the flag that waves on high;

And hats off, all along the line, when

Freedom's flag goes by.”
—Charles L. Benjamin.

= America is the voungest of the great
Nations, yet our flag Is older than that
of any other; June 14, 1906, 1s its 129th
anniversary.

It has a history the like of which is
not accorded the emblem of any Na-
tion. The first Amerfcan flag was
adopted by the General Court of the
Massachusetts Colony, and was a white
ground upon which was a pine tree,
and over it the words, “An Appeal to
Heaven.”

This was for the Navy, but was used
to some extent upon the land. Gen.
Washinglon designed a flag for the use
of the army which was 13 stripes, red
and white, with the English Union Jack
in the upper corner; it was raised over
his headquarters at Cambridge, Mass,,
Jan. 1, 1776, and the next day planted
on Prospect Hill, Somerville, Mass.,
where a monument now stands in s
honor. -

The “Stars and Stripes” was also de-
signed by Washington, and adopted by
Congress, June 14, 17717. .

The Ranger, commanded by Capt.
John Paul Jones, was the first ship to
unfurl our flag in a foreign port, Dec.
1. ¥ITL

Ten years later it made {its first trip
around the world on the Columbia.
commanded by Capts. Kendrick and
Gray, and was three vears girdling the
globe. Nov. 8, 1867, it was planted on
the shores of Alaska, and in 1898 on
the Philippines, Cuba and Porto Rieo,
and officially ralsed on the Hawalian
[slands,

In all these years it has floated over
our country a symbol of freedom anil
protection, and led on to victory the
soldiers of the Revolutionary War, the
War of 1812, the Mexican War: the
great civil war, and last of all, those of
the Spanish-American War.

The estimated cost of the Revolu-
tionary War was 8135,193,703; the
War of 1812, 3$107,159,003; of the Mex-
ican War, $100,000,000; of the civi!
war, $6,189,929,909.

And who can estimate the cost in
suffering and privation? Go back to
Valley I'orge, look on the suffering of
Washington and his gallant men, their
half-=starved, half-clothed bodjes, and
bloody footprints in the snow: then
pass on down to every battlefield in the
feveral wars mentioned where men
dared to “do and die.”

Think eof the long, weary marches
through the snow, sleet, and biting
winds of Winter, the drenching rains,
cloud= of dust and stifling heat of Sum-
mer. Even mnow thousands of “our
bovs™ are enduring the climate anid
miusma of the Troples to preserve its
honor,

And what did It cost those left at
home?  Think of the awful suspense,
the heartaches, the weary walting and
watching after each battle: and of the
homes inade desolate, the vacant places
never to be filled, and to-day thousands
upon thovsands who have answered
the last roll-call since the close of the
war sleep in martyrs' graves as truly
a3 though =lain vpon the field of battle.
All this In defense of the principles
the Stars and Stripes represent.

“Oh! the blood, the tears. the triumphs

it in every fiber holds!

the grand heroic spirits we secc

sitling in its folds!

"Tis the ensign of the ages! it Is Free-
«dom's gift and shrine!

That dear old Star Spangled banner,
my father's flag and mine.”

No other country so widely displays
Its National Flag as “Our Own United
States," yet, how many fail to give 't
the respectful attention it should re-
ceive,

President TRoorevelt savs: “The
young Amerjcan now entering upon his
duties of citizenship holdes in his
hands the fate of the coming years.
With him it resis to decide the failure
or success of the tremendous experi-
ment begun by Washington. He must
work out the future of our country; he
must carry on the Government planned
by the wisdom of great statesmen,
founded and saved by the valor of
great soldiers.”

How important. then, it is that the
tcacher be imbued with a true spirit of
patriotism, that the pupil may he
{aught what it meang to be an Amerl-
can citizen,

Let every member of the Woman's
Relief Corps unfurl the Stars and
Stripes on its Natal Day, June 14, and

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PENSION DECISIONS.

Al and Attendance—ipcrense—Medical
Examination-ayidence,

The claimant is pensioned at the rate
of $30 per month, second grade, for a
gunshot wound of left, hip. The evi-
dence filed in support of the claim for
increase falls to show an appreciable
increase of disability from the pen-
sioned cause, and the refusal to order
a medical examinatjen ;was fully war-
ranted. B ¢ 3

Such assistance aa the claimant may
require in dressing and, undressing his
left foot does not comstitute such fre-
quent and periodical ald and attendance
as are contemplated in said act. The
Department has uniformly held that
the required aid and attendanee should
consist in something more than the
mere assistance rendered in putting on
a garment or dressing or undressing a
single part of the body. (71.
'06.)

Marriuge~—New York—Divorce—Illinols.
Notice—Domiclle — Decree — Jurisdie-
dictlon—Act of Aug. 7, 1582,

The following decision iwas rendered
in the claim of B, widow of a soldier.
in the 15th Me. Vol. Inf., Act of Junc
27, 1890. She alleged that she was the
widow of the soldier:; that they were
married in New York, Nov. 23, 1871,
and that the soldier died March 12,
1901. ' Her clalm was rejécted on the
ground that she was not his widow,
“he having been divorced from her
prior to his death.” 1In fhe appeal it
is contended that the divorce granted
in Cook Co., I1l.,, was invalid and void,
in that "‘no personal service of the sum-
mons in said action was made upon the
claimant, and that there was no per-
sonal or other appearance on her part
in said action,” and that a divorce so
obtained was of no effect in the State

of New York. where she resides, and
did not dissolve her marriage. (See
case of Marshall, 14 P. D, 173, as
cited.)

In contemplation of the law the domi-
cile of the wife is with her husband.
While her right to a separate domicile
under certain circumstances is recog-
nized by law, such legal domicile is not
destroyed by the mere living apart. Her
right of separate domicile is inchoate:
it requires some assertion on her part
to be recognized. This question is one
of law and fact to be judicially deter-
mined by local court having jurisdic-
tion over her status. In the absence of
such a judicial determination the gen-
eral rule as to the domicile of the wife
will -obtain in pension cases. The right
to pension accrues in the State in which
the soldier was domiciled at the time of
his decease.

“Marriage being an Institution uni-
versal and recognized alike by the laws
of all countries * * * {5 a thing of
international law,” and the Act of Aug.
7. 1882, reaflirms the rule of interna-
tional law that the validity of a par-
ticular marriage is to be determined
by the law of the place where contract-
ed, and its subsistepce, by the laws of
the places of subsequent domicile.
Proof of widowhood.is fo be made un-
der the law of the said_icr's last domi-
cile—where the magrigge last subsist-
ed—as that is the,place where *“the
right to pension acgrued.”

In pension cases g, .diyerce granted in
one State in confopmily. with its laws,
even though jt be hasgd on construc-
tive service, must be given full faith
and credit in all other §tates, and may
not be attacked coljalerally except on
the ground that the pejitioner was not
a bona-fide resident of said State; and
in pension claims ‘gl evidence will
not be heard in suchg gn attack when
the court decreeing.the divorce finds
the petitioner resjded In said State Lthe
period, required by Fl @ Jocal statute,

Claimant and soldier were married
in the State of New York jn 1871, and:
he obtalned a dlvorée from her In 111i-
nois in 1886, and died in 1801, a citizen
of the State of Netw York. The divorce
proceedings conform to the laws of 111i-
nois, and the decree recites that he was
a resident thereof for more than one
year prior to the filing of his petition.
It is held that she is not his widow.

Pathological Sequence—Death Cause.
Embollsm of the IHeart—Varicose
Velns,

It is contended by the attending phy-
sician that death in this case was due
to embolism of the heart; that the fatal
embolus was carried from the varlcose
veins of right leg, for which soldier was
pensgioned, and lodged in the heart. This
theory is not accepted, as it ig not in
accordance with recognized pathology.
(74, 1-25-706.)

Marriage — Divorce — Washington—Im-
pediment — Evidence — Presumption,
Act of Aug. 7, 1883,

Appellant was marrled to one B. In
the Province of Ontario, and left him
on account of his abuse in 1877. In
1886, believing B. to be dead, she mar-
ried D. in British Columbia, and re-
sided with him in the Stale of Wash-
ington until his death in 1900. B. died
in 1901, Within two vears of her mar-
riage to D. she learned that B. was not
dead. There is no direct evidence that
B. ever obtained a divorce, and his
conduct from 1877 to the time of his
death affords no foundation for the pre-
sumption that he ever sought legal re-
lief from the bonds of matrimony.
While the courts of Washington may, |
under =ome circumstances, relieve a
party of the burden of direct proof of
a divorce in order to jusiify a subse-
quent marriage, there are no circum-
stances in this ease to justify the pre-
sumption that her marriage to B. was
legally dissolved during the lifetime of
the soldier. She fis consequently not
shown to be the widow of the latter,
(75, 1-31-'06.)

Service—Evidence—Stale Organization.

The Department of the Interior is the
sole {tribunal under existing pension
laws, charged with the determination
of the pensionable character of a sol-
dier's service.

Claimant’'s service, as shown by rec-
ord evidence, was rendered exclusively
in a State organization, from which, by
State authority, he was discharged prior
to the aceceptance qof gaid organization
into the military service of the Federal
Government. His milifary gervice was
consequently not a pensionable one.

W. Ricker pre-
senled a silk flag for use in the Camp
on behalf of himself and other veter-
ans who had contributed toward its
purchase, Mrs. George, President of
Farragut Corps, 6, W. R. C., made th¢
presentation of a bheautifully-bound
Bible. B. F. Graham gave a gavel made
from ‘wood from the Capitol and tha
White House. Department President
Mrs. Vina M. Cal'grun and other ladich
. prominent in W. R, C. work occupfed
seats on the platform. Music, patriotic

songs and spesches closed the exer-
clses.

THE BLUE AND THE GRAY.

Cemrade James Tells How the Comrades
eof the G. A. R. nnd the Ceonfederate
Veterans Unlted in Patriotic Work in
Florida.

Comrade W. Wallace James, writing
from Eustis, Fla., rays he highly prizes
the act of a frilend who presented him
with a year’s enjoyment by making
him a subscriber for that period to The
National Tribune.

“We have a squad of 11 G. A, R.
ccmrades here,” he adds, “‘of which 1
have the honor of being Post Com-
mander, having held that honor for six
consécultive years. It is the only Grand
Army Post in Lake County, of which
Tavares is the County-seat. It is known
as Eustis Post, 5, Department of Flor-
Ilda. We also have in the County a
large Camp of Confederate Veterans.
279, of which Capt. H. H. Duncan is
and has been Commander for several
years, The relations between the two
organizations have always been of the
most friendly character, We exchange
hospitalities at our Campfires, one of
recent note being on the birthday an-

I niversary of our late lamented Comrade

McKinley. On that oceasion the Con-
federate veterans were our guests, and
one of their number, Rev. and former
Capt. E. L. Guerant, delivered the ad-
dress."”

Comrade James then tells of a new
college that was erected at Eustis—the
Presbyterian College of Florida—and of
steps that were taken by BEustis Post,
G. A. R., to supply it with a flag of the
Union. The matter was brought before
the Confederate Camp at its meeting
at Umatilla, Fla., to commemorate Gen.
Robert E. Lee's birthday 99 years ago.
The Post Commander attended that
meeting, it also being the anniversary
to him of the first time his command—
the 9th Ohio Ind't Battery—went into
action, 44 years ago, at the battle of
Mill Springs, Ky. The members of the
Confederate Camp not only subscribed
their quota of the money to purchase
“Old Glory" for the college, but made
the Commandcr of Eustis Post, G. A.
R., an honorary member of the Camp
of Confederate Veterans, 279.

Not caring to be outdone by them in
comradeshhip, the Post Commander no-
tified the former Confederates that on
Washington’s Birthday the flag would
be presented to the college, and that
Capt. and Commander Duncan, of the
Camp of Confederates, would be ex-
pected to make the presentation ad-
dress, Comrade James says he hopes
a new era is opening and will come
through the united efiforts of the blue
and the gray. He has succeeded, he
says, In getting Foster's Origin and His-
tory of the Flag in every public school
in Lake County. Fla. *“This was our
Lord’'s way,” he adds, “of extending His
glad and saving Gospel, beginning at
Jerusalem (at home) and going out,
out to the whole world."”

He speaks of the Commanders of a
G. A. R. Post and a Camp of Confed-
erate Veterans standing before the col-
lege and the publie, with their com-
rades backing them and the Confeder-
ate Commander making the address at
a flag pre=entation.

“I only wish,” says Comrade James,
“that every man, woman and child in
the United States could have heard
Capt. Duncan’s loyal tribute to the flag
and his heart-reaching words to the
young men and women of the college.”

Ala,, from Jan. 13, 1864, as the 3d
Ala. Tts designation was changed June
25, 1864, and it was mustered out April
30, 1866. The first Colonel.was William
H. Lathrop, who was killed at Sulphur
Branch Trestle, and succeeded by Col.
Joel A. Dewey, who was promoted to
Brigadier-General. Lieut.-Col. William
H. Scroggs was in ecommand when the
regiment was mustered out. The regi-
ment was engaged and suffered losses
at Pulaski, Sulphur Branch Trestle,
Athens and Richland.—Editor National

The 30th Ky.
