. THE FAMILY.

By SENORA SARA.

Just now Washington is greatly ais-
turbed by the mortality among very
young children, eapecially infants that
are nursing. I do not know that I can
do better than print for the instruction
of young mothers the advice given by
Health Officer Woodward. It stays
strictly within the bounds of common
sense and applies just as much to bables
and homes and mothers in California as
in Washington, or any other section of
the world for that matter. Dr. Wood-
ward says:

“The home in which thée baby lives
should be kept as clean and as well
ventilated as possible. Children suffer
from the effects of foul air more quickly
than grown people.
“‘Give the baby plenty of fresh air. On
hot days it should be kept out of doers
in the cool of the morning and in the
evening. If it is out during the hottest
part of the day, it should be on the
shady side of a broad street or In a
park. Do not expose it directly to the
heat of the sun.
“Always protect the baby’s eyes frdom
bright light.
“Have its clothing 1light, cool and
clean, and so loose as to allow free play
for the limbs,
“The clothing which has been worn
by the child during the day, if it is to
be worn agalin, should be hung out dur-
ing the night so as to air thoroughly.
Night-clothes should be aired during
the day.
“Give the child a tub bath and a
sponge bath every day.
“Put It to sleep at regular hours each
day, always In a bed by itself if possible.
“If a child frets or doea not sleep, try
to find out what makes it do so, and by
removing the cause stop the trouble.
Never give a child soothing syrup or
other medicine to quiet or put it to
sleep, unless you have been ordered to
do so by a physician.
‘“Use talcum powder to prevent chaf-
ing, and If 1t does occur use some sim-
ple ointment to heal it.
“Give a reasonable quantity of water
to drink, preferably water which has
been bolled and cooled.
“Do not begin to give a child food
other than breast milk before it is 10
months old, unless advised to do so by a
physician,
“A child should be nursed every two
hours during tl.e daytime and once or
twiece during the night, until it is four
or five weeks old. After that age it is
not necessary to feed it so often; every
three hours during the daytime and
once in the night is sufficient. If a
physician advises the use of food other
than breast milk, he will state the kind |
of food to be used and how often the
child Is to be fed with it.
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“Do not wean the child just before or
during hot weather, nor before it is 10
months old. At any other time, as soon
as the center teeth have come, the child
should have in addition to fts milk, one
or two other meals each day, consisting
of milk and stale bread, or broth not
containing too much grease. Gradually
the mother’s milk should be withdrawn

[from the chlld, so that It will be weaned

completely by the time it s 12 months
old, unless the occurrence of hot weath-
€r causes gsome delay.
“MIilk should continue to be the main
article of diet until the end-of the sec-
ond or third year. When the child is
one year old it may have, once a day,
in addition to its bread and milk or
broth, the yolk of a fresh, :soft-botled
egg, and later lean beef, mutton or fowl
can be added to its diet. I should not
be given any ham, pork, bacon, tea or
coffee,
“There is more danger of giving a
child too much food than of giving it
too little. Do not nurse it or feed it
every time it cries. A few drops of
water is very often all it wants.
“Heat kills babies and young children
largely because it spoils their milk and
other food. If these be kept fresh and
sweet, cholera Infantum is not apt to
occur. ]
“Use only fresh milk. See that it is
clean and cold when you get it. Keep
it clean and cold until you use it. If it
sours too soon or seems to have too lit-
tle cream, notify the Health Depart-
ment,

“A child should be vaccinated by the
time it is one year old.
“If the chlild is {11, especially if it be
taken during the Summer with an at-
tack of vomiting and diarrhea, send for
a physician at once,
“The advice and services of a physi-
clan to the poor can be obtained by
those unable to employ a medical at-
tendant by applying at the station-house
of the police precinct in which the pa-
tient lives. Free medical advice and
assistance can be obtained, too, at any
of the " dispensaries throughout the
city.”

I gave you pretty much this advice a
few weeks ago, but it may have more
effect coming from a physicilan of
known standing. You will save doctor's
bills, lots of worry and maybe heartache
by following these instructions with re-
gard to older children so far as whole-
some food, narcotics and cleanliness is
concerned.
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It is sometimes difficult to make wax
candles stand In the jiggly and too large
candlesticks with which we ornament
(?) our mantels. When the candle is
too small, light a mateh And hold under
the candle till the grease is ready to
run, then jab it in the candlestick, and
hold carefully till the wax ecools, It
will then stand safely. If the candle is
too large, get a cup of warm water and
dip the candle end in it.

The things a woman forgets when she
is packing her trunk for a Summer va-
cation trip may Interfere with her com-
fort for the rest of her stay, for one
never realizes how necessary the little
things are until one is safely landed in
a backwoods Summer-resort boarding
house, dve miles from clvilization.
To begin with, it is'a good plan for
the Summer traveler to make out a list
before the packing comes and place on
it all the little sundries and trifies which
are unimportant enough to look at, but
really indispensable, There should be
a penknife, writing materials, postals,
stamp box, sewing utensils, hairpins,
hatpins, tooth brush, naifl brush, mani-
cure implements, soap box, hair brush,
talcum powder, dentifrice. A good shoe
polish is almost Impossible to secure,
even at the most pretentious village
store, so it would be well to add this to
the list, .8
The most convenient way to carry
these ‘“sundries” i3 in a comfort bag,
and only the woman who owns one can
fully appreclate its good points. This
is made by taking a piece of linen or
duck in some sensible color, with a se-
ries of pockets stitched down fts sides.
It ean then be rolled up and tled, with
all the articles secure in the pockets.
A pocket alcohol lamp, a bottle of al-
cohol and a small tin for heating water
are a little more of a problem as to
their transportation, but they are often
needed during a Sur:lmsr trip.

Remember
that cleanliness of pérsdn s absolutely
necessary to the reffned” woman. You
cannot be wholesome uniess you take at
least a sponge bathvewéey day of your
life. The body ie all the time throwing
off effete dead matter; through the pores
of the skin, and uniesg,this matter is
removed with good. and water it
glves off those perfeetly dreadful odors
that are sickening, &0y other people,
though you may not-me them your-
self. The very first uty lesson is the
bath. Wash your NEN"BYtaA énough to
keep your scalp clean and white and
free from dandruff, Do not use any-
thing but good soap, plenty of it, clean
warm water and plenty of that. You
can use the scraps soap left from
cakes of tollet ‘soap for that purpose.
Shave it up and melt in warfm water
till it jellles when cold. Take handfuls
of this soap and rub well into your scalp
and halr, using just as little water as
possible until you have your head ting-
ling with the application. Then have a
big basin of lukewarm water, into which
plunge your head, carefully rubbing
your scalp with your fingers. The wa-
ter should have been made soapy pre-
viously. Throw that water out and
soap yvour head again and wash agaln
in the same way. Do this three times,
and then you ecan conclude that your
head is pretty clean. Then rinse in at
least three lukewarm waters, nothing
else in the water, wring your hair, and
rub with dry tov:el%.

Then sit down In the sun if possible,
but never in a draft, and let your hair
dry. Do not touch a comb to it untfl
every thread of it is dry. Take a book
or a newspaper and read and be com-
fortable while about it, tossing the hair
about with the hands and gently thread-
ing it with the fingers of one or the
other hands until perfectly dry, then
brush gently to get the tangles out.
Then comb with a coarse comb, If the
hair Is dry and files very badly, touch
the fingers in vaseline, part the hair and
touch the scalp gently., then-rub down
the part, until you have gone all over
the head. Now, don’'t make the hair
greasy with the vaseline. You should
not use what will lie on a 10-cent piece
on your whole head. Then with your
two hands rub the scalp all over, keep-
ing this up for about 10 minutes, If
you follow these directions, you will
soon have nlce, bright, shining hair.
This is exactly what a professional hair
dresser and doctor will do for your hair,
except that instead of vasellne a ‘‘re-
storative” of doubtful propriety may be
used. These two things will start you
on the way to be a woman whom peo-
ple will llke to have around, for.a clean
body is mighty apt to bring a clean,
aweet spirit to Inhabit it. -
