Four Rrothers Enlisted, Two Were Kille
mnd One IMed.

Editor National Tribune: The w
Iy wisit of The National Tribune,
“old soldiers’ friend,” containing ac-
counts of the trials and tribulations of
many of the comrades of "61-"65, impels
me to say n word.

I enlisted Sept, 9, 1561, being the
lust of four brothers to enlist, and am
to-day the last of the four alive,
was wounded and taken prisoner at
Geltysburg, dying In the hospltal at
Augastn, Ga.. on his way to Anderson-
ville,  Another brother, who
fo the 4th Wis, died of wounds receiv-
ed at Paton IRouge, Le. Another en-
listed in the Tth Kan, Cav., was trans-
ferred as a Captain to a regiment af
colarad troops doing duty in Arkansas,
antd he also died of wounds recelved
near Little Rock.

enemy never fired a shot till Wagner's
men got to about 20 vards of the

works: then they poured a volley into
them, firlng right down the line, Wag-
ner's men rolled over the works, firlng
all the time on the rébels, who followod
after, and landing on top of the men
In blue. Wagner, gec¢lng nothing be-
fore his men but capture If they re-
malined where they were, begnn to fal)
back to the Carter House, where he
hoped to straighten his lines, The whole
line gave way for some distonce on
both sides of the pike, Just as Op-
dycke's Brigade got in line Gen, Stanley
cnme dashing up from across the river
and ordered It forward.

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THAT DRUMMER BOY,

It Was Joha T. Spillane, Now a Capiain
of Pollce.

Editor National Tribune: T send you
some Jittle odds and ends which may
possibly interest some of the comrades,
During the war of the rebellion thera
was a demand for Assistant Engineers
In the U. 8. Navy, and eandidates wore
obliged to go hefore a board for exam-
ination, Mr. E. P. Kendall, a machin-
ist, went before such & board, and be-
ing rather high strung, he wis sxces-
sively firritated by many of the ques-
tions asked totally irrelevant to the
subject., On the board waus a namby-
pamby Second Assistant Englneer, who
sald with a lisp: "By the way, er-ep,
Mr., Kendall, where did you learn your
twade.” Kendall had an eye like a
hawk, and fixing it on the voung fellow,
answered, “Learn my trade! T was a
Journeyman in the Hinkley Locomotive
Works when you were an apprentice
hoy.” The Engineer's reply Is not re-
corded,

Al the crossing at Fredericksburg the
river was very narraw, and on the west
gide the rebels lay hehind the walls of
some old bulldings and in celinrs, pick-

ing off our pontooners at short range.
After three attempts (o place the
bridges the engineers gave it up as a

bad job, Among the officers wis Nor-
man J. Hall, First Lieutenant, who was
with Anderson at Fort Sumier nnd car-
ried his digpatehes thru the rebel lines,
He was mlso Chief of Artillery during
the geven davs' fight hefore Richmond,
nnd when Ira R. Grosvenor, first Caol-
onel of the Tth Mich,, resigned, Hall
was sent to command the Tth, Hall
wits Acting Brigadler at the crossing
at Fredericksburg, and when the pon-
tooners refused to make further at-
tempt to lay the bridges he calied hig
afficers together and said:  "“Here's o
chanece to eternally distinguish your-
gelves, Volunteer to cross in thoge pon-
tnon hoats and clean out those sharp-
shooters a: the point of the bayonat”

Gen, O, O, Howard was commanding
the diviston, and Hall went to him and
said: “Why don’t vou send a regl
ment across In the pontoon hoats and
clean out those pesky rehs over there 7
Howard replieid: “If they wvolunteer to
go they may do so, I won't ordeo
them; It's tan hot. Hall then got his
brigade together and ealled for volun-
topers, Tvery man of the Tth Mich, and
ahout 100 of the 19th Mass, stepped to
the front, Hall being in command of
the hrigade, could not go himself un-
less the whole brigade went, so Lieut.-
C'ol. Baxter Iled the men, and was
wounded when not 20 feet from the
shore. John T. Spillane, drummer boy
of ("fo. K, Tth Mich., smuggled him.
self into one of the boats, and crossed
with the men, He s the “"Derummer
Bov of the Rappahannock,” and {8 now
a Captain of Police In Detroit, Hen-
dershott, a drummer boy of the Sih
Mich., has beon traveling all over the
country repregenting himself as the
“Drummer Boy of the Rappahannock.”
When the G, A, R. Reunion met in
Detroit In 1892, a lot of the Tth Mich,
boys got him down to thelr hall and
gave him a good overhauling for trav-
eling under another man's colors.—J.

That night the reb-
el manuvered all night getting thelr
left wing out to ‘he hill where the
Union forres had shown themselyves the
evening before, The next morning, while
Comrade Durst and his companions
were tryving to get a cup of coffee, the
order came: “To arms!”  They kicked
their tin cups over, sprong to thelr
stacked arms, and ran thru two fields
to meet the rebels, who were at the
ofdge of a woodd, a cornfield being be-
tween them, They held the rebels in
check for some time, when their com-
mander, Maj, Stafford, sald: "Boys,
we'l' have td retreat soon, but [ want
vou to d4 soIn good order.” The words
were no seoner out of his meazth when
the regiment on the right retreated,
and, of course, the ist Ohio had to
follow suff. When Comrade Durst reach-
o the milddle of the second field he
turned 5 the rebels, took good alm at
the one Wha earrled the flag, fired and
again ram beck to join the retreating
army. AL the «¢dge of the wond he
heard Capt, Dornbush, of his regiment,
give the command: "By the left fdank
Fliret" squaid of the rebel eavalry
who wert after the Yanks turned back
at once, ‘lpaving several of thelr horses
without #lders.  After dolng good work
on the rébel cavalry the 1st Ohlo boys
went back to' the rallroad under com-
mand of Capt. Dornbush, and found
their flag"there with 10 men, Mal. Staf-
ford in commahnd. Their squad consist-
ed of 16 men, making a total of 26,
Shortly after the scattered 1st Olilo cen-
tered to thelr flag, and were ready (o
join the ling of battle, Comrade Durst
has never seen any explanation mads
of this move of the evening before the
battle which made the rebels extend
fhelr line In  that directlon, therehy
playing havoe with McCook's Corps. He
would be pleased if any one can give
him a reason.

Battle of Chickamaugn.

F. R. French, 24 Ky., Lakin, Kan.,
apropos of the account of the battle
published in The Natlonal Tribune, says
his reglment was a part of Palmer's
Divigion on the left, and the boys had
hoped to have Sunday te rest In, but
before It was time to “go to Sunday
gchool” the fight was on good and
heavy, with solid shot, canister and
minle balls flying thick and fast. His
comrades were falling all around him,
and one lfttle Irishman ecalled out in
his native brogue, “Sergean., I'm shot,™
and before he could turn arcund he
eried, “Falth, 'm shot again.” He re-
celved  flve severe wounda and wa
finally eaptured by the rebels,

and the wheaels
sons were muflled

rejolced to gee he had not fallen o vie-
tim to the rebel bullets, During the
fight T was taold to help another wound-
o comrade to the rear and to the fleld
hospital, When withi.. 50 yards of the
log building used for that purpose woe
stopped to rest beslde a Confedernte
saldier who had been shot In the ove,
“Hullo, Johnny, Whit are you doing
here?” sald my companion, “i've lost
both my eyves, Yank, and will never
ficht von again.” “No)' replied the
apparently unfeeling soldler, *“"We've
got the dead wood on you." We took
him to the hospital, however, and saw
that he wa= looked after, 1 went hack
to my regiment in haste, and gave myv
full attention to the rebel host, Whon
in the afternoon our ammunition gave
out we felt ke n poor boy at a frolie,
But the grandest sight L ever witnessed
wis Qordon Granger and his men com-
ing to our rellef. “0Old Glory” never
appeared a0 beautiful as we came out
of the waoods and our gallant command-
er marched In.

Walked Overboard In His Sleep.

E. 8, Vernon, Co, F, 78th Ohin, Corn-
ing, Kan.,, was with his reghnent on
board a steamer golng ap the Missis.
sippl River from Vicksburg In 1863,
During the night the boat stapped for
some reason, and just as the enginser
had started 'ffp the engine the Captain
came rusHing' towards the wheel house
erving to the engineer to stop the en-
gine, as theve was a man overboard.
The (‘:lp!rin opened the wheel-house
door, and' thére on the wheel stood a
soldler who belonged to Co, T of the
78th Ohio* (he thinks). The soldier
climbed thru the wheel 8o he.coald be
reached, and the Captain and Comrads
Vernon helped him over to where they
were, It''seéms just as the hoat was
starting up thls soldier boy, who was
walking I hi& sleep, stepped overboarid
at the bofw 6f the boat, which, being
headed upstréam, he drifted to the
whecl. THe Captain saved his life, for
the wheel ‘had just begun to roll. If the
soldier fs"stfl allve Comrade Vernon
would Hkg toé hear from him,

Well Denerved Their Fate.

Paul Grogger, Co. F, 2d B. Tenn.,
Laeds, Mo., was present at the hanging
of the Zix raidegs gl Andersqpviile, JTuls
11, 1864, The day they \\‘ura‘?ﬂ}umg thet
wore marched In at the big gate with
the dead-house In front. Comrade
tGirogger stood near the gate in that big
pitssway or street that led from the
gite down in the creck next to the
deadline, As soon as the doomed men
zot Inside and saw the gibbet In front

was a possibility—dropping Chatta-
noogit and rushing off with his whole
army to joln Longstreet and crush
Burnside. By menacing or capturing
Chickamauga Station Bragg would be
thrown back in any event bevond
where he began the Chickamauga cam-
paign,

Osterhaus was to add to the proh-
lems disturbing Bragg's mind by turn-
Ing off with his division from Wau-
hatchie towards Trenton. This being
in full view of the rebel slgnal station
on Lookout Mountain, would lead Bragg
to think a movement was intended, llke
thaut of Thomas in September, to cross
Lookout Mountain and strike at his
Trear.
~ Such was the plan of attack which
Gen. Grant explained at length to Shar-
man and Thomas on Nov, 16. With
characteristic thoroness he took them
with him to personally examine the
ground over which Sherman was (o
milke his crossing of the river and de-
livar his blow on Brage's right flank.
Surveying the position for some time
over the high hills on the north bank,
they dismounted from their horses and
slipt forward from tree to tree until
they reached the very bank of the river,
and were so close that they could hear
the Confederate pickets talk on the
opposite bank. From this point they
could see plainly the end of Mission
Ridge where it abuts upon the Ten-
nessee, a4 great mamelon, with rounded,
bare sides, like an immense haystack.
Thomas had known its Importance
from the first, Grant had recognized
it in looking for a key to the situation,
and Sherman took It all in with one
swift glance, appreciating fully the sig-
nificance of the work cut out for him.
He gtarted back to Bridgeport to hurry
up his force, and believing that he
could make better time by floating down
the swift current of the swollen Ten-
nessee, he set out in a rowboat, labor-
ing at the oars with his own hands
much of the way.

Grant planned to deliver his stroke
five days later, Nov. 21.

B. Wright, Co. K, 1324 Pa.. Scran-
ton, Pa., agrees perfectly with what H.

Comrade Wright thinks that
grading a regiment by the number lost
in action—assuming that the more kill-
ed and wounded, the more brilliant and
brave the work done—Iis an absolutely
fitlse one. He sayvs: “Heavy losses may
be the result of great bravery and
splendid work. Again, they may be
chargeable to cowardice and ineficlenay
of officers and men, According to {(he
standard of ol TFox's fighting regi-
ments, the least deserving are likely to
be credited with the best work., To
INustrate: The regiment to which I be-
longedd fought over four hours in the
battle of Antietam, and out of 200 men
engaged It lost 30 killed and 114
wounded, many only slightly wounded.
Again, this regiment in the charge at
Fredericksburg, Va,, Dec, 13, 1862, on
Marye's Hights, out of 340 engaged
lost 150 In less than 15 minutes. At
Antietam, where It fought, the sunken
road in front was literally filled with
dead rebels, three deep in some places.
This showad desperate fighting, nnd the
wonder is that nll were not annihilated,
from the number of shots fired. Thao
reason why our loss was S0 compara-
tively light was on account of our posi-
tion, while the enemy, wha wWere more
exposed, Tost heavily. At Frederleks-
burg, on the other hand, we were In
one of the most exposed positions in
making our charge, and accomplishe:d
nothing, tho we lost =0 heavily, Gen.
Longstreet, In referring to the charge
made by the 1324 Pa., =ald: "No troaps
could have displayed greater courage,

the line behind the stone wall in front

of them." According te Col, Fox, the
122d Pa. will never be classed as a
fighting regiment, yet It did all that

was required of It during is term of
sorvice, It helped put down the rebel-
llon and to restore the Union, The
best could do no more."”
