Ferdinand W. Peck, of Chicago, Pres-
ident of the Lafayette Monument Com-
mission, has had a conference with the
President about ths unvailing of the
monument in Paris, July 4, the date
selected. When Mr. Pack was Commis-
sioner-General of the United Stutes to
the Paris Exposition he was made
Chairman of the Commlission. He ap-
pointed the following members: S~nator
Allson, Justice Willlam R. Day, Rev.
Edward Everett Hale, Archbishop John
Ireland, Melville E. Stone, A, H, Revell,
Charles G. Dawes, E. A. Potter, Dr.
T. Harrls, Robert J. Thompson.
The Lafayette Monument is a splen-
did equestrian statue of bronze, situated
upon a marble pedestal, and Is located
in the famous Tullerles Garden, near
Paris. Paul Bartlett, now llving in
Paris, is the geulptor, and the statue
has been elght years in process of erec-
tiom,

The cost of the monument has been
$125.000, Of this amount American
school children contributed 360,000 In
pennies and five-cent pieces, practically
every school In the country being repre-
sented. Congress provided $25.000 in
Lafavette dollars, and these were sold
at a premium, netting another $60,000.
Private subscriptions make up the other
part of the total.
