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a while with his tutors in that canton
of Switzerland where a vernacular
known as the Romance language is
spoken and this he understands thorolj
which can be claimed bj- - few persons
outside of the canton where it Is the
native tongue His friend Jacob Riis
taught the President the language of
Denmark and of other North of Europe
peoples while the two were associated
invthe work of reforming the police sys
tem of New York The tongue of his
Dutch ancestors also is familiar to the
President and onlj-- in the last few jears
he has picked up a considerable smat-
tering

The claims were based on the treaty
of July 23 1851 by which the Govern-

000 and an annuity of 375600 foi 50
years The payments were regularly
made until 1863 During the preceding
year an outbreak of the Sioux occurred
In which they committed many depreda-
tions

¬

and outrages upon the settlers in
Minnesota

In 1863 Congress past an act forfeit ¬

ing these annuities to the Government
but subsequently and from time to time
made appropriations for the benefit of
some of the Indians who had not been
engaged In the uprising of 1863

Bj act approved June 12 1906 Con
gress authorized the Court of Claims to
determine what amount would now be
due to the IndianR who had not taken
anj part In the depredation had not the
forfeiture act of 1863 been past It also
authorized the Secretary of the Interior
to pay the sum found duo to the loyal
Indians per capita after deducting par-
tial

pajments that had from time to
time been made
