morning April 27 Mrs Lizabeth A
Turner entered into rest She had been
ill since last November For weeks her
life was despaired of but she rallied
and to the surprise of all friends an
nounced that she was going to make
her usual visit to Andersonville Efforts
to dissuade her were unavailing

Accompanied by Mrs Delilah S Davis
who had been her companion on other
visits to Andersonville she left New
Britain Conn on March 26 Her won-
derful

constitution and indomitable will
sustained her until she had reached An-

dersonville

and completed all her plans
Then her strength failed and her life
ebbed slowly away It was indeed tit
ting that the end should come at An-

dersonville

for the care and preserva-

monument to her memory

Mrs Turner was-- born in Winsor
Conn and was the daughter of Charles
and Betsy Thompson In 1857 at the
age of 17 she was married to F F L
Turner a native of Georgia who died
three years later She was living in
Portland Me at the time of her hus ¬

bands death She remained there a
few years and then came to Boston
where she lived until 1901 when she
retired from business and went to New
Britain Conn to make her home with
her niece Mrs George Parsons Pa ¬

triotism came to her as an inheritance
being the descendant of Revolutionary
soldiers So it was but natural that
when the dark days of 61 came to our
Nation she should nt once begin to work
for the soldiers The first box sent to
the front from Boston was packed by
Mrs Turner She was a constant visitor
to the hospital located In Pcmberton
Square Boston where the wounded sent
from Southern battlfthelps were cared

Mrs Turner was identified with the
first effort to establish a Soldiers Home
in Massachuetts A roomflt the Home
furnished by the Dcpartmmt of Massa
chusetts W R C bearSiber name and
contains her portrait She was one of
the founders of the Ladies Aid jissocia- -

The Department of Massachusetts
Womans Relief Corps has issued the
following special order on the death of
our splendid Past National President

Boston Mass April 29 1907
General Orders No 5

By their works ye shall know them
At 1 oclock on the morning of Sat

urday April 27 1907 there past from
earthly scenes one whose life was filled
with active work with worthy deeds
with an Indomitable spirit that over-
comes

¬

obstacles until results sought are
achieved For the past 46 years Mrs
Lizabeth A Turner had devoted her life
to the Interests of the Union soldiers
her thoughts her plans her best en
deavers were given to the cause of pa ¬

triotism and she closed a long and use-
ful

¬

life In the house at Andersonville
Ga erected thru her efforts

As a visitor to the Soldiers Home in
Pemberton Square Boston during the
early day of the civil war as one of the
founders of the Ladies Aid Association
of tlte Soldiers Home in Massachusetts
as a Corps and a Department officer as
one of the three delegates to the meet
Ing at Denver Colo in 1833 which re
suited in the formation of the National
Womans Relief Corps as the first Na
tional Treasurer and later as National
President she rendered invaluable ser
vice

This Is tho time of year when tho
Ice box adds to the worries of the aver
ago housekeeper and In the face of a
threatened advance In the price of Ico
the question of tho best way to econo
mize Is urgent Almost every house
keeper owns an Ice box of some kind
but very few understand the science of
running it to the best advantage

With regard to the box Itself whether
It Is ono of the latest patterns of porce-
lain

¬

enameled tile or fancy glass or
Just tho regulation old zinc and sawdust
there arc two or three points about it
that every housekeeper should know

It is a mistake to supposo that an ice-
box

¬

must bo set in a cool place because
the box does not absorb heat from the
outside If It Is properly made It is only
when the box Is not absolutely air tight
or is too frequently opened that It Is
affected by being kept in a place where
the air Is warm In other words If it Is
not a good box you must keep It in a
cool place to help it along as it cannot
do its work without coddling

The principal thing about the Ice box
is to have it perfectly airtight Most of
the trouble comes from letting warm air
stream Into the box thru the drain pine
There should always bo a trap under
this drip pipe which tho melting Ice
can keep filled with water This water
trap keeps out tho air

Every ice box should have the Ice
chamber rinsed out with boiling water
at least once a week to get rid of the
accumulated silmo at the bottom and
the edges of the doors where they bind
against tho casing should be thorOly
wiped off because that Is where germs
accumulate even In the most expensive
boxe No matter what a box may be
lined with the airtight casings must be
watched

Ther Is a continual discussion among
housekeepers as to the proper quantity
of ice to take so as to get the best re-
sults

¬

for the least money One person
will tell you to get a big lump at a time
while another will recommend little and
often

There Is no economy in taking 100
pounds one day and letting It run down
until you want another 100 pounds
Neither is there any in having only Just
enough to be able to say there is Ice in
the box all the time

Tho trick Is to keep the Ice chamber
run The more ice there is In it the
colder the box without any extra cost
for tho ice itself because the same
quantity fed Into a box day by day will
give you twice as much cold as If It
were fed Into a half empty ice chamber

It Is a great mistake to put anything
In the ice chamber with the Ice It Is
no colder there than in the box Itself
Keep the ice chamber for ico and keep
tr IUIl

Suppose you start out with 75 pounds
and add 25 to it the next day You will
find your first lump down to about 50
which fills you up to 75 again On the
tnird day when you come to put in an
other 25 your first lump will be down to
about 3 and the second one to 13 so
tnat you still nave 75 on hand

But for the first ones help the second
lump would havo entirely disappeared
It you keep the Ice chamber full in this
way you will find that the litle pieces
left from each days filling will freeze
together and aro just as good as one big
piece provided the box la cold enough
to neip mem along

Always scald the Ice chamber and
wipe out the box before putting In Sat- -
uruays ciouDie supply and pack the
little pieces together as closely ag pos-
sible

¬

Open the box as seldom as pos
sible and bo sure to shut the doors tight
wnen you close them and you will have
no trouble

The secret of economy In Ice is an
absolutely air tight box with the Ice
chamber always filled as full as it will
hold

And talking of games did you over
try biographies For rubbing oft angles
and starting people on an easy footing
T do not know anything better Try it
just a sneot or paper each and a pencil
Write your own name on the sheet fold
It over and return it to your hostess
who mixes the sheets thoroly and deals
them out again for a past biography
to be written on each below the Invisible
folded name Again the papers are
folded and again redealt A present- -
time description follows Each writes
a sketch of the present position hopes
ana cnarms or tne unknown Individual
Then comes the prophecy a sketch
of what will happen That is the final
The seets are shuffled once again un- -
lotaeu ana read thru from the name at
the top to the close of the biography

Just now apples are not always good
eating au natural so here are some
excellent recipes for cooking them

Baked Apples a La Creole Having
cored and baked the apples with a little
lemon juice added to the water in thepan with which they are basted fill the
cavities when tender with Jolly or mar-
malade

¬

then pour over them the liquid
they have been cooked in Beat the
whites of two eggs to a stiff froth with
two tablespoonfuls sugar pile some of
tlte meringue lightly on the top of each
apple and place in a very slow oven to
color and puff Serve Very cold

Baked Apples With Nuts Butter-
nuts

¬
hickory or black walnuts are best

for this For a dozen large apples a
cup and a half of nut meats will be re-
quired

¬

with a tablespoonful of sugar for
each apple Chop the meats fine and
add the sugar Core the apples and fill
tho cavity with the nuts Place In a
dripping pan not too closo pour in a
cup of boiling water and bake in a quick
oven until tlte apples are tender Take
up catefully pour the juice in the pan
over them If desired crown with a
meringue made from the whites of two
eggj beaten stiff with two tablespoonfuls
powdered sugar then set in a cool oven
until a golden brown Crown each ap-
ple

¬

with a Marachino cherry or candled
cranberry if you wish a pretty color
effect

Other Fillings for Baked Annies
Other good fillings for baked apples are
raisins that have been seeded and
plumped in hot water figs or dates
steamed until plump and tender then
chopt into dice and rolled in sugar to
which ha3 been lidded a pinch of cinna-
mon

¬

a section of banana sprinkled with
sugar and lemon juice or preserved gin-
ger

¬

chopt fine with some of tho sirup to
moisten

IOTnn TAIUnsl APle Cook together until
sirupy one cup sugar ono half cud wa
ter two Inches stick cinnamon and the
thin yellow rind of a half lemon Then
add one half dozen sour apples peeled
and cored and cover with the sirup to
naraen tneir outer surrace cover close-
ly

and simmer until tender Servo on
rounds of toast with plain whipt cream

Apple Dumplings With Potato Crust
A favorite Southern dessert is made of

appie- - dumplings In potato crust To
make them boll a dozen potatoes and
mash very smooth and light Mix with
them while hot one quart of flour no
water beat well and then roll out peel
and core tart apples and Into each cav-
ity

lett by the core nut cinnamon nr
grated lemon or orange peel with a halfn Vafnnffion last week to attend the teaspomful sugar Roll the paste thindedlcatioojjf the McClellan Monument cuFln squares wrap each apple in a

cover of crust then tie In a cloth and
boll

Another Way These are made witK
a good short pie crust Pare the apples
whole then core filling each cavity with
sugar butter and a little cinnamon on
clove for seasoning cut some rounds of
pasto rather larger than the apples and
cover them leaving no openings bak
In a dripping pan for about an hour ta
a quick oven Before they aro quits
done draw the pan to tho edge ot tha
oven brush over the top of each dum-
pling

with water and dust lightly with
sugar to give them a glaze Sometimes
for a change the dumplings are baked
In a deep baking dish nearly full ot
a rich sauce made of water sugarr
plenty of butter and cinnamon to aealson The dumplings should be well cov
ered with this sirup and some of tha
same should be poured over them before
serving

Pickled Apples Take one and a half
pounds sugar and half a cup vinegar
and boil with a tablespoonful whole
cloves and two pieces stick cinnamon
When the sugar Is dissolved and sirup
cooked five minutes drop in large fine
apples peeled cored and nuartered anrl4
cook a few at a time until transparent
Skim out cook sirup longer and pout
over them Substitute for pickled pears
