1 am prompted to this remark by
reading an item in a recent number of
The National Tribune in reference to
a soldier of the 20th HirA as having
been in one of the first jjgiments that
charged into Petersburg at 4 a m
April 3 1S6C

Inasmuch as I was one of the first 10
the others being Adjutant afterwards

Lieutenant Colonel Buckbec and the
members of my color guard to enter
the city on the heels of Lees retreating
army I feel qualified to make the as¬

sertion that there was no charge but
a perfectly unopposed occupation not
a shot being fired Perhaps you would
lke the story and I promise you to be

eo exact as to challenge controversy
Shortly before midnight of the

2d I had made a personal reconnais-
sance

¬

along our front being on volun-
teer

¬

picket duty in place of Sergt Alvin
Jones of my company who was suf-
fering

¬

from a bump on the head re
teived the morning previous during a
femonstration against the enemys line
i may say here that our regiment occu-
pied

the extreme riant of the line be-
leaguering

Petersburg-- the Appomattox
River being on our left flank

Lieut Blakeman also of ay own com-
pany

who was Officer of fe Picket re-

ceived

orders from Col Ralph Ely
8th Mich commanding our brigade

through a member of his staff to detail
a non commissioned officer to make the
reconnaissance and as I was standing at
Lieut Blakemans elbv when the or-
ders

were received e immediately
transferred them to fce at the same
time handing me his rSTWlver as the only
weapon I could carry The object of
the reconnaissance was to ascertain if
possible whether the enemy was mak ¬

ing any move toward evacuating on our
front but the only thing discovered was
quiet absolute quiet in fact too much
quiet all along the line An hour or so
later however we got tangible evidence
that the enemy was moving out when
Fort Chesterfield a Confederate work
some distance to our right and across
the Appomattox was blown up and the
glare of suddenly rising flames from va-

rious
¬

points in Petersburg told of an
effort to destroy what could not be car-
ried

¬

away the flames being punctuated
by repeated explosions

Immediately there was something do-
ing

¬

along our line Our pickets were
callod In and my regiment the 1st
Mich Sharpshooters rreceived orders
to pack knapsacks stack them and fall
In In light marching order Meanwhile
the fact that the enemy was evacuat-
ing

¬

was becoming more and more ap-
parent

¬

to ears trained to the sounds of
moving hosts

In army movements as in other af-
fairs

¬

there is usually a reason for every
movement and the reason our regiment
was chosen for the post of honor was
that by a successful demonstration
against the enemys extreme left early
on the morning of the 2d we had fur-
nished

¬

the key to the breaking of the
enemys line by the First and Third Bri-
gades

¬

of Wilcoxs Division of the Ninth
Corps aided by troops further to their

-- left a break that the most strenuous
efforts on the part of the enemy all day
Sunday failed to repair

The 2d Mich was selected as our sup-
port

¬

the two regiments being under
command of Maj Lounsbury of the
20th Mich Adjutant General on the
brigade staff

About 4 a m we received orders to
move out and began our march to
Petersburg After passing the deserted
Confederate picket works which we
had successfully assaulted the morning
before and which now contained but a
few superfluous rifles which could not
be carried away Maj Lounsbury came
up to our regiment and gave us the tip
that the 2d Mich was figuring on get
ting their colors In Petersburg first
und so rob us of our glory Instantly
myself and color guard were ordered to
fall out of the column by AUj t Buck
bee who explained the situation to us
and asked us if we were willing to take
chances with him in going Into the city
ahead of the regiment There was only
one response possible from Michigan
men and the next minute we were on
the double quick and were soon in the
city headed for the Court House our
way lighted by the glare from burning
tobacco warehouses Everything was
quiet on the streets the only persons
feen being a feu- - negroes who ventured
out and expressed their joy at seein
Old Glory in the hands of Mirse Lin ¬

colns soldiers sweeping through the
fctreets of the long beleaguered city

Arriving at the entrance to the short
6treet leading up to the Court House
front we were met by a gentleman
dressed In solemn black said to have
been the Mayor who offered the sur-
render

¬

of the city to our little handful
of men We had more important busi ¬

ness on hand however and referred
him to the commander of the force that
was following us up

It was yet dark when we made our
way Into the Court House and up the
winding stairs into the clock tower For
wirsit of a better place to display our
colors we opened the door of the clock
face and thrust them out through it
and there for the first time in years
floated the dear old flag and when
shortly after daylight the brigade band
which had come acrots vilutea II

with The Star Spangled Banner our
hearts were too full for utterance so
I e clasped Hands and shed tears of

Joy for we knew that the beginning of
the end had come

We were in the Court House fully 20
minutes before the column arrived and
how the boys did make the welkin ring
with their cheers and how the darkies
did cut up In their exuberance

The rest of the brigade Including
the 20th Mich and the Sth Mich came
over in orderly fashion and took up the
tafrk of policing the city and endeavor
ing to extinguish the fires while the
rest of the army at once took up the
pursuit of the retreating Confederates

You can Judge for yourself whether
there was any charge It is as well
to set things down correctly If one
knows the facts I would not detract
one lota from the glory of the gallant
old 20th for they were next to us on the
battle line and I had some dear friends
In the regiments ranks Hank Mulher
on its Color Sergeant and I were bosom
friends

It Certnlnlj- - Turned Defeat Into Ylefory
on the Hankn of the Tennessee

of The National Tribune W J Shelton

that Nelsons Division saved Grants
army from destruction or capture at
Shiloh on the evening of the first days
battle expresses the firm belief that the
reinforcement of Gen Lew Wallaces
Division alone was all Grant needed to
whip the rebels on that occasion with-
out

further assistance and asserts that
the Army of the Tennessee was success-
ful

¬

on every field and always ready to
lend a helping hand A part of it
marched 350 miles to the assistance of
the Army of the Ohio at Chattanooga
and then footsore an dtired out went
on to Knoxviile to help Burnsidc out of
trouble Fearing that the Army of the
Tennessee may make it appear that thtt
Armyof the Ohio was not in the battle
of Shiloh I will before they begin to
prepare for boasting give them some of
their own medicine I quote from Gen
Grant addressed to the commanding of
ficer advance rorces near fittsourg
Tenn

General The attack on my forces
has been very spirited since early this
morning The appearance of fresh troops
upon the field now would have a power-
ful

¬

effect both by Inspiring our men an 1
disheartening the enemy If you will
get upon the field leaving all your bag
gage on the east bank of the river it
will be a move to our advantage and
possibly save the day to us Tiie rebel
forces are estimated at over 100009
men My headquarters will be In
the log building on the top of the hill
where you will be furnished with a
staff officer to guide sou to your place
on the floW Respectfully U S Grant

Road crosses the line of McCler
nands camp and here I saw for the
first time the well ordered and compact
columns of Gen Buells Kentucky force

regiment advance upon a point of watjr
oaks and thicket behind which I knew
the enemy was in great strength and en
ter it in beautiful style Tnen came the
severest musketry fire I ever heard
which lasted some 20 minuttrf when
this splendid regiment had to fall back
This gruen point of timber is about 501
yards east of Shiloh Meeting House and
it was evident that here was to be the
struggle The enemy could be seen
forming his lines to the south This was
about 2 oclock p m Willlchs regi-
ment

had been repulsed but a whole
brigade of McCookes Division advanced
beautifully deployed and entered the
dreaded woods Rousseaus Brigade
moved in splendid order steaily to the
front sweeping everything before it Of
the actions of McCooks Division Gen
Sherman further says I concede that
McCook3 splendid division from Ken-
tucky

drove back the enemy along thy
Corinth Road which was the great
central line of the battle Nelsons and
Crittendens Divisions of Buells army
had entered the fight before McCookes
Division Gen Hue stated in one of
his repot ta that his forces on Monday
April 7 1862 in the battle of Shiloh
occupied over three fourths of the front
of the battlefield and that they were
commanded by him In person

About dusk on Sunday evening Gen

A reference to the losses In the di
visions of Nelson Crittenden and Mc

A short time ago a Committee of the
Army of the Tennessee extended an in-

vitation

Shiloh Whltelaw Jteed to be present at
their Reunion It appeared that the
Committee appointed to mark the tablets
of Ohio regiments at Shiloh Tenn had
neglected those of the Army of the Ohio
and misplaced them Reed replied he
would try and be present on the occa-
sion

of the Reunion and wished the
Army of the Cumberland to be in the
audience and stated that he would re-
quest

¬

the Governor of Ohio to see that
the tablets and monuments were re-
placed

He also stated that the field at
Shiloh was lost before reinforcement
came up A careful investigation of
the early reports will show this About
11 oclock on Monday Gen Sherman
met a portion of Buells army He had
then what he could muster of his di-

vision
¬

and parts of two others in all
about 1100 men After the battle the
telegraph stations were all well guard-
ed

¬

Gen Buell stated he had written
three reports of the battle and but one
got through the lines which was to
Gen Halleck at St Louis Those who
were marching in the rear of McCookes
Division and 42 miles away in the
mountains had to double quick across
creeks and over large streams on foot
logs arriving In Savannah about 12
oclock p in April 6 They went into
battle about 1030 a m on the 7th and
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were close to Shlloh Church when the
last gun was fired many being killed
ana wounded Woods Division began
to form in line on McCookes right just
before the- - battle closed There must
have been from 25000 to 28000 of
Buells army in the battle on Monday I
think the foregoing is sufficient to con-
vince

part in the battla I was a private in Co
A 15th Ohio Johnsons Brigade then
commanded by Gen Gibson McCookes
Division Buells army was wounded
and lost my right leg just in front of
the Shiloli Church about 415 p m

EXECUTION OP SAMUEL DAVIS

A Rrme Tonne Man Who DIeu Rather
Than Betray UN Informant

I served in asks for a sketch of the
execution of Samuel Davis at Pulaski
Tenn Nov 27 1863 Gen G M
Dodges command of about 5000 men
was stationed at Pulaski at that time
and some of his scouts captured some
15 miles south of Pulaski a handsome
young man about 18 years old having
in his possession complete plans of our
camps These gave the location of every
regiment and every battery with the
exact number of men all drawn out in
a manner which showed that an expert
had prepared them On the trial of theyoung man whose manner and appear¬
ance elicited sympathy he was told that
If he would furnish the name of the one
who supplied him with the plans he
would be set free and given an escort toBraggs outposts near Chattanooga
This he refused to do The finding of
the court martial which tried him could
be nothing else than one condemning
him to death but before the date fixed
for his execution the offer of his life
and freedom - was frequently made
him but always refused AVhen the
date of execution arrived he was taken
In an ambulance to the gallows seated
on his coffin a band playing the funeral
dirge and the ambulance surrounded
by guards A Chaplain accompanied
the young man and walked with him
inside the hollow square which sur-
rounded

¬

the gallows The coffin borne
by four men was carried In front of
the poor fellow so close that he could
have touched it by putting out his hand
It was placed at the foot of the gal ¬
lows steps and the condemned and the
Chaplain knelt beside it while the lat-
ter

¬

offered prayer on behalf of the
slender youth dress din gray who
knelt beside him As the two arose
the Provost Marshal spoke a few words
to the lad and every Union soldier who
stood in the lines forming that liollou
square knew that for the last time the
boy was having an offer made to him
which if accepted would give him life
and liberty He looked about him
Surrounding him were hundreds of
blue coats with glistening arms atross
a depression were assembled thousands
of citizens residents of Pulaski and its
vicinity overhead the noose at his
feet the coffin To this lad
life with all Its possibilities must have
been very precious For a moment he
hesitated and then turned and walked
up the steps He had made his choice
Alone surrounded by those he deemed
the enemies of his country with no one
to advise him lie deliberately preferred
death in its most ignominious form to
life secured by a betrayal of trust 1

remember that when he reached the
platform his head struck the noose and
that he stood and looked at It for an
instant Then the rope was adjusted
a lever was touched the drop fell and
we marched back to our quarters con-
scious

¬

that we had seen a hero die
Ten years after this tragedy almost

to a day while connected with a Nash-
ville

¬

Tenn newspaper I attended an
annual meeting of the Tennessee Press
Association at Pulaski It was the first
time 1 had been there since the day In
April 1864 when we marched away to
join bnerman to take part in the At¬

lanta campaign One of the incidents
of the stay of the newspaper men at
Pulaski was a visit to various local
points of interest including the site of
the gallows on which Sam Davis was
hanged I sat in a carriage with two
gentlemen residents of Pulaski who
told me the s tory of the execution 1

did not confess that I had witnessed
it standing within 10 feet of the gal-
lows

my mind the crew of the U S sloop of
war Narragansctt numbering in the
start about 130 men which during her
commission from 1863 to 1864 suffered
a nearly unparalleled loss in percentage
to that number by fever I have never
heard of anything similar except per ¬

haps by the sinking of a vessel when
the entire crew was lost But from tilt
records of the Army and Navy during
the civil war I hive not heard of any ¬

thing so great in proportion I am
quoting from memory when I claim
that after the Narragansctt had been
ordered out of convnission eight men
were transferred to the flagship Lan ¬

caster and 47 to the hospitals all tin
others of the original 133 had either
been buried in some unknown grave
along the coast cr dropped into the Pa ¬

cific Ocean C ipt Stanley shed tears
over the loss ofold shipmate Samue
Ray carpenter of the ship when In
died lying on the slide of our 11 Inch
pivot gun in the Bay of Mansanllla
Asst Lng Hendricks was buried at the
same tme at Mansanllla We nearly
lost some of our crew by drowning
whsn we landed the bodies thru the
surf on the beach The launch in which
we carried them ashore capsized and
it was some time before we got the
bodies ashore AVhcre the spot is I do
not know as I was Boatkecper on that
occason I remember however how
uncomfortable I felt owing to my wet
condition until the funeial party re
turned We left Accapulca with two
dead comrades on board because we
had not men enough to bury them on
diore we buried them at sea when three
miles from shore The Narrangansetts
ships log if truthfully copied would
be very interesting reading Can you
get that log I promise you it will be
worth your time and expense if you
will print it for your subscribers I
know cf no other living shipmate of
that piricd but if there is one some

Our corps the Sixth was camped at
Falmouth Aa and our picket posts
were along tne Jtappanannock River
This stream of water between the two
armies being very narrow the murder
ous practice of shooting at one another
whenever a head was in sight was abol
Ished We enjoyed the pleasure of
catcning rauoits and talking to one an
other across the stream We had also a
little boat which was an unlicensed
trader between Johnny reb and Yank
At that point right below Fredericks
burg we would freight It with sugar and
coffee and put the dally newspaper in
the mast Then the little shlD was car
ried up the stream by a few comrades
who were oft duty and christened the
Monitor and when the sail was ar-

ranged
¬

it started on its trip to the
southern shore We knew when the
Johnnies received the cargo by the rebel
yell of thanks that echoed back to us

The rebels wouldreturn It the same day
Or perhaps the nejtt day laden with to-
bacco

Our squad was en picket there for a
week or more and one day the Louis-

gun would be thrown into the river
first then his cartridge box then me
self and look out for me when you
hear these signals I was lying on the
pebbled shore wide awake and heard
the signals distinctly Comrade Henry
Lane was walking his beat I asked
him if he heard anything fall In the
water on the other side He said he
did not Well said I Lane Lynch
is on his way over Let us walk down
a piece and watch for him We had
gone but a short distance when we
discovered Lynch puffing like a por-
poise

Lane was a six footer and he
waded in the water when Lynch was
about to sink got a grip on his hair
and helped him to dry land and free-

vividly to mind my recollections as a
member of Co B S2d Pa of that des¬

perate encounter According to Bitess
Pennsylvania Volunteers Co B of the
S2d Pa In that battle suffered a loss of
live killed and two mortally wounded
According to the same authority this
company lost 12 men killed and nior
tally wounded during the war Thus it
wlil be seen that this company lost more
men at Sailors Creek its last battle
than it did in ail the other battles in
which the regiment participated during
the war At Sailors Creek the company
was a mere einnait not having more
than 40 men in the ranks lis los in
killed and mortally wounded was at
least 16 per cent of the number present
at that time a percentage of loss three
times that of the average company dur ¬

ing the war This is no guesswork
statistics prove the same to be a fact
Capt Win Knight told me since the
close of the war that his company lost
25 men in killed and wounded at Sailors
Creek I think the greatest portion of
tills loss Was caused by the first volley
delivered at close range by the enemy
concealed as he was by a dense forest
that bordered the creek which at this
point was a swamp pr jungle The
above will give you something or an ide--
of the desperate nature of that engage
ment especially In regard to that por ¬

tion of the line occupied by the 82d Pa
As the writer referred to above has said
the battle of Sailocs Creek was very
important In itsirosults It practically
ended the enreeriof Lees army It was
the last determined opposition offered
by any great portion of that grand army
whose banners hail waved in triumph
over many a hard fought field I would
be pleased to hear from members of my
regiment who Veni present at Sailors
Creek This deslroito hear from those
with whom we tvere associated in those
eventful days increases the nearer we
approach the great beyond It is a sad
reflection that only fpr a few more fleet-
ing

years will the youth and middle
