Travellng In the South one hears from
the lips of old Confederates that with
them the war ended at Appomattox, and
they are believed. Now the women have
tazen up the question of & Wirz monu-
ment, and have aroused more indigna-
tlon among the old U'nlon soldiers than
had previoosly existed since the war
¢losed. T do not object to the ladles of
the South erecting statues if they choose
the memory of any Southern soldier.
But T do object to erecting over the
gravea of his victims a statue to that
unmstural creature, Wirz, For I see
before me in Imagination those starving,
crippled and dying boys whose lots were
made far worse by the annoyances of
that man Wirz, and they now sleep so
peacefully "neath the protection of the
old flag, guarded by a united people.

As green vegetables are succulent,
they part easily with their salts, henca
must be cooked in hard water. This is
accomplished by adding some salt to
the water before putting in the vege-
table,

A most excellent and perhaps nnusgual
method of serving some green vege-
tables is jn combination with milk, pre-
paring them in soup form. The milk
supplies the nutritive propertics which
iare lacking in the vegetable, thns mak-
Ing a dish of real food value, as well as
one which Is palatable,
