If they are very soiled, use instead
of the ammonia either peroxide of hy-
drogen, sulphurous fumes or a solution
of sulphuric acid. The acid and the
hydrogen shouid be diluted to about
one-cighth their strength, and the
blankets should be soaked over night.

The bleaching in sulphurous fumes is
the cheapest method, but it requires an
air-tight room. The clothes should be
suspended in this room, wet, for 23i
hours, while the sulphur is burned in an
iron vessel over water.

Rust may be removed by rubbing the
article with sweet oil. Let it remain
on over night, and then polish with
powdered, unslacked lime.

Orange peel, dried and zrated,
makes an excellent powder that is deli-
cious flavoring for cakes or puddings.
