of the homestead laws

It was believed that under the olJ
construction of the commutation pro
vision of the homestead law which rec-
ognized

constructive residence persons
desiring to secure public lands for
speculative purposes were furnished
with Inducements anu lacintics noi
found under other land laws and that
a large percentage of the homestead
entrlps commuted to cash were in their
tlrst Inception made for the purpose
only of securing title to the land and
not with the view of obtaining a home
for the sole use and benefit of the cn
tryman which was the primary object
of the homestead law which donates
homes Ho tho citizens of the United
States in order to advance the general
welfare by inducing residence and cul-
tivation

of such lands as are adapted
to agricultural purposes

By the ruling Just announced no
commutation proof offered under n
homestead entry made on or after Nov
1 1907 will be accepted unless such
proof shows that the entryman has in
good faith actually resided upon and
cultivated the land embraced within his
entry for the full period of at least It
months thus dolngaway with the con-
structive

recognized

will not affect homestead entries made
prior to Nov 1 1907 and commuted to
