S0 much is being constantly written
a8 to the adulteration of food that the
conscientious housekeeper Is often near-
ly distracted with a sense of her re-
sponsibility. Let her take comfort in
the fact that very much of this cry is
the work of rival firms, and that, even
when the Government tables of adul-
teration show that some baking pow-
ders contain 25 instead of five per cent
of starch, this Is of far less importance
than some other thing=s quite in her own
hands. Even gleomargarine instead of
butter Is by no means so serlous a mat-
tér as-the use of stale vegetables, meat
whose quality Is uncertain and milk
from a dirty dairy. These things must
be watched vigilantly, since defect in
them means disease for the eater. The
Infectious nature of poor milk has been
demonstrajed in many ways, and sev-
eral States have socleties for the pro-
tection of the buyer. Tuberculosls Is
the thing most dreaded.

In the matter of adulteration it Is
far easler than women ganerally sup-
pose to learn simple tests and apply
them. Every housekeeper should have
a knowledge of the appearance of really
good articles and their cost for the cur-
rent year. A glanee at the market
rates will tell her prices, and thus, if
her grocer offers her gronnd coffee at
a lower price than that which he asks
for the coffee bean, she may know there
Is o screw loose somewhere, since he is
hardly likely to make her a present
Mrs. Richards, of the Boston Institute
of Technology, Insists that a woman
should be as able to judge samples of
flour as of =ilk or ecolton, and she s
right. The cost of pure materials Is
often the most serious sida of the ques-
tion, and the poor especiaily cannot un-
derstand why they should pay 12 cents
& pound for soap when that at six cents
appears to do the work as well, not
counting the extra labor required to do
the work with the peorer article. For
all this efMicient inspection is the surest
cure,
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It was somebody who knew what he
was talking about who sald: “We grow
like what we eat. Bad food depresses;
good food exalts us like an Inspiration.”
It may not be a flattering theory of
ethics or morals to make them depend-
ent on what we eat, Indeed, one might
g0 a step further and say: We are what
we eat; our charity, benevolence, mag-
nanimity, good nature, or our Irritabil-
ity, selfishness or censoriouszness depend
almost as much upon our dally diet as
upon our religious convictions or our
natural temperament, Rich cakes and
pastry, for instance, are converted into
peevishness and stuggishness, good
soups and well-cooked meats into well-
directed energy and accomplishment.

Corner-Stone Lald for a Monument te
Them.

Oct. 26 the corner-stone was lald at
Brooklyn, N. Y., to erect & monument
to the memory of the martyrs of the
War of the Revolution who dled in the
British prisonships. Addresses were
made by Gen. Fred D. Grant, Gowv.
Hughes and Mayor McClellan. The
Union Ex-Prisoners of War rendered a
tribute and a salute. The monument
will have the form of a circular-fluted
granite column, 250 feet high, sur-
mounted by a bronze urn. It will be
based by broad steps In three tlers, and
there will be a mortuary chapel, whers
memorial gervices may ba held. It will
cost $200,000, of which the Government
will contribute $100,000: New York
City, $25.000; New York State, $25.000,
and the remalnder by private subscrip
tions. The Association was organized
May 23, 1898. at the home of the late
Gen. A. (. Barnes, In Brooklyn, and
consolidated several rival movemants of
the Daughters of the Rewvolution, The
private subseriptions were mainly raised
by Mrs. King, wife of Gen. H. C. King,
who was Regent of the Daughters of
the Revolution. The site of the monu-
ment is in Fort Greene Park, and the
work was begun as long agoe as 1873,
