Cover with bolling water
and set back on the range, s0 the water
will keep hot, but not boil, for 15 min-
utes, or until the tomatoes turn a pale
golden color. Drain, dip In flour or
fine corn meal, season with salt and
pepper, then fry a nice brown In pork
or bicon drippings and serve very hot,
arranging in little piles of two or three
and putting a piece of buiter on each
slice as dished.

To fry the ripe tomatoes, slice large,
firm frult in medium thick slices, season
with salt and pepper, sprinkle plenti-
fully with fine corn meal (as much as
will ¢ling to either side), then fry in
zmoking hot fat until browned on both
sides.
